MURDER OR SUICIDE? 

Mysterious Death of Jonathan Glass in 
Chester. 

A despatch from Portsmouth says: The 
country authorities are at work investi- 

cating the death of Jonathan C. Glass, of 

Chester, who disappeared on Thursday 
of last week, and was found hanging to a 
tree on Saturday. By some it is thought 
a case of suicide, and although there are 

no marks on the body, there are some 
circumstances that give the officers to 

think that a murder has been committed. 
During the past winter, a son-in-law of 
(Glass has been confined in jail for steal- 
ing. During that time he sent a letter 
threatening Glass’ life, which is in the 

possession of Sheriff Coffin. 
The story told by Hoyt, the son-in-law, 

is this: Glass arose as usual on Wednes- 
lay morning at 4.30, milked the cows, 

built the fire in the kitchen stove, and 

then left the house. That night Glass 
returned, secured a bottle of liniment, a 

razor and a pocketful of doughnuts and 
wzain disappeared. The next morning 
‘he girls asked Hoyt to go up into their 
ather’s room and see if his razor was 
nissing. That he did, and the box in 

vhich it was usually kept was empty. 
On a further examination it was found 

that Glass, who kept a strict account of 

all money which passed through his 
hands, had posted up his books and left 
them on the top of his desk, an unusaal 
proceeding for him. 

He believed that the old man had com- 
mitted suicide, but made no attempt to 
find the body. His wife and the unmar- 
ried daughter, however, became worried 

and notified the officers Among others 
notified were Deputy Sheriff Towle and 
two members of the board of selectmen. 
Hoyt claims that he had trouble be- 

° 

ee 

fore with Towle, and therefore would not 

aid him in searching. He admitted that 

Glass had refused to furnish bail for him 

when he was arrested, but declared he 

was influenced by Deputy Sheriff Towle. 
“Towle,” he said, “came up to the house 

and saw my father-in-law. He walked 
out in the barn with him, and there told 

him that he knew enough about me to 

send me to state prison for life. My 
wife and her sister were secreted in the 

barn and heard all that Towle said. 

Hoyt states that Glass had before at- 

tempted io commit suicide. 

The coroner's jury on the death of 

Jonathan Glass of Chester agreed, after 
listening to the testimony of several wit- 
nesses, that death was caused by foul 

play. 
The verdict is that the said Jonathan 

C. Glass came to his death by strangula- 

tion by means of a hempen rope and a 
handkerchief about the neck of the said 

Glass and tied to a pine tree then and 
there, suspended in said Chester, at the 

hand of some persons to the jurors un- 

known.
