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THE BORDEN MYSTERY. 

Popular opinion in Fall River, New 

York, the scene of the great Borden 

mystery, has begun to gnestion its own 

first conclusions regarding Lizzie Borden’s 

guilt. It has now nothing in the way of 

definite knowledge to rest upon, but 

neither had it anything when it accept- 

ed the woman's arrest as equivalent to 

conviction. 

To the public nothing is known against 

Lizzie Borden except that she was in 

the house when the murder was commit- 

ted. But people have now had time to 

reflect that the same is true of the ser- 

vant, whose testimony seems to be the 

chief reliance of the prosecution. She 

also was in the house at the time, and 

the fact may perhaps have a bearing 

upon the trustworthiness of her testi- 

mony. 

The only other grounds of suspicion 

against Lizzie Borden, so far as the 

public know, arise from the fact that 

there has been more or less conflicting 

testimony relating to family relations, 

some of it suggesting that there were 

bickerings now and then. 

But reflection should suggest that this 

condition of affairs, even if clearly estab- 

lished, is not without many precedents, 

and that it by no means creats a presump- 

tion of murderous impulse, still less of a 

cruelly murderous act, on the part ofa 

daughter towards her father. 

In brief, the public knows absolutely 

nothing to justify the belief that this 

woman murdered her father. What 

better proof than any yet presented by 

the prosecution officers may be forthcom- 

ing we must wait to see. In the mean- 

time, the only just or right attitude for 

the public to assume is one of complete 

suspension of judgment. Upon that the 

doing of justice itself may ultimately 

depend, 

Perhaps if Lizzie Borden would rave 

round and tear her hair a little the 

authorities would let her go. 

A self-possessed young woman is such 

a rarity that folks naturally ‘conclude 

that there is something the maiter with 

her. A girly girl of the fluffy angel 

variety would not even have been sus- 

pected. 
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MR. SKINNER RESIGNS. 

The report is going the rounds the last 

few days that Mr. C. N. Skianer, M. P,, 

has sent forward his resignation as a 

member of Her Majesty's Parliament. 

This will create a vacancy in the city of 

St. John, and rumor has it that Solicitor 

General Pugsley will be the choice of the 

party to take Mr. Skinner's place, and 

the vacancy caused by Mr. Pugsley’s re- 

signation from the Local Government 

has been offered to a strong supporter of 

the opposition—and who the same rumor 

says—will, in all probability, accept 

This is rather hard to credit, however, 

and we will not believe it unless it really 

comes to pass.

It is a most fortunate thing that this 

drea:!ful disease has shown itself at this 

season of the year, when, with the cold 

winter coming on, it cannot get a foot- 

hold. ind there is no reason why, with 

proper precautions and determination on 

the part of the authorities, the trouble 

shoull not be completely stamped out 

ere tl:e winter has fairly begun.

Events. 

Sundrv Ebullitions in Prose and 
Rhyme. 

How the Domestic, Social and Literary 
World is Wagging. 

The cleverest bit of deceptive painting

room at Chatsworth. A fiddle is painted 
so well that in the subdued light of the 
half-closed door it has the of the instru- 
ment itself hanging on a peg, and many 
comical mistakes have been made by 
visitors, to the amusement of the late 

Duke of Devonshire and the others in 
ihe secret. 

Remarkable Surgical Operations. 

One of the many results of the rapid strides 
which science has made of late years is the 

remarkable skill which medical men have 

hrought to bear upon difficult and dangerous 
operations. Time was when it was considered 
improper to attempt operations upon the 

human body, but in the march of civilization 

surgeons have became possessed of valuable 
knowledge which enables them to perform re- 
markable feats, by which scores of lives are 

saved. 

At the annual meeting of the Welsh branch 

of the British Medical Association, held at 

Ruabon last year, the writer heard Dr. Damar 

Harrison, of Liverpool, give an account of an 

operation he had performed upon a boy, which 
he claimed to be absolutely unique. 
A boy at St. Helen's had the misfortune to 

cut his wrist with plate -glass, which caused 

complete paralysis of sensation in the hand. 
The lad’s wrist was laid open, and it was 

found that a portion of the nerve, about two 

inches in length, was entirely destroyed. 

A young cat was obtained and placed under 
chloroform, and immediately after death the 

surgeon cut a nerve out of its hind leg. The 
nerve was put in a cloth soaked in warm 
carbolic lotion, and afterwards connected with 

what remained of the boy’s nerve. The result 

was that in a short time complete sensation 
returned. This case has caused considerable 

interest in medical circles. 

In some respects a still more remarkable 

operation was performed a short time ago upon 

a boy named Greiner, who accidentally, whilst 

holding it between his teeth, swallowed a fish- 

hook. He tried to release it by pulling at the 
line to which it was attached, but it had be- 

come firmly lodged in the lower and back part 
of his throat. A medical man was called in, 

and he succeeded, after some difficulty and 

great ingenuity, in rescuing the hook from its 
bed of flesh. 

A pistol bullet of suitable dimensions was 
procured, and when a hole had been pierced 
through the middle of it, it was placed upon 

the line and allowed to slide down to the 
hook. The weight of the buliet, assisted by 
gentle pressure downwards with a pair of 

curved forceps, dislodged the hook, which, 

sticking in the lead and being protected by 
it, was safély removed. 

A novel operation was performed in the 

Royal Infirmary at Edinburg. A farmer was 

suffering from a diseased leg-bone induced by 

an accident. Acting upon medical advice he 

went to the Infimary, where a surgeon re- 

moved the diseased bone and substituted an 
ox’s rib. The limb is now said to be as 
healthy and as strong as ever, the operation 

having been entirely successful.
