The road to Marysville is gently un- 
dulatin’, but the seenery on Tom 

Wheeler's bug is rugged and mountane- 

ous. 
Marysville has a popylashun uv morn 

2,000 mortal frames, the boss of wich is 

Mr. Gibson. The sile is Sandy. It is 
bounded on the north by ole Sandy, on 

the south by yung Sandy, on the east by 
Jim and on the west by Unkle John. 

It is sitooated handy to the affluence 

of the Pennioc. The Canada Eastern 
ralerode has a tendency to pause at this 
point. 

It has two big dams. One is the mill 
dam wich can be herd morn a mile in 
fine wether; the other is ole Sandy’s dam 
wich can be herd in stormy wether fer a 
mile and a half. 

It has a saw mill wich is ran by yung 

Sandy, a store wich is run by Unkle 

John, a cotton mill run by ole Sandy, and 
a brass band wich is run by a marciful 
Providence and Jim. It has a skatin’ 
rink run by Jim and Art in winter and 
the spiders and skeeters in summer; a 
meetin’ house and minister wich is run 
by ole Sandy, ’ceptin’ the Quire wich is 
run by wind and Jim. It has a town 
council run by Jim and yung Sandy on 
the shares. It has a town marshall wich 
never runs. But ole Sandy he runs his- 
self. 

Marysville is sitooated on both sides 
and middle uv the Nashwalk river wich 
was constructed by Nacher till ole Sandy 
took hold uv the job.

The amount of cash 
possessed by the May and June arrivals of 

1891, was $302,000, while this year it was 

$509,000.

Young Goodwin succeeded 
in climbing on top of the upturned boat, but 
Langford remained in the water, clinging to 

the boat. He afterwards relaxed his hold 

and attempted to swim ashore, but disap 
peared before assistance arrived. Goodwin 

was rescued. Langford’s body was recovered 

three hours later, a short distance from the 

shore.

A FIERCE BATTLF 

Ee.ween Pinkerton Detectives and Carnes 
gie’s Discharged Workmen. 

On Wednesday last the firm of Carnegie & 
Company, of Pittsburg, Pa., attempted to 

gain possession of their works at Homestead, 
from which they were excluded by their lock- 
ed out workmen. 
Two barges containing 300 Pinkerton de- 

tectives were taken up river by a tow boat. 

Thousands of armed strikers had possession of 
the works, and entrenched themselves behind 

piles of steel billets. 
The strikers had two cannon, with which 

they bombarded the barges, and their firing 

was so fierce that the towboat was cut loose 

from the barges and steamed up river carrying 
seven wounded detectives. The barges were 
moored to the bank. Every g4itempt of the 

detectives to land was prevented by the fire 
of the workmen. The cannon produced but 

little effect. Unsuccessful attempts were 
made to burn the barges by pouring oil on the 
water and setting fire to it. Dynamite 

bombs were thrown against the boats. 

About dusk the officers of the amalgamated 

association prevailed upon the strikers to al- 

low the detectives to surrender. 
At 5 o'clock the detectives hoisted a white 

flag and the strikers guaranteed the safe con- 

duct to the deiectives, provided they left their 
arms and ammunition behind and agreed to 

leave the place under guard. The detectives 

accepted these terms. 

On the boats were found seven dead detec- 
sives and 20 or 30 wounded—some fatally 

As the prisoners were being conducted through 

the streets the infuriafed strikers beat them 

with clubs and knocked down and trampled 

upon many. In this way several detectives 

were fatally injured. The captured detectives 
were finally lodged in the Opera House where 

they were kept all night. 
The strikers looted the barges and then set 

fire to them. So far as can be ascertained, 11 
workmen and nine detectives were injured in 
the battle. At least 100 detectives were seri- 
ously injured on the way to jail. The Pink- 
erton men were not sworn in as deputy sheriffs.
