Fortu- 

nately, England is ruled not by the aris | 
tocracy, but by the middle classes—those 

who correspond to the well-to-do people 

of the United States in contradistinction 

to those of extreme wealth and those in 

absolute penury. The protectionists of 

the United States have in their mental 

make-up a strong resemblance to the 

English aristocratic Tory. They have 

always believed, with the English Tory, 

that the government should be a pater- 

nal institution; that the people could not 

be safely trusted to manage their own 

affairs, and buy where they could buy 

cheapest and sell where the market most 

favored them. Both the English Tory 

and the American and Canadian protec- 

tionists are the defenders of class and 

government privilege, and it is natural 

that these representatives of a pampered 

and favored class should view the econo- 

mic problems of modern times throngh 

the same mental medium. 

On the other hand, the English Liber- 

als, who have always favored the devel- 

opment of free institutions, have been 

led to accept free trade because of iis 

logical consistency with their theories 

of government, and also because of the 

followed the adoption of this system as 

a national policy. Almost invariably in 

England those who are the defenders of 

class ascendency have been the ones who 

have had the wish to revert again to pro- 

tection, and invariably those wlio have 

believed in the promotion of liberal poli-

Few men have done so much towards 
revolutinizing former modes of education 
as Sir John Lubbock, M. P. for London 
University. He tells an amusing story 
of his own experience, when a boy at 
Eton, some fifty years ago. Even then 
the cry for ‘useful’ knowledge had arisen 
and more than one parent of young Eton- 
ians had protested in the ‘Times’ against 
the then prevalent neglect of arithmetic. 
At last, the Head Master of our greatest 
publie school was moved to enquire, and 
proceeded one fine morning to make a 
personal inspection of the boys. Test 
questions were given to eaciy, and the 
future baronet was one among the many 
boys nnable to satisfy requirements, 
‘Lubbock, said. the Doctor, ‘I am 

ashamed of your not being able to work, 
such a simple sum as that. Your young- 
er brother had his correctly finished long 
ago.’ 

‘I am very sorry, sir, was the reply 
‘but you will remember sir, that my 
brotler has not been at Eton as long as 
I have. 

It is unnecessary to add that, after this 
home-thrust, so innocently and uninten- 
tionally given, the Head Master soon 
wiped out the reproach whieh then clung 
to the alma mater of many of England’s 
greatest men. 

A jailor in a Western State had receiv- 
ed strict orders not to keep any prisoners 
in solitary confinement. Once when he 
had but two in charge, one escaped, and 
he was obliged in consequence to turn 
the other out of doors in order to comply 
with the regulation. 

The late Dean Stanley of Westminister 
was remarkable in that not one of his 
five senses was perfect.
