The body of Edward Montgomery who 
disappeared so strangly at Spruce lake 
St John, this week while fishing had not 
yet been found. The Sun says:— It is 
alleged William Prime, who accompanied 
Montgomery to Spruce lake, tells differ— 
ent stories concerning the disappearance 
of the young man, but those who have 
conversed with Prime are inclined to 
the belief that he is telling as near as he 
can, all he knows about the affair.

amined before Police Magistrate Ritchie. 
The latter questioned the young man, 

and answers which appeared quite satis- 
factory were given and Prime was allow- 
ed to go, the magistrate having no power 
to hold him, as no information had been 
made. Prime afterwards returned tothe 
lake and with others continued the search 
until dark.

The New Brunswick Pharmaceutical 
Society met in the city council chamber 
Wednesday morning in its seventh 
session, the president 2. W. McCarthy 
of St. John, presiding. The members 
present were : St. Jolin, Chas.

Secretary Paddock read the annual re- 

port. It stated that meetings of the 
council had been held during the year, a 
number of cases of violation of the act 
had been dealt with, and, so far as the 
council knew, at present there was only 
one case of open violation.

Carthy read a very pleasing address in 
which he strongly advocated the advisa- 
bility of establishing a course of lectures 
for students coming up for examination. 
It was unanimously carried that the 
address of the president be received by 
the society, that a vote of thanks be 
given him and that his address be print- 
ed in one or more of the provincial 
papers.

To make the situation worse the electric 
lights went out and the fire room was left in 
darkness, all the furnace doors being closed. 
The engineers, who were in the fire room at 
the time, and the stokers were unable to 
esbape until the chief engineer and outsiders 
rushed down the fire room ladder and broke 
open the door of the compartment. Then a 
most horrible and sickening sight presented 
itself. Men were lying on the deck delirious 
from the pain caused by the terrible injnries 
they had received. Fifteen were dying when 
removed to the ship's hospital and many 
more will die. 
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ADRIFT WITHOUT FOOD. 

Two Boston Fishermen, Given Up For Dead 
Rescued. 

While the United States schboner Carl W., 
Baxter was fishing on the Quero banks, two of 
the crew, Joseph Perry and Alexander Smith, 
of Boston, strayed away in a thick fog and 
were given up for dead, but the other night 
they arrived at Halifax from Newfoundland 
and were_sent to Boston by the United States 
consul-general. 

After losing their vessel the men drifted 
around three days and nights with no food. 
They had given up all hope when they at- 
tracted the attention of the crew of the French 
fishing schooner Florence of St. Pierre, and 
were taken on board.

HOW TO KEEP FROM DROWNING. 

Some Practical Hints Which May Be Use- 
ful in an Emergency. 

If you cannot swim. and should fall 
overboard, stand in an erect position and 
“tread water.” To do this, use your legs 
precisely as though you were walking up 
stairs. You should also paddle slowly 
up and down, alternately, with your 
hands. In case it should be necessary to 
remain in the water a long time this op- 
eration may become tiresome, in which 
case you may rest yourself by lying flat 
upon your back with your legs close 
together, and arms extended at full length 
backward until your hands touch. This
