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DEATH OF THE METROPOLITAN. 

The Most Reverend John Medley, D. 

D., Metropolitan of Canada, died at 

Bishopscote on Friday morning at twenty 

minutes to nine. The death of His 

Lordship has been looked for for some 

time. and it was therefore no surprise 

when the Cathedral bells on Friday 

morning sent forth their slow and melan- 

choly chimes to announce to the world that 

the lamented and beloved Bishop had 

passed away from earth. 

The Metropolitan of Canada was an 

Englishman by birth and education, and 

was born on the 19th of December, 1804. 

He was educated principally at Wadham 

College, Oxford, where he early exhibited 

great fondness for classics and polite 

literature. He entered at Wadham in 

1823, taking his degree in honors in 1826, 

and becomingan M. A. in 1830. «In1828 

he was made a deacon, and in the follow- 

ing year was ordained a priest. For 

three years he filled a curacy in a small 

town in Devonshire, and from 1831 to 

1838 officiated as minister of St. John's 

Chapel in Truro, Cornwall. 

In 1845 the Diocese of Fredericton was 

formed and on the nomination of the 

Archbishop of Canterbury, John Medley 

was appointed to that See, and consecra- 

ted its first Bishop, on the 4th of May. 

The consecration took place at Lambeth 

Palace. The new Bishop sailed immed- 

iately for the new world, and on the 11th 

June was inducted in the parish church. 

The corner stone of Fredericton Cathedral 

was laid by the Bishop on the 15th of 

October foliowing. In 1853 the edifice 

was consecrated, Bishop Mountain, of 

Quebec, taking an important part in the 

ceremony. 

At the Synod of 1879 the Bishops of 

Canada elected Bishop Medley as their 

Metropolitan. It was thought that the 

election would lead to some controversy: 

but contrary to expectation there was 

none. In making the choice, the princi- 

ple was admitted, at the outset, that the 

claim of seniority was to prevail. The 

election was, and in future will be, a 

mere formality. It is said that the title 

of Metropolitan, and the privileges it 

confers, will no longer be attached toa 

See, but will be offixed to a personality. 

Dr. Medley was incapable of the elo- 

quence of a Punshon or a Chapiu, but his 

preaching was higher in tone,and more 

polished in style. He never carried en- 

thusiasm into the pulpit, but his dis- 

courses were rich in individuality, in 

bearing and in logic. His sentences 

were skilfully turned, and full of graceful 

imagary and fine culture. Personally the 

late Bishop was much esteemed and 

loved, while the elevated character of"his 

life-work, and the great industry with 

which he has adwinistered the affairs 

of his diccese, a See which includes the 

entire Province of New Brunswick—for 

upwards of 45 years, has won the highest 

praise, alike from churchmen and 

christians of other denominations. 

The Metropolitan was an author of 

repute. His published writings embrace 

several volumes of sermons, tracts, etc., 

besides a small book of Episcopal Forms 

for Church Government, several lectures, 

an address to Sunday School Teachers, 

numerous charges to the clergy, and a 

fine scholarly work on the Book of Job, 

with a new translation, notes and an in- 

troduction. English and Canadian critics 

have spoken in high terms of this trans- 

lation. The notes are said to exhibit 

wide scholarship and great research. 

The Metropolitan was in his 88th year 

and up to the last year he has continued 

to pursue his avocations with his usual 

spirit and vigor, his age apparently offer- 
ing no perceptible barrier to the full play 

of his faculties. 

The funeral of the Bishop will take 

place at 11 o'clock on Tuesday morning 
from the Cathedral; the remains to be 

interred in the spot chosen by himself at 

the east end of the Cathedral.

BY DR. SYNTAX, JR. 

Daring the early part of this century a very 

interesting work appeared in England and 
caused a great sensation, entitled Dr. Syntax 

in Search of the Picturesque. Now the ideal 
doctor was supposed to be a great botonist and 

geologist, and his object was to explore some 

of the great lakes of England in quest of new 
species of flora and geological specimens, un- 
known to all discoverers up to that time. The 

book is famous for the trials, detentions and 

privations he underwent in the course of his 

rambles, and after an absence of more than a 
month, he returned to London with his speci- 

mens and then published a book in connec- 

tion therewith. 

Like Syntax I had longed for an opportun- 

ity to visit the great lake of Temisquota, 

having heard so much of its vastness and 

grandeur and picturesqueness. So last Friday, 

2nd instant, I apd a friend provided ourselves 

with return tickets at the St. Mary’s station 

for Edmundston, the terminus of the C. P. R. 

line, from thence the lake is reached next 

day by another road about 39 miles in length. 

“All aboard” and off we hied merrily for 

Temisquota. The calculation was that we 

should reach Edmundston that evening at 7 

o'clock, put up there for the night, and next 

morning resume our journey for the Lake, 
which was to be reached about 12 o'clock, 

noon. Now, the speed or expedition used on 
this road is marvellous, and the regulations 
all along the line are sublime and primeval.

P. R.. been with usin disguise, and studied 
for himself the progress of the nineteenth 

centu y in railway-travelling on the Wood- 

stock and Grand Falls accommodati 

“express,” (very!) train he might have - 

ed au ohject lesson that would have done his 

old heart good, and he would have returned to 

hishome a wiser if not a better man. At one 

extreinity of this great road is Vancouver B. 

C. an | at the other Edmundston, N. B. Ifthe 

rate of speed on one end of the line were main- 

tained, from point to point, the termini at 

either end would be reached in just three and 

a half :nonths. Some parts of the C. P. R. 
are run over in even less than a mile a minute. 

This, [ suppose, is to make up for those por- 
tions which are run at the rate of a mile in 

fifteen; minutes, so that in balancing distances 

(not) ‘pon the time table, we at this end of 

the roa l have to put up with the slow coach. 
Now, with respect to the road itself, between 
St. Mary's and upwards, it is smooth and 
apparently in fine order. the cars are excellent 

and the conductors gentlemanly men and 

willins to answer all questions; nor are they 

respousible for anything I may have to write, 

except in one case which led to our misfortune, 

to be explained hereafter, but towards that 
onductor I entertain a most forgiving chris. 

tian ficling. 

Tlie listance from St. Mary's to Woodstock 

is 63 miles; but as we are bound for the 

Nortli, we stop at the Newburg Junction, say 
six mies less, or 57 miles from our place of 
depa: ture, which junction we reached at half- 
past clevem, thus three and a half hours 

making the journey, having left St. Mary's 

at 8 + m., which was gcing at the rate of 
abou: 16 miles an hour. However, we did 

not 'uind this rate of progression, being well 

seat! and in good company, so much asthe 
time occupied in the stoppages. Arriving at 
Newhurg Junction we come to a dead stand, 

here we were obliged to remain for three 

mortal hours, as we did not haul up anchor 
until Lalf-past two, and yet felt lucky that 

we got away even then. Let the fast travel- 

ler ou the American roads and some of the 
Canadian roads, imagine what his sensations 

wonld he had he been doomed to the pains 
and penalties we underwent on this never to 

be forgotten melancholy occasion? How did 
we iss away the time, the reader will natur- 
ally inquire. Well, regarding the matter 
now, it brings to my mind the amount of 

patience a man possesses when necessity com- 

pells its exercise. But I will try and answer 

that very pertinent question—How did we 

pass the time ? First then, we walked up and 
down the platform for twenty minutes at a 
time, then we picked blueberries, then we 

went into the ladies’ waiting room, then we 
counted the houses, some half a dozen 

within view of the station, got up and down 

upon a three-legysd chair at least fifty times, 
then looking up at the sign board, containing 
the words ‘“Newburg Junction,” we felt in an 

epigramatic mood and so read the word New- 
burg backwards, which led to two important 
discoveries—the first discovery was, that to 

read one part of the word backwards indicated 
“orub” and the other part ‘‘when,” the sec- 

ond discovery was that we really were hungry; 

for the words signified when shall we have 

our grub. This was a new revelation to us, 

so the next thing I did was to hunt round for 
dinmer. We came to a door labelled 

“dining-room,” but no savory smells, or any 

indication visible, that there was anything to 
eat for a mile off. slaking bold, I opened the 
door to a crack and peeped in, but nothing 

was \isible to the naked eye but empty plates. 

The presumption was that as our train arrived, 

or was to arrive, at too early an hour for din- 
ner. and might not remain long enough, even 

if one was cooked, no provision was made for 

our train and so we got nothing to eat, 

although we had three hours to eat everything 
that might come before us. Well what then ? 

This, we had nothing to eat from 7 that morni- 

ing, when we took our breakfast for the early 
train, until half-past 8 that evening, or a 

distance of 13 hours between meals—and then 
the supper we had at half-past 8, to be refer- 
red to hereafter, was such a one as even a 

Desoire (not Rev. Mr. DeSoire, but the 

celebrated quisne) might have looked upon 

with expressions of wonder and delight. Now 

nothing interferes more with a man’s henignity 

than an empty stomach, nor more disturbing 

to his temper than an over-gorged one. At all 
events, I and my companion began to feel 

cross, and to vent my spleen upon some one 
or something, I kicked at a large Newlound- 

lander, who seemed disposed to resent the 

insult by making a snap at me. I kept my- 
self a civil distance from that dog after that. 

Since our return and relating to a friend th, 

story of our dinner privation, he very kindly 

informed me—Why you should have gone 

into Woodstock (three or four miles) by the 

train you got out of at the Junction and there 

got your dinner and return by the ontcoming 

train, instead of stopping at the Junction, as 

you did. Just think of it, are we out of the 

woods yet ? On our way toa certain point, 

we cannot get our dinner unless we make a 

good appetite and no dinner, or no appetite 

and a good dinner? On this interesting 

occasion we felt both ways. When we took a 

fresh start and all the way up and down a 
boy would come in occasionally with armfuls 

of books for sale. Now had he varied his 

wares by bringing along some sandwiches, he 

would have had a ready sale for a basket-full 
and he would have been regarded as a bene- 

factor of mankind. Or had he among his 

literary treasures just such a book as I craved 
at that moment, I should have thought some- 

thing of him. I asked him for a cookery- 

book; he hadn’t that work, but he had Thomp- 

son’s Domestic Medicine. Had he the former 
work I think I should have swallowed it 

whole, I was so hungry by this time; and I 

do not hesitate to tell Dr. McLeod I should 
have swallowed a whole flask of whiskey at 
the moment, if J thought it would have help- 

ed me, so desperate had I become. Before 
leaving Newburg (or rather no-grub) station, 

I saw what I never did in all my lite before, 

a lady aged 102, a Mrs. Scott, who was tra- 

velling with her daughter, having left New. 

castle, Grand Lake, the day before, and they 

together were on their way to Thiee Brooks 

some twenty miles above Woodstock, and a 

distance of about 8 miles after getting off 

from the railroad, which journey of 8 miles 

she was to make in a country waggon. The 

old lady seemed equal to the occasion. 
““All on board” once more; but before start 

ing it will be as well to explain the canse of 
this delay at Newburg. As I understand it 

is thus: The train which brings us to this 

point from St. Mary's continues on into 

Woodstock, and rerurns again, leaving the 

latter place ten minutes past twelve, as per 

time table. We passengers for Grand Fall 
have thus to take things easy until the Wood- 

tock train has made a trip of ten or twelve 

miles, including detentions, which train pro- 

ceeds to St. Mary's “after a time.” But this 
is not so very bad, for an hour lost to us hy 

this detour, is not a thing to grumble very 

much at. But what more have we to submit 

to? Instead of preceeding upwards and down- 

wards, according to the respective cases, as 
soon as the Woodstock train comes out, the 
passengers for either direction, up or down, 
are obliged to wait until the trains from 
McAdam Junction and Presque Isle, away on 
the other side of the world, as I thought, 
have arrived with passengers at Woodstock 
destined for our lines, so that another train 
from Woodstock is sent out to meet us, bring- 
ing the McAdam folks though there may be 
only a single passenger ! O, Mr. VanHorne ! 
of course we poor pilgarlicks for Edmundston 
are of no account, when magnificent distances 
form the prevailing idea! Now, what struck 
me was the query: Why start a train from 
Woodstock at ten minutes after twelve, local 
time, with passengers for St. Mary's, when 
there was to be another train later on (say 
about 2 o’elock) to bring the McAdam June- 
tion passengers? If the twelve o'clock pas- 
sengers could be held back as above suggested, 
they would be enavled to eat their dinners 
before starting; as it is, they must come away 
hungry, and perhaps get nothing to eat until 
they arrive at their places of destination. 
But worse still, the twelve o'clock Woodstock 
train gets no further than Newburg Junction; 
here it has to wait for two mortal hours (so in 
our case—it may not always be as bad) until 
the Grand Falls train comes down to take us 
up. 
[By way of parenthesis and while I think 

of it, I would ask why in the world don’t 
they have tea and coffee and cakes and such 
like innocent things spread on a counter in 

one of the waiting rooms at Newburg June- 

tion for hungry passengers to get a niblle, as 

in all other places, and thus do the right 

thing and make money? Why during the 
three mortal hours we were detained at that 

interesting classic spot, there were enough of 

us to have eaten out the whole establishment, 

proprietor included. ] 

*‘All on board” at last for Grand Falls. As 

I have stretched myself out beyond the limits 

Iintended, I shallhave to reserve the continua- 

tion of my journev until next week, when the 

most interesting mishaps that accompanied 

us “‘all along the line” will be fully noted for 

the benefit of travellers and “‘mankind in 
general.”
