The Meeting the Largest ever held in the 
County—The 12th of July te be Celebrated 
In this City. 

The York County L. O. A. held its annual 
meeting Tuesday evening in the Orange Hall, 
and was pronounced by the older members, 
the largest gathering ever seen at the annual 

session in this county. The lodge was opened 
in the Arch degree with the following officers 
in the chair: H. H. Pitts, C. M.; Harvey

cash on hand, which report was received and

The County Master next presented quite a 

lengthy report in which he congratulated the 
masters and active members of the different 
lodges in the county on the work done, and 
the bright prospects for the future.

ferred to the dismissal of Bro. Lipsett from 
the departmental building as being caused by 
the outcome of the recent elections. His re- 
port also referred to the Bathurst school busi-

OCCIDENTAL ODDITIES. 

A Graphic Description of a Trip 

across the Continent in Winter. 

By a Frederictonian. 

Continued from last issue. 

We are going at good speed now. The 
train is on tine and we are due at Win- 
nipeg at 10.10, where we have a stop over 
of 5hours. This apparently unexplicable 
delay is for the purpose, as I am inform- 
ed, of enabling prospective settlers to visit 
the land offices situate here and obtain 
what information they may require re- 
garaing the farming possibilities of Man- 
itoba and farther west. At Selkirk 
we stop and take in water. We are now 
quite excited ana unreasonable. If the 
train should break down, verily believe 
we would walk to Winnipeg rather than 
miss the opportunity now afforded for 

rest and exercise and change of environ- 
ment before proceeding on our way. 
We have been now three nights and 

two days on board without any change 

worthy of mention, and we all feel tired. 

Besides we are most of us accustomed to 
lite in cities rather large or small, and 
the tediousness of a journey such as this 

has been is fast wearing upon our minds 

and bodies, we look forward therefore with 

much anxious pleasure, to the prospect 
of spending even a few hours in a live 

and growing city Fortunately no acci- 

dent occurs to delay us, and we soon see, 

apparently in our very course, the dis- 

tant buildings of St. Boniface, a small 

suburb to the left as we enter. Sharply 

at 10.05 we glide across tt.e Red River on 
Louise bridge and amid much bustle 

draw _up at the platform of Winnipeg 

station. Louise Bridge is an iron rail- 

way and passenger bridge combined, 

named as I naturally suppose, after Her 
Royal Highness the Princess Louise. 
I think I am correct in hazarding the 

statement that it was not named 
before her. The bridge I know is not 
more than ten years of age, and I imagine 
Her Royal Highness is older than that, 
The C. P. R. station at Winnipeg is an 
admirable and imposing building, built 

of the light grey colored brick made from 
native clay, and containing spicious 
waiting room, ticket office and other ap- 

purtenances to a railway depot. How- 

ever, we do not stop here very long, as you 
may imagine. I have a letter of intro- 

duction to Mr. H. McKellar, chief clerk in 

the department of Agriculture and Immi- 

gration. We walk to the Government 

Legislative and Departmental building, 
distant over a mile from the depot. We 

could have taken the electric car, which 

runs past the depot down Main Street to 
within a short distance of our destination 
but we prefer the walk. The morning is 
perfectly delicious. We had expected to 
find ourselves looking for the mercury 
away down somewhere in the vicinity of 
50 below, but you can imagine our sur- 

prise to find it away up above freezing 
point, and the bright sun enlivening 
everything. The air is as balmy as an 
April day at home and on the sunny side 
of the street the water is dripping on the 
sidewalks and running down into the 
streets. My friend and I walk down’ 
Main Street, which is fully 300 feet wide, 
and admire the many beautiful brick ani 
stone buildings on either hand. We 
reach the Legislative building and soon 
find our way into Mr. McKellar'’s room. 
We are very kindly and courteously re- 
ceived by that gentleman to whom we 

immediately take a very strong liking. 
He has a pleasant, frank, open counten- 
ance, a fine straight appearance and a 
manner which betokens the thorough 
gentleman. Although very busy, Mr. 
McKellar shows us through the building in 
in a very thorough manner. We are 
first ushered into the private office of the 
Ministry of Agriculture and Immigration, 
Hon. Thos. Greenway, Premier of the 
province of Manitoba, who is fortunately 
at work, and receives us very affably. 
Hon. Mr. Greenway is a large built, fine 
looking man, the very picture of health, 

rather corpulent with dark brown curly 
hair and beard and a face full of charac- 
ter and determination. The photographs 
of Mr. Greenway distributed through 
New Brunswick last summer, I think by 
the Dominion Illustrated, are libels upon 
his personal appearance, and do Nim very 

poor justice indeed, and 1 was, I must 
confess, rather agreeably startled at the 

appearance of the original We talked 
pleasantly with Mr. Greenway for ten 
minutes, and found him very ready to 
impart any amount of reasonable informs 
ation. Mr. Greenway's government is 
thoroughly liberal and very strong with 
the people. The legislature meets a week 
from next Thursday. There are 40 mem- 

bers, one less than in New Brunswick 
The attention of the government just now 

is very greatly occunied with the Mani. 
toba exhibit for the World’s - Fair at 
Chicago, which will be on rather an ex- 
tensive scale. Singularly enough, when 1 
asked Mr. Greeway for his views on the 
Manitoba School Question, which is ex- 
citing so much interest in New Bruns- 
wick, he treated the matter with consider- 
able indifference, and his remarks led 
me to believe that he and his 
government had only one view to ex- 
press—namely that they regarded the 
question as practically settled in favour 
of free schools. He informed me thai 
the government had not, as stated by the 
Ontario papers this week, engaged Mr. 
Dalton McCarthy to appear as their 
counsel at the appeal now being heard. 
On the whole th2 government here is 
making itself thoroughly easy regarding 
this great question and are relying upon 
the decision of the judicial committee of 
the Privy Council. We are introduced 
by Mr. Greenway to Hon. Mr. Watson. 
Minister of Public Works for Manitoba 
and ex-M. P,, and we take our leave 
very well pleased with our reception by 
the Premier. We are shown through the 
Provincial Library and introduced to the 
librarian Mr. Robinson. The library is 

not so large nor varied as that of New 
Brunswick, but has a larger proportion of 
heavy works. There is no such thing as

there is a public library in Winnipeg 
with a large collection of volumes. In 
one of the lobbys of the library we find 
the illustrated London News, Punch and 
The Graphic, bound, from the very first 
commencement of their publication, as 
well as all the leading English editions

In this de- 
partment there are also many interesting 
relics. including the mace and cocked 
hat used at the first opening of the Mani- 
toba legislature, a rifle used at Custer’s 
last battle and indian tomahawks, drums, 
and war clubs. We enter and exainine 
the legislative hall, about half as large as 
that of New Brunswick but high and 
bandsomely furnished, with the buffalo 
on green grass, the emblem of Manitoba, 
beautiful mounted over the speaker's 
throne. We remark that there is no 
speakers chair visible, whereupon Mr. 
McKellar informs rs that it is the custom 
in Manitoba for the speaker not only 
to “take the chair” in a figurative man- 
ner, during the session of the house, but 
to take it bodily home with him at the 
conclusion thereof, and keep it as a me- 
mento of his honourable position. 

The Legislative Building is heated by 
hot air and lighted by incandescent elec- 
tric lamps. To the rear of this building, 
are the barracks, drill sheds and officers’ 
mess of the local contingent of the North- | 
west Mounted Infantry; while to the 
south is the Government House where 
Governor Schultz resides, and to the 
north are the Landed Titles office and 
the Court House. The government build- 
ings are all in a row, quite a distance 
apart, with room in front of each for! 
gardens and are all built of the native | 
light grey brick. We take leave of Mr. | 
McKellar very regretfully, and proceed | 
down Broadway to Main street. On our | 
right going down is the old stone bastion 
over the doorway of Fort Garry, all that | 
is left of that stronghold. We chip a, 
piece of stone therefrom and go away, |
