Mr. Lindsay
intends to send him to the Halifax school
for the blind, pnext year to complete his
musical education.

Carr, it was decided that
the question of freight rates be the subject
for discussion at the next regular meeting of
the board. The transportation committee,
and the special committee on freight appoint-
ed a few weeks ago, were directed to prepare
as much information as possible, in the way
of statistics, etc., and report tu a special
meeting of the board to be held on the 22nd
nst.

A Crow Mimic.—A naturalist, who studies
the customs of birds and animals and holds
to the opinion that in many respects they are
more sagacious than their brethren of the
human race, has a story to tell about crows,
which may seem incredible by many sceptical
people, but which is guaranteed a fact, not-
withstanding.

School Law as it is Worked in Woodstock.
To the Editor of The Dispatch :

Sir,—-I have been told by a gentleman
who I believe, that a man who has lived in
town, and been a ratepayer for several years,
applied for a permit to send his child
to school, and he was told that there was no
room. This man is one of those who work
every day for his living.

Here is another sample of the same school
law. Another man who has five children
lately arrived in town (and is not a day
laborer) and immediately he gets the oppor-
tunity to send his children to school, which
all at once are discovered to have ample room
for the rich man’s five children, but none for
the poor man’s, one.

If it be true that there is not room enough,
what are the School Trustees doing. It is
their business to see that chere is sufficient
room or give place to those who have the
education of the children-at heart, as it is
admitted on all sides that the more education
the less crime.

I should like to call the attention of the
Trustees to the School Law Sec. 74 Sub sec.
1 to provide school privileges free of charge
for all children from five to twenty years of
age, inclusive, who may be resident in the
