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Last week the opening work of the coun- 

cil was given. When Tare Disparcu 
went to press, then, the council had gone 
into committee of the whole with Coun, 

Saunders in the chair, on the accounts. This 

business occupied some time, and several 
accounts were held over for further con- 

sideration 

Upon some of the motions regarding the 

payment of bills several of the councillors 

did not vote. Coun. Henderson raised the 
question of the right or propriety of coun- 
cillors declining to vote one way or the other 

It was against the spirit, if not against the 
letter of the council’s rules. 

After dealing with the bills, some of which 
were referred for consideration, the com- 

mittee reported. 
On motion of Coun. Flemming, Freeman 

McKenzie was appointed pcund keeper for 

the Parish of Wilmot. 
On motion of Coan. Conrolly, Stanley 

Shaw was heard with regard to a piece of 
land in Brighton, which he purchased when 
a boy from one John Stockford for 815. He 

found afterwards there was no title. He had 

had 1t 20 years and had made improvements 

worth £500. The title, he was informed was 

with the county. 

Coun. White thought he could not have a 

better title than the 20 years occupancy. 
Coun. Mooers claimed that Shaw made no 

purchase for there was no title to grant by 

the vendor. It was crown land and it would 

take 60 years occupancy to outlaw the crown’s 

rights. 

Sec-treas. Jones agreed with this view. 

Samuel M. Shaw was in the same position 

as his namesake. On motion of Coun. 

Saunders the question was referred to a com- 

mitte of three, consisting of Couns. Connolly, 

White and Gilmore to report at January 

meeting. 

Johu Darkis, Wm. Peters, Hanford Shaw, 

were appointed pound keepers for Simonds; 

and Thos. Burpee, Webster Ross, Hod Shaw, 

Ed. Nicholson constables for the same parish. 

Coun. White submitted a report for the 

committee on claims for loss of sheep by the 
dogs killing them. The amount collected 

for dog tax was $778.80, deducting $108.50 
for collecting and printing, leaving $634.66 

to be paid for the loss of sheep and lambs, 
less $35.56, balance appropriated. This 
amount was placed in the secretary treasurer’s 
hands, and only awaited the council’s actioas, 
to be paid. The committee valued the sheep 
destroyed at $3.00 each and the lambs at 
$2.00. By the law two thirds of the value 
of the sheep and lambs was to be paid. The 
committee valued the sheep and lambs at 
their selling price. There was a variance in 
the claim. Woodstock parish claimed, by 
those who lost, $581.50; Kent $130; Wake- 
field $105; Wicklow $70; Aberdeen 855. 
Other parishes put in smaller claims, There 
were 180 sheep and lambs damaged but not 
killed. The sec-treas reported that there 
was $900 of dog taxes uncollected. 
The council authorized the payment of the 

claims, and the committee were authorized 
pay of two dollars apiece for their day’s work. 
These officers were appointed for Kent 

parish; pound keepers, Rich. Armour, John 
Smith, Stephen Cahill, Thos. Pickard, John 
Kelly, Rich. Tooley, Wm. Green; constables 
James Tupper,Chas. Armstrong; commission- 
er Clapper Tompkins. 
Fred Kilpatrick’s name was added to the 

pound keepers and hog reeves of Wicklow. 
Coun. Saunders said that the town council 

was not voicing the feeling of the town in 
taking over the running of the Scott Act. 
He did not think they could be elected on 
that 1ssue. He thought the councillors here 
better represented the feeling of the town. 
He moved that Mr. Colpitts be heard. 
Coun. Mooers protested against Mr. Col- 

pitts coming in with his account and going 
away with it ordered paid. If it was going 
to be the usual address from Mr. Colpitts he 
was glad to hear it. He objected, however, 
to Mr. Colpitt’s report being treated different- 
ly from any other. 

Mr. Colpitts, Scott Act Inspector, sub- 
mitted a report of 34 convictions and 13 
dismissals. $1124.16 was received since 
January session; $916.60 expeuded, leaving 
a balance of $207.56. This included his own 
salary, constables fees, etc. Had not the 
town taken the action they did he believed 
there would be $300 or $400 more to the 
county’s credit. He thought the action of 
the town council was not in the interest of 
the town or county. He had generally acted 
without assistance of a lawyer, but a lawyer's 
services, advice and all, for the whole period 
was only $40.00. 
Coun White *‘It is « very satisfactory re- 

port.” Other councillors expressed them- 
selves similarly. 
Two dollars was ordered paid to Robert 

Tompkins, parish clerk of Peel. 
John McGuire and Chas Cunningham of | 

Northampton were ordered to be paid $1 00 
for dog tax paid where they had no dogs. 

Darius A. Shaw was allowed a rebate of 
$1 75 out of dog tax, for amount wrongfully 
collected. Rich. Dickenson,of Brighton, was 
allowed a rebate of $1.00 for the sume reason. 
There were appointed pound keepers for 

Peel:—Jos Collins, Jos Tompkins, Wilmot 
Hunter: —for Wakefield, Constables, Stanley 
Harper, John Emery, J F Jewett; pound 
keepers—John Kaye, John Fitzpatrick, John 
Grass, Jas Wilson: —Aberdeen—pound keep- 
ers, Philip Crouse, Fred W Currey, CG Wil- 
gon, Jas A McFarland, Torrey Spence. 
This resolution was passed on motion of 

Coun. Caldwell: *‘that this council endorse 
the action of Inspector Colpitts in enforcing 
the Scott Act throughout the county, includ- 
ing the town, and paying the fines to the

county, and direct him to continue to do the 
same in the future.” 
The following officers were added to the 

Brighton list:—Constables 8 N Nevers, Perry 
Dickenson, Julius Myers, Solomon McFar- 
land, Amos Belyea, Archie Clark: Surveyors 
of lumber, George Gray, Hanford Belyen, 
Julius Myers; Pound keepers, D Fraser,J W 
Hanson, Weyman Shaw, H Fielding. New- 
man Shaw was appointed a coastable for 
Wakefield, and Geo W Green for Wicklow. 
Coun. Henderson opened the much vexed 

gaol question. As he read the recommen- 
dation of the grand jury repairs on the gaol 
he quoted that the jury recommended the use 
of power for water purposes of the gaol. by 
wind. He did not know where the wind 
should come from. 

Coun. White—There’s plenty of wind here. 
(loud laughter.) 

Coun. Henderson said the committee deem- 
ed it advisable to have the sanitary arrange- 
ments of the gaol attended to, in fact that its 
present condition was shameful. Mr. Hen- 
derson submitted plans for suggested exten- 
sive improvements, including a new annex. 
The cost of these would sum up $1628.00. 
He thought a windmill would not be ueces- 
sary, but my means of cisterns and force 
pump lots of water could be attained. It is 
» necessity to make sanitary arrangemerts 
at once. Perhaps it would be better to only 
invest $200 or 82.26 in fixing up the sanitary 
arrangements, with the view of building a 
new gaol later on. He moved that the coun- 
cil visit the gaol and see for themselves. 

Coun. Saunders thought every one believed 
certain repairs were necessary. The council 
now owed some £9000 to the bank, and must 
go slowly. The very smallest outlay, to make 
it healtny would seem the wiser course. The 
town owes the county and should pay the 
debt (hear, hear.) 

Coun. Mooers was well pleased with the 
report; but was sorry to hear that the council 
was so much in debt. He believea in putt- 
ing only $260 on this old gaol. 

Coun. White said the council has been 
running things with a high hand. Last winter 
it was found that two gentlemen took $1000 
apiece for nothing at all. There was $2000 
of the $9000. He might be urging an un- 
popular thing but he believed the county 
would be in funds, if when the registry office 
was built, these buildings were put up below, 
in town. A voice (yes). And it is now a 
question worthy of serious “consideration, 
whether an expense should be put on this old 
gaol (a voice—nct a dollar.) It is beyond 
successful contradiction that had the proper 
arrangements been made we would have been 
money in pocket. We could have sold the 
land here for $1000. Now the grand jury 
and the council had made representations 
with a force that could not he resisted. This 
present gaol was not fit for a human being to 
be confined in. Today, he would rather vote 
to erect a new gaol at Woodstock than to put 
$2000 on this building here. (A voice,Hear, 
Hear.) I'he saving made from this present 
system of taking prisoners to and from town 
would pay the interest on a new building. 
We have expended tnousands of dollars and 
have nothing to show, and we are called to 
expend another thousaad. This may be un- 
popular but it is my view. (A voice—I don’t 
think it unpopular.) 

Coun. Gilmore was in favor of a new guol, 
in town. Houlton had a fine gaol buile 
several years ago, aud the whole cost in re- 
pairs since had not exceeded $20. It would 

| pay far better to erect a new building, hiring 
mouey to do so, than to go on the way the 
council had been going on. 
The council then adjourned. 
On Wednesday morning the council met at 

9 o'clock. After disposing of some accounts 
| left over from the previous day’s meeting, 
there was some discussion over a bill by Dr. 
Cummins of Bath, coroner, for $64.60 in 

connection with the Canovan murder trial, A | 
dispute arose over the doctor’s mileage 25cts. 
in one item. It was claimed on the one hand 
that he travelled as a coroner,not as a doctor, 
and on the other hand, that in view of the 
fact that he did his travelling when the great 
snow storms of last winter were in full blast, 
he was entitled to special consideration, 
Coun Saunders moved the bill be paid 

when proper vouchers were given. and Coun. 
White moved that the hill be paid less 
$7.20. White's amendment was carried. 
A bill of Gordon McAdam for $4.10 wit- 

ness fees in connection with the Scott Act 
trial of Frank Dickenson, was on motion of 
Coun. White, referred hack to Mr. Colpitts, 
in view of his staremeut the previous day 
that all bills to date had been paid. 
Coun. Saunders asked the sec-ireas to state 

to the board the indebtedness of the county, 
The sec-treas said the overdraft was $9,100. 

There was $300 or $400 of a credit balance 
on account of a special bond authorized. 
About $1100 in bills was passed ar this ses- 
sion. There would be some $3300 to pay in 
Aug. on schools. $4394.37 was due on past 
assess'nents in the county from the town and 
several parishes, Wilmor had a favourable 
balance of $12. Aberdeen had a credit bal- 
ance of $109.49 (appiause) after which Coun. 
Gilmore remarked “We are the people.” 
The financial situation was about the samme as 
last year. If this year’s assessment was all 
paid in and past debts collected we would 
have $16.400, which would leave the county
