The Coming ghortage in Iron.

The greatest danger to the world’s indus-
trles at the present day is the threatened
scarcity of iron, says S. Phillip, a wrlter in
the September issue of the German Review
Nord und Sud. The exhaustion of the
world’s Iron ore fields, he contends, is far
nearer than is generally realized, and he adds
that the much talked of failure of the coal
supply in the near future would be far less
important than a dearth of iron.

The writer estimates the world's demand
for iron during the next ten years at 60,000,
000 tons a year, which means from 150,000,-
000 to 180,000,000 tons of ore. Ore contain-
ing lees than 20 per cent. of pure iron is not
regarded as worth smelting. It {s therefore
only the fields yieldimg more thar 20 per
cent. of the metal that enter the calculation.
The largest of these, that of Kirunavara:
Luossavara in Sweden, containt, according
to the latest estimates, from 600,000,000 to
800,000,000 tons of ore, which would be
sufficient to cover the world’s needs for
barely five years. :

There are of course numerous other sources

of supply, but of late it has become increas-
ingly plain that the probable yield of these

has been greatly overestimated.

simply masses of living animals.

We loath the mest of the shark, which is
a scavenger of the scas, but we relish noth-
ing better than good pigs flash.

Some tribes of Indians enjoy a mess of
dog meat. Perhaps the same strong-stom-
ached tribes would refuse to eat the indigest -
ible pastries and confections with which
white men stuff themselves.

There are dishes served at the hest hotels
at which even cannibals might balk if they
knew what they were and what the effect
would be on digestion. The cannibals, at
least, do mot give themselves gout or
dyspepsia.
