The Church of England Synod.

A special session of the Church of England
Synod convened, ‘“for the consideration of a
Canon relating to the appointment of a Coad-
Jjutor Bishop and such other business as might
be legally transacted”” mot in Odd Fellows
Hall on Wednesday last, at 10 o'clock, a. m.,
and closed its sittings yesterday at noon.
There were present in all one hundred and
four delegates, fifty-three of which were cleri-
cal, and fifty-one lay.  After routine business
the Canon proposed by the Bishop at the ses-
sion of the Synod last July was taken up and
discussed spiritedly. The following genflemen
taking part, the Metropolitan (mercly intro-
ducing the matter,) G. D. Street, W. M. Jarvis,
Chief Justice Allen, G. A. Schoficld, Canon
Brigstocke, Rev. Mr. Pentreath, Rev. F. H.
Almon, Rev. G. M. Armstrong, T. W. Daniel,
Esq., G. R. Parkin, A. M., E. B. Chandler, Jr,
Rev. Mr. Schofield, Rev. J. Rushton, Rev, L.
G. Stevens and others

Mr. Paglen’s address is spoken of as an able
effort, in"favor of the adoption of the Canon.
A strongly led opposition but weak in follow-
ing, headed by such speakersas Rev. F. H.
Almon, Chief Justice Allen and Rev. Mr. Pen-
treath was opposed to the adoption of that
section of the Canon which placed in the hands
of the Bishop of the Diocese now and for all
time to come, the power to nominate a Coad-
Jutor who shall be his successor in the Episco-
pate, and the discussion lasted from the
opening of the Synod at 10 a. m. on Wednes-
day, until nearly midnight of the same day,
when the gvotc was taken on the Canon en
bloe, aftc‘)eing voted on section by section,
and carried in its favor by a large iaajority.
The last section of the Canon, as adopted by
the Synod, provides that no succeeding Bishop
shall have the right of nominating his Coad-
jutor without the consent of the Synod,

The entire discussion seems to have been an
able one and brought prominently to the front
many very forcible speakers, who at times
warmed up to their subject, and gave the
meeting a glow of igterest to onlookers, which
otherwise might have been wanting had the
debate followed the usual channel of Synodi-
cal discussions. During the evening of the
discussion a large number of ladies were pre-
sent in the gallery, whose presence gave a
stimulus to the speakers’ efforts.

The Synod reassembled at 10 a. m. on
Thursday. After routine discussion arose on
the Sunday School and Temperance questions
the latter taking quite an exciting form.

The resolution for the formation ofa Dioce-
san Temperance Society was finally carried by
a majority of 51 to 33. A resolution relating
to the establishing of a Divinity School passed
and thce following gentlemen were appointed a
Board of Governors :—Rev. G. G Roberts,
Rev. F. Alexander, Rev. F. Partridge, Rev.
Theo. Neales, the Chief Justice, G. R. Parkin,
Mr. Carman and Judge Fisher,

The closing session of the Synod was held
yesterday forenoon and but a small amount
of business transacted. Before closing a
resolution was passed wbich expressed the
very high appreciation in which His Lordship,
the Metropolitan is held by the Synod, and in
return His Lordship stated much that was
pleasant to hear, all of which showed the
mutually agrecable and confiding relations
existing between the members of the Synod
and their honored head.
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Prov C. T. U. Convention.

The first convention of the Ladies’ C. T.
Unions of New Brunswick held its sessions
in the parlor of the Reform Club Rooms this
week, opening on Wednesday afternoon at 3
o'clock, with the President of the Fredericton
Union, Mrs. R. H. Phillips in tha chair.
Fully one hundred ladies, representing St.
John, Carleton, Portland, Woodstock and
Fredericton, attended the opening meeting
of the convention and evinced a warm inter-
est in its doings.

After devotional exercises led by Mrs. Geo.
Cliff of Fredericton and Mrs. Dunham of Port-
land, Mrs. R. H. Phillips, on behalf of the
Fredericton Union, delivered an admirable
address, which, through an extraordinary
press of local news, coupled with the receipt
of over two columns of new advertisements,
we shall not be able to publish in full—a mat-
ter which we regret exceedingly. After a
beautifully expressed welcome to the dele-
gates, Mrs. Phillips went on to say :—

“Our object in asking you to come to us
was, as you already know, for the purpose of
organizing a Provincial Union, or general so-
ciety, whatever name it may eventually as.
sume. Some may have enquired, what is the
peed of such an organization—are not the lo-
cal Unions sufficient ?  Perbaps it may not be
amiss to mention one or two reasons why we
think they are not sufficient. While we
think the individual societies are doing good
work, we believe that more and better work
could be done by a central body composed of
twos and threes from the isolated Uunions.
Wise and judicious organization is essential to
success in every reform,—the temperance re-
form is no exception. A work which at best
could be but feebly attempted by a single
DUnion might be successfully accomplished by
a central body. To be successful workers in
the temperance field we want to view it
from every available standpoint and at every
possible angle of vision. We hold the or-
ganization now contemplated will afford
ample opportunity for this. Each delegate
will come laden with a wealth of experience
and knowledge gained in her own society to
enrich the general organization. Different
modes of working will be discussed. Various
schemes for reaching and exterminating the
monster evil will be devised. Propositions
for relieving those who suffer indirectlv from
intemperance will be demonstrated. By this
interchange of thought, feeling, sentiment,
purpose, ideas will be developed, views ex-
tended and plans matured. Then Local
Unions necessarily partake largely of the
gocial atmosphere of their respective locali-
ties. KEach is moulded and fashioned, and
fettered, if you will, by the popular tastes
and customs of its own place, thys limiting
its sphere of usefulness. For instance, the
modus operand: that would be admirably
adapted for Fredericton might prove per-
fect in Mcncton, and vice versa. Now a
society formed of representitives from vari-
ous points in our province will, from these
extremes, be able to reach a happy mean
adapting it to the needs and preferences of
the whole. By this means much general
work may be accomplished which would
otherwise be impracticable,

After speaking of the great benefits to be
derived by the organization of a Provincial
Unpion, Mrs. Phillips added :—

But why all this talking, and organizing,
and legislating, and appealing, of which we
hear so much ? Whither does it all tend ?
Does any good acerue therefrom # Let those
of you who ecan glance backward, say
twenty years, and compare the feeling then
with regard to license law, total abstinence
and probibition, with that which exists to-
day ; then answer for yourself the question—
whether any progress is being made 7 Tht
the most reliable, intelligent and influential
part of the community is enlisted on the side
of Temperance to-day—that the best legal
talent in the Dominion is in its defence—
that the highest Court of Appeal is discus-
sing, or will very soon discuss, and decide upon
the coastitutionality of the Canada Tem-
perance Act, are facts that cannot be denied.
A telegram was received a few days ago
from our ex-Giovernor (whom we all honor,
because of ®®anflinching and persistent ad-
herence to temperance principles) to the
effect that the Dominion Government would
bear the expense of the appeals ; upon read-
ing it a gentleman remarked that * surely
it could no longer be said that the matter
was in the hands of a few crazy temperaace
fanatics,” To-day two of our leading citizens
are on their way to Montreal to attend a
meeting of the Dominion Temperance Alli-
ance. They go to help to promote the in-
terests of this great cause of humanity, and
will 33‘&2 that assembly the history in de-
tail of the working of the Act in those parts
of New Brunswick where it has become law,
especially in the Capital, Hundreds are
raying that good may result froam the de-
Yibcrat‘ions of that body. * * * The
future is all unknown—its secrets are lockod
up in the hidden chambers of the Eternal
mind. We read it only by inference from
the past. Shall we venture a word of pro-
phecy 7 We may be thought too sanguine.
Weil, let the years decide, as one by one
they pass, Some of us will live to see the
day when intoxicants, as a beverage, will no
more be openly drank in our land. When
pum will cause no more hroken hearts,

blighted lives, desolate homes. Innocent
children will no more creep away supperless
to miserable pallets, terrified with fear,
because the father has come home drunk.
The bridal gift—the precious heir-loom—
will no longer be pawned for a crust
t) stay the gnawings of hunger, because he
who vowed to love and cherish has, through
the wine cup, became a veritable fiend. The
gray hairs of doting parents will no longer
be brought in sorrow to the grave because of
the debaucheries and crimes of a son, loved
better than life, who has learned to quaff the
bowl. This day is perhaps nearer at
hand than we think. Some of ws
will see it. The sons, yea, and daughters
too, of some present, will not have this one
temptation to fight and struggle against.
Who will not work and pray that this day
may be the more speedily ushered in? Your
path and mine may never have been crossed
by the hideous spectre — intemperance ;
what matters that while because of
it our sisters suffer; while because of
it souls, for whom the Saviour died,
are being lost! lost! !=—lost to all
that is pure and holy in this life, and
lost eternally. But the Temperance move, of
which we have so often heard will soon have
acquired svuch volume and velocity, that, by
its irresistible momentum, every rum shop
and licensed tavern will be engulphed and
swept away into the vast ocean of the past.
Lt us then, sisters, be true to the cause and
bravely fight the foe—till the glad sound of
victory is heard throughout the land,—till it
echoes and re-echoes from every mountain
and hill top, and reverberates through every
valley and plain. But we would not for one
moment forget that all our efforts however
well directed are futile in themselves. May
He in whom all wisdom and power are cen-
tered, teach us, aid us,and hasten the victory
in His own good time.

At the close of Mrs, Phillip’s address the

meeting proceeded to the election of officers
which resulted as follows :

Mrs. Dunham, Portland, President; Mrs.
March, St. Jobn, Mrs. McWilliams, Car-
leton, Mrs. Cunard, Portland, Mrs. Phillips,
Fredericton, Mrs. Watts, Woodstock, Vice
Presidents ; Mrs. Judge Steadman, Frederic-
ton, Secretarv; Miss Lockbart, St. John,
Treasurer; Miss Carr, Carleton, Auditor.
This closed the first session.

The Convention held its third session at
10 a. m. Thursday, and adopted a constitu-
tion and bye-laws, which are modelled after
those of the Massachussetts State Convention.
The discussion on each section was quite

lively and was participated in by Mrs. Bazely,
Portland, Mrs. March and Miss Lockhart, of
St. John, and Mrs. Dr. Black, Mrs. R. H.
Phillips, and Mrs. Geo. Cliff, Fredericton.
In the afternoon, the Convention received
verhal reports from Local Unions, which
were presented by Mrs. Sampson, Mrs. Watt,s
Mrs. Cunard, Mrs, March, Mrs. Bazely, and
Mrs. McWilliams. In response toan invita-
tion extended by Mrs. March on behalf of
the St. John Union to the Convention, it
was decided that the next meeting be held
at St. John, commencing on the first Wed-
nesday of October, 1880, and continning till
the business is exhausted.

The fourth and :ast session of the Conven-
tion was held yesterday forenoon. After
devotional and routine exercises, a resolution
was passed to the effect that Unions through-
out the Province, who have not been repre-
sented in the Convention, shall be entitled to
membership upon application and payment of
dues. After some discussion, it was decided
to publish the doings of the Convention, the
form for suck publication to be in pamphlet
or sheet, as seems proper to the Secretary.

The Convention next proceeded to the dis-
cussion of the subhject—* How to make Local
W. C. T. Unions Meetings interesting,” in
which addresses were delivered by Mus.
Steadwan, Mrs. McWilliams and Mrs. Samp-
son. On motion of Mrs, Dr. Black it was re-
solved to adopt the plan followed by the
Unions of Massachusetts. It was decided
that each Union shall forward to the Secre-
tary of the Convention a report of its organi-
zation and work, said reports to be incorpor-
ated in the General Report.

The temperance question in the Sunday
Schools was next taken up and a resolution
requesting the Sunday School Superinten-
dents throughout the Province to adopt the
recently issued International Series of Lesson
Sheets was passed. The propriety of Super-
intendents devoting one Subbath in each
month to temperance instruction will also be
urged.

After a vote of thanks was passed to the
ladies of the Fredericton Union for the hospi-
tality shown to the visiting delegates the
Convention adjourned.

The meeting t hroughout was harmonious
and business-like. and if earnestness and per-
severence will do anything, then the efforts
of the ladies in the cause of temperance will
be more than ever successful. ’Fﬁere is no
doubt but that there is a large field for them
-n the movement, and the union of the ladies
if the Province in convention cannot fail to
be fraught with great influence.
