
St. John Co. Agricultural Society 

Exhibitlon. 

The twenty-ninth Annual Exhibition of 
this Society was held on the 2nd inst., in the 
Smithfield Fair Grounds, owned by the 
Society, and situate a short distance beyond 

the Marsh Bridge. The weather was de- 
lightfully warm and sunny, and the attend- 
ance in the Show yard and grounds quite 
large. The President with his associate offi- 

cers of the Society were exceedingly courteous 
and obliging, and gave their entire attention 
to visitors and the business of the hour, care- 

fully attending to even the smallest details 

of the Exhibition that exhibitor might be 

fully satisfied. The grounds were thrown 
open to the public at 10 o'clock, and from 
that hour until late in the afternoon there 

was a large attendance of visitors, We 
noticed that a large number of the citizens of 
St. John were present, and also the promi- 
nent farmers from various sections of the 
County.

Peters, T. Otty Crookshank, James Johnston 
of King’s Co., Henry Wilmot, George Perley 
of Sunbury, James Gray of Yerk Co., and 
Mr. Grosvenor of Carleton Co, The grounds 
were well arranged for 1he purposes of exhi- 
bition, and the exhibitors appeared to be well 
plergg? with the results. 

We print herewith an appeal for sympathy 
and help, which the Wemen's Christian Tem- 
perance Union ask from those who are mem- 

bers and those who are not members of their 
association, but all of whom are without 

doubt deeply interested in the elevation of 
the standard of morality and temperance here 
and elsewhere.

An Appeal to the Women of Fredericton from 
the W.C.T.U.: 

As we glance over the list of signatures ap- 
pended to the solemn promise, “ I will hence- 
forth entirely abstain from the use of liquors 
and do all in my power to induce others to do 
the same.” We are painfully impressed with 
the degree of inertia that has settled down 
upon many, whose heart beat warm in the 
temperance cause when the tide of enthusiasm 
ran high. The ebbing waters have left but a 
handful of laborers on the shore of activity, 

If we seem not to be accomplishing much, 
it may be through the lack of your help. The 
time for release from this volunteer service 
has not yet come. The time for ¢ rest from 
our labors” is far distant. We are loth to 
think, women of Fredericton, that vour hearts 
have grown cold in the noble cause you so 
freely came forward to sustain. 
Having accomplished much in the begin. 

ning, perhaps it has seemed to you that not 
much is left to be done. It may be you are 
asking yourselves, as hundreds of women have 
asked, and ave still asking themselves, « What 
(an we do?” That is one of the vital ques- 
tions we hope to have ventilated at our coming 
convention, and in a measure answered, and 
we most carnestly beg the women of Frederic- 
ton to exert themselves to be present at all the 
meetings of the convention. Many, mothers 
especially, may feel that this work consumes 
too much time: that they cannot attend to 
the frequent meetings of the Union, and its 
consequent duties, without trespassing upon 
home dutics. But, mothers, you are the very 
ones to throw your souls into this work. It 
is for your children and your homes this work is 
being pushed. 

If each Wednesday afternoon we meet in 
that little room wlth the carnest desire to 
seek for something to do, light will surely be 
thrown on our path. If our number of active 
workers could swell to fifty or one hundred, 
whose hearts were earnestly set upon finding 
“something to do,” upon “ministering unto” 
rather than being “ ministered to,” instead of 
asking “what ean we do?’ Our query would 
be “ what shall we do first 7’ 
Are we placing ourselves in a position to 

fortify ourselves, as we ought, with knowledge 
concerning intemperance and its fatal effects, 
that we may able to intelligently teach our 
children the reasons why they should abstain 
from intoxicating drinks ? Are we so charging 
our own minds and hearts with the abundant 
evidence against the evil that we shall create 
an atmosphere of temperance in our homes ; 
that our very presence shall have a tonic in- 
fluence upon all who are neutral or lukewarm 
on the subject? The ballot wiclds a desirable 
power, but mothers, you have in your homes a 
greater power than the ballot. 
“If you would have a generation that will 

not tolerate the dram shop and its kindred 
vices— Pledge your children.” 
Having a decp sense of the magnitude or 

the work to be accomplished in training the 
coming generation to that elevated standard 
of principle, and that increased degree of 
strength that shall place them above the 
temptations, which will, in spite of all legis- 
lation, be open to them, to drag them down to 
destruction, it seems to ys there is an abund- 
ance of latitude for the exercise of all the 
ability and the latent energy represented by 
this imposing list of five hundred women. 
The W. C. T. U. feeling that its motives in 

organizing a Provincial Convention are not as 
gengrally understood among the ladies of 
Fredericton asit desires, would take the op- 
portunity of more fully explaining its purposes, 
hoping thereby to gain a larger attendance at 
the meetings of the convention, that all may 
be encouraged and gtimplated by the good 
thoughts that we feel must emanate from the 
gathering together of earnest workers: that 
we may gather new idea from the minds of 
others, ideas that have generated from other 
labors and other experiencies than ours ; that 
we may be brought into closer fellowship and 
union with each other; that our enthusiasm 
in the cause may be warmed ; that our judg- 
ments may be rendered more certain ; that our 
perceptions of the ways and means that may 
be devised to improve the sanitary condition 
of the moral atmosphere, may be so quickened 
that the pestilential air which gweeps into opr 
homes, and against which we cannot bar onr 
doors and windows, shall find no suitable ¢le- 
ments for the nourishment of ifs poisopous 
germs ; that the successes of each may be a 
stimulus to all, and the failures of each a 
warning to all, : 

These, ladies, are the leading motives that 
call us together, and we hope they will in- 
fluence you to give us your presence and en, 
couragement, Especially do we desire the 
presence of gll who consider themselves, as 
still one of us, as we are anxious to revive our 
list of membership and know whom we may 
consider as members of our Union.

[Ihe 
stone used in the construction is from the 
Westmoreland quarries, and the iron work 
is from the om of Robb & Son, 
Amherst, N. S, And here it might be asked 
why our own foundries in N. B., could not 
have supplied the railing as cheaply as 
those of the neighboring province. 
McKeen and Fairweather of St. John, 

drew the design which is neat and handsome. 
The height of the fence will be three feet 
and a half, the base being 1} feet high and 
the railing 2 feet. The posts are 19 feet 8 
inches npart and are of freestone, Mr. J. A. 
Hanlan who has the contract for putting the 
railing in position, commenced operations 
the first of this week and already has the 
stretch next to Pheenix Square about com- 
pleted. The railing when up will receive 
two coats of black paint, and the ground 
around the base of the fence will be graded.
