People now are quite accustomed to hear
that laws passed by the Dominion Parlia-
ment, that appear to infringe on local rights,
have been pronounced * ultra vires” by the
Provincial Supreme Courts, and that when
an appeal is made against such judgments to
Ottawa, the Supreme Court has reversed
them. It seems hardly possible, that, pro-
vincial judges can escape a bias in favor of
the power of the Local Legislatures, or that
the Jndges of the Supreme Court of Ottawa,
should not seek arguments, in all cases of
confiicting jurisdiction, to sustain the power
of the General Parliament. No one for in-
stance, will be at all surprised, if the Su-
preme Court, in the case of the appeal against
the judgment of our court on the Canada
Temperance Act, which will be argued in
Ottawa this weok, reverses the decision of
our judges and pronmounce the Act “ intra
vires” of the General Parliament which
passed it. But what are people to think
when they hear that a judge of the Supreme
Court has pronounced doubts as to the con-
stitutionality of the Act of ths Parliament
creating the Supreme Court. If there is
reason for doubting the constitutionality of
the Act creating the court, there must &
fortiwort, stronger reason for doubting the va-
lidity of the decisions given by the Court.
The doubt was expressed by Judge Tasche-
rean of the Supreme Court. on the applica-
being made on hehalf of the Credit Valley
Railway Company for leave to appeal directly
to that Court against the decision of Vice-
Chancellor Proudfoot in a suit against the
Grand Trunk without reeorting to the Pro-
vincial Court of Appeal. The judge said
that the clause of the Supreme Court Act
authorising such an appeal was beyond the
the power of the Dominion to pass. Now
if that is so, it will tend to shake faith of
the people in the Supreme Court. If the
Supreme Court Act is “ultra vires” in one
clause it may be “ultra vires” in another,
and in pronouncing the judgment of Provin-
cial Courts unconstitutional, it may do it
unconstitutionally. Referring to the opinion
given by Judge Tascherau, the Toronto Globe
says, “ what is wanted most of all in the
decisions of our courts is certainty, and this
it is impossible to attain if judges will indulge
in the iconoclastic practice of summarily dis-
posing of cases by declaring invalid the statutes
under which they are brought into court.”
But the Globe does not prove that the Judge
is wrong. The people of Canada are still
left in an uncertainty.

The Grand Southern.

Last session the people of the Province
heard a good deal about the Grand Southern
Railway, and there are likely to hear a good
deal more about it during the coming one.
During the past year little progress has been
made with the work, but the contractor,
G. N. Greene, Esq., who has been in Europe
for upwards of two years negotiating, among
other business to obtain the necessary funds
for its completion, has returned to the Pro-
vince, “ with the determination to finish the
Grand Southern Railway or go home to die.”
Last Thursday he was the recipient of a
corgratulatory and flattering address from
the Directors of the Grand Southern Railway
Company, and a serenade from a Brass Band
in St. Geerge. In his answer to the address
he did not state the amount of money he
had been successful in raising, but he was
very bold in declaring, that, in spite of the
ridicule and opposition it had encumbered,
the Grand Southern was bound to be finish-
ed, and bound to be “one of the great roads
on this continent ; malice of men cannot pre-
vent the workings of the will of God.” But
the Government and the Legislature will
require something more definite than bold
declarations they will want to know that the
Company are now in a position, have all
means, to push through with the work.
No doubt, they are in a position to give full
and satisfactory information to all who are
not blindly and obstinately opposed to the
road.

A Temporary Appointment.

Hon. Edwin Botsford has been appointed
Speaker of the Senate, provisionally as Sena-
tor David Lewis McPherson, who was so
lately appointed to the position, is incapaci-
tated from performing his duties, owing to
his having suddenly been prostrated by an
attack of congestion of the lungs.

Accident to the Princess Lotiile. l

An accident that might have been very |
serious, happened on Saturday night to the
Governor Genernl and Princess Louise. The
Ottawa Citizen makes the following state-
ment :—

The Vice-Regal sleigh, a covered one, con-
taining His Excellency, Her Royal Highness,
Col. McNeill and Hon. Mrs. Langham, left
Government House shortly before nine o'clock
en route for the Senate Chamber. In driving
down the avenue the horses became unruly,
and by the time they reached the lodge, at
the main entrance, they were travelling at a
more rapid pace than was agreeable to the
groom. An attempt was made to rein up
but without success, and in turning the
corner near the late residence of Mr. T. B.
Taylor the sleigh swung round with great
force and the runner coming 1n contact with
a lump of ice, caused a capsize and sent the

through the air, depositing them in a snow
bank. The infuriated animals, now no longer

dragged the sleigh on its side a distance of
about 400 yards, the Vice-Regal party being |
still inssde and umable to escape. They
continued their movement until nearing New
Edinburgh bridge, when Hon. Mr. Bagot and |
groom, who with Capt. Harbord, occupied a
sleigh in front, observed what they thought
to be a farmer’s team dashing towards them
and jnmped from their sleigh to stop them.
Hon. Mr. Bagot was a little in advance of: the
groom and with great presence of mind
jumped for one of their heads and succeeded
n catching the reins.

The latest accounts report that Her Royal
Highness is progressing most favorably.

This ucfortunate accident will eclipse for
a short time the gaiety of the capital. But
when H. R. H. hos recovered from its effects
and is able again to make a public appear-
ance the warmth of the welcome she will
receive will indicate how much the people of
Ottawa havo been moved by the danger
through which she has passed.

It can readily be understood that the Gov-
ernor General was not desirous that all the
incidents of the accident should be noised
abroad with all the minute details that
characterise the reporting of the enterpris-
ing daily press, and so made to appear
more serious than it really was. It ap-
pears that by orders proceeding from
Government House, certain messages was
suppressed, and that despatches in answer to
the messages giving the news from the Qneen,
Prince of Wales, Duke of Edinburgh and
Duke of Connaught were withheld from the
public. At a meeting of the Press Gallery
Association, the following resolution, moved
by Mr. Bradley of the Masl and seconded by
Mr. Hante of the Globe, was unanimously
adopted :—

That whereas certain press messages res-
pecliniethe accident to the Vice-Regal party
have been suppressed temporarily by the
telegraph comgnies, as is alleged, by order
received from His Excellency the Governor-
General, this meeting of journaiists repre-
senting the Press of the Dominion, in view
of these facts, and of the Press censorship
over European correspondence attempted to
be enforced by Lord Lytton in India, re-
presses its feeling of alarm at any action
initiated tending to cramp the rights of a
free press—the birth of a fres people.

Irish Distress.

The London correspondent of the Liver-
pool Courier makes the following statement
regarding the contribution of £500,000,

‘which it was reported the Baroness Burdett

Coutts intended to make towardsthe relief of
the distress in Ireland. It will be seen that
if the money is given, it will be given in the
shape of a scheme for permanent relief :—

“ Assurance was given me to-day that the
statement of the intention ef the Bareness
Burdett Coutts to devote £500,000 to the
amelioration of the distress in Ireland is true.
Contradictions of this statement have been
made in most of the London daily papers, but
the fact is incontrovertible. The money will
not be given in alms, but will be invested in
the purchase of land in the District of Con-
nemara, county Galway, to be afterwards let
to small tenants at long leases and moderate
rents. A committee of Irish gentlemen in-
terested in agriculture are associated in the
scheme.”

The advices regarding the distress in lre-
land are more hopeful than they were last
week. The various committee the Duchess
of Marlborough’s, Parnell’s, and those in Dub-
lin, London, New York have been, and wil!
be, the means of collecting large sums of
money. And from private sources charity in
streamlets is rilling into the distressed dis-
tricts. Mr. Gorden Bennett has selected
Cardinal McCloskey of New York, Col King
Harman, an Irish geatleman of consideration
and Mr, Shaw the leader of ths Home rule
party in the British Parliament, and Mr.
Parnell to be the distributing committee of
the* Herald Relief Fund.” The Cardinalafter
some demur consented to act,and Mr. Parnell
after refusing, gave in his assent, on the con-
ditions that his acceptance shall not, in any
way, interfere with his political programme,
and that during his absence in America, Pat-
rick Egan, a merchant of Dublin, shall have
power to act for him in committee.

The generosity that has been manifested
the energy that has been shown in aiding the
distressed districts, have no doubt, averted a
very dreadful calamity. There is and will be
severe suffering in many districts, for weeks
and months yet, but on the whole, the
outlook appears more hopeful now than
it appeared a short time ago. A late des-
patch states, that :—

“ A Dublin correspondent of the 7imes
confirms the report that no fears are now felt
that anybody will die in Ireland of starvation,
but he says there are some very sad excep-
tions to the general improvement and severe
distress is felt in many places. There is
considerable suffering among the small farm-
ers in Ulster, who are too proud to complain.
Fever has appeared in some districts in the
south, in Tipperary and West Cork, in
consequence of destitution. Relief has been
given, but it came late and is of no kind
suited to the sufferers.”

The murder of the Donnelly family by the |
vigilance committee of Biddulph, has reveal- |

ed a very startling state of affairs. Very
few now think that life in the country is, in
contrast with life in town, pure simple and
innocent, or believe the poet’s dictum, that
¢ God made the country, and man made the
town,” in the sense that the one is holier t han
the other. The most brutal murders and out-
rages that have lately been committed in
Canada, bave been perpetrated in rural dis-
tricts, and in the leading and agricultural
I’'rovince of Ontario. Can it be that, the
country parts which are reached by the rail-
way, the telegraph and the daily press, as
they have had their seclusion broken into,
have lost the safeguurd of their innocence,
and are becoming demoralised ? The town-
ship of Biddulph, certainly was open to the
invasion of rapscallions from London, Strat-
ford, Devizes, who it is said, worked much
damage to the barns aund cattle of the far-

| mers, at the instigation of the Donnellys, but

the cause of all the trouble in that desperate
township, was the innate evil disposition of
many of its inhabitants. Old Donuoelly, it is
said when he immigrated to Canada, import-
ed his feuds, and in quarreliing with Farrel,
whom he killed, he renewed the fights they
used to have long years before in their native
Tipperary. He was a hard revengeful man,
with his heart eaten up with hatred, incap-
able of forgiving and forgetting, and as he
was, so were his wife and sons, But there is
not any doubt that, their bad qualities were
kept in exercise, and hardened by the dis-
trust, suspicion and dislike in which they
were held by many of their neighbors. The
Donnelly were bad eunough, but they were
made to bear more than their share of the
iniquity of the township. Their presence
was no doubt, a curse to it. They were the
cause of introducing divisions in families,
One of the sons, William, married clandes-
tively, the daughter of a farmer, John Ken-
nedy, and so aroused the bitter enmity of the
woman brother and brotherinlaw, but “ Bill”
was countenanced by the motbher and the
other daughters. Young Kennedy and the
McCoughlan the brother-in-law, were mem-
bers of the vigilance committee, and when
the detective officer Phair from London,
came to the Kennedy’s house, the mother
spoke of them to him as the murderers.

When the farmers in Biddulph found they
were exposed to having their barns burned,
the noses and tails of their horses cut, their
stock shockingly maltreated, and their cows
etc., stolen, they were, if the ordinary officers
of the law could not protect them, or bring
the offenders to justice, justified in taking
means to protect themselves. But when the
Vigilance committee was formed, a ring of
violent tempered members took on them-
selves the direction of affairs, and visited
these farmers who kept out of the Peace
Society as some called it, with their dire dis-
pleasure, which they displayed by insulting
them and their families. On tne Donnelly's
who would not join, they concentrated their
watchfulness. As the members of “ Vigil-
ance Committee” were, when anything was
stolen, or any ill deed committed, bound to
allow the acting Vigilants to search their
premises, the Donnellys by refusing, deepen-
ed the suspicion against them, as they seemed
to show that they were afraid. The old man
and bis wife were arvested on charge of fir-
ing Patrick Ryder's barn, but the crime was
not, as far as the examination before the
Justice went, proved against them. The
sons were not taken up, as they were absent
on the night of the fire at a wedding, but
neither want of evidence or absence saved
the execrated and doomed family from sus-
picion and destruction. The murder was
very lightly looked upon in Biddulph, many
regarded it as a just retribution for their
previous evil deeds. So strong is the feeling
in Biddulph against the Donnellys that it is
said, no jury coald be found there who could
convict any of the men arrested. Yet the
evidence of the boy Connors, given at the
Coroners inquest, pointed very clearly to the
guilt of three of the prisoners, Caroll, Ryder
and Purtell.

The inquest was adjourned from the 11th
to the 18ch, yesterday, and there will through-
out Canada be, great anxiety to learn the re-
sult, how many, if any, of the men under ar-
rest will be sent up for trial. It has been
suggested that the Crown should exercise the
right which by Sec. 11 of the Act of Pro-
cedure in Criminal cases, it possesses to change
the venue, and remove the trial to some
place from which a jury may be drawn, who
have no sympathy with the Vigilants, in
order to avoid a defeat of justice. The state
of affairs in Eiddulph, is not pleasing to con-
template ; nothing worse has ever taken place
in the most lawless districts of the Staces,
where the operations of Judge Lynch were
supposed to be solely confined.

| ASpeé»ial Meetin; of the cxty Council.

The special meeting of the City Council
on Tuesday night drew a large gathering of
citizens to watch and listen to the proceed-
ings. The attendance was quite as large as
Ithat, at the first meeting, and the interest
| shown was greater. A great deal of busi-

ness of one kind or other, was done in a kind
of way, and the members of the new Council
who had pledged themselves to economy,
showed that they were prepared 1o go son e
length in that direction. The majority, by
their action, proved that they felt uneasy,
under the imputation of being repudiators,
and it is satisfactory to know that they have
repelled it by acknowledging the city in debt-
edness to the St. John Relief Society, and
engaging the city to pay the £5,000 in two
years, unless sooner demanded, when it will
pay it at onee. The honor, then, of the city
1s safe in the hands of the new Council, a
least they keep it in trust; and it is to be
hoped, that the gentleman in St. John will
see exactly how the matter stands, and will
now rest satisfied, and be hopeful. Alder-
men Gunter, Guiou, and McPherson especi-
ally, showed that they were prepared to go
great lengths in cutting down the city ex-
penses, but we doubt if the majority of the
citizens are prepared to go as far as they are.
We do not think that the citizens will con-
sent to see all the policemen discharged, and
the city left without protection, and solely
under the charge of the City Marshall. The
worthy aldermen were unnecessarily severe
in their strictures on the police force as a
useless body, fattening themselves at the
public expense. And if one of the members
has been seen among the jovial curlers in the
rink in the Officers Square, if one of them
has been heard of lecturing in Cork Settle-
ment on Temperance,, and another has been
known to take a trip to St. John with a pri-
soner to the Penitentiary, for which he was
paid, such episodes, were only very occasional
breaks in the routine of their lives, and need
not have been held up to public ridicule.
Those worthy aldermen who felt, that in the
desperate state of the City finances, with not
a dollar in the Treasurers hands, and every
department overdrawn, they had a stern duty
to perform in lopping at the salaries of offi-
cers, gave nothought to the private feelingsof
the sufferers. e have advocated economy
in civic expenditure, and are bound to feel
gratefu!l for the endeavors made to do some-
thing, but we cannot see while subjecting
them to the painful operation of reduction,
that it was necessary, to belittle the duties of
the officers, to make it appear, that they have
been doing little work for large pay, that
they have been taking things very easily,
dozing, and muddling in hot weather over
their papers, while the poor laborers in the
city’s pav, were broiling in the sun !

After Tuesday night, the poor men in Fre-
dericton know who are their friends at the
Council Board. The appeals made on their
behalf by aldermen Gunter and McPherson,
touched a chord in the hearts of some of the
listeners in the side seats, and called forth a
groan of approval. Surely their speeches were
good for a large number of votes in their
Wards. Asthe aldermen were determined
to practice economy, we would have liked to
have seen them proceed more systematically
than they did. A scheme might have been
prepared, the aldermen mizht have come to
some understanding in private committee so
as to allow of the matter being introduc2d in
4 consistent manner. A cerlain gentleman
would have been of immense assistance to
them, if he has as clear ideas in civic econo-
my as he says he has, and was willing to im-
part them.

Dominion Parliament.

Tke Dominion Parliament opened bril-
liantly on Thursday last. We, last week,
gave a summary of the principal matters
touched upon in the Governor General's
Speech. An enthusiastic correspondent of
the Toronto Mail, likens His Excellency to
the girl who let a pearl drop every time she
opened her mouth, so full of precious matter
was every paragraph in the Speech. Speak-
ing prosaically, the Speech presented a very
hopeful view of the condition of the country,
which is recovering from the commer-
cial and industrial depression which so long
weighed down its energies. The only dis-
agreeable topics touched on, were the
distress in Ireland, and among the Indians
in the North-west. A great immigration,
in consequence of the very favorable
reports of the Imperial delegates, and
the British tenants’ farmers an Canada,
was looked forward to. Satisfactory ac-
counts were given of the progress of the
Pacific Railway, and of the management of
the Intercolonial and it was stated, that the
effect of the tariff in the development of the
varied industries of the country had, on the
whole, been satisfactory. Mention was made
of the important matters which will be
brought before the attention of Parliament,
as, better organization of the civil service,
revenue laws, public works, mounted police,
banking and currency, amendments to the
tariff and insolvency.

On Friday, the address in answer to the
was moved by Mr. Richey of Halifax, and
Mr. Houde of Maskenonge. Hon. Mr.
McKenzie in criticising the speech, the truth
of most of the statements in which he took
exception, declared it to be his belief, that,
but for the abundant harvest in Canada, and
the deficient harvest in Great Britain, the
state of the Dominion this winter would
have been the worst it had ever seen,
The gloomier the view Mr, McKenzie
took of the sitnation of the country the louder
was the laughter from the Treasury benches.
Sir J. A, McDonald, in the goyrse of his
answer, maintained that the government had
endeavored to lay before Parliamient the
exact condition of the country, and they
believed, and indeed knew in regard to the
depression, that there had already commenced
within the short period of twelve months, a
real improvement and progress, and tbey be-
lieved that under Providence, those indica-
tions would continue, so long as the present
poliey remained in force, untii the country
would be restored to the state of prosperity
it occupied before 1873. After a short de-
bate, the address was passed without a
division. Since the passing of the address,
no business of much importance bas been
transacted in the Commons.
