cent, during the past quarter, over the av- 
erage per quarter of the year 1879. 
From Nov. 1st, 1878, to Nov, 1st, 1879, 

the amount returned for Miscellaneous Licen- 
ses was $447. (See City Accounts, 1879, 
page 48.) Of this sum $296 were collected 
from commercial travellers, the balance $151, 
accruing from licenses of travelling troupes. 
For one quarter the amount would be $74, 
and deducttng the salary of the collector, $25, 
from this, we nave a balance of $40 for the 
City Treasury. : 
For the quarter ending July 31st, Marshal 

Woodward cellected, exclusive of troupe 
licenses and the like, $500, and deducting his 
25 per cent commision, $125, leaves a balance 
for the Treasury of $375. 
Some one will, no doubt, be prepared to 

say that the past quarter was the most favor- 
able for the een, but that is not a fact 
as he is confident of raising a larger amgunt 
in the quarter we have just entered upon. 
Then why will Alderman Gunter make a 
noise over the matter. The reason is only 
two plain. He would not have a word to 
say against the new arrangement if his 
brother-in-law, the late Collector, were yet 
yet occupying the position. 
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City Council Meeting 

The Regular Monthly Meeting of the City 
Council was held Tuesday night, at which the 
full Board of Aldermen was present. 
A number of petitions for relief from taxes 

were referred to the Assessment Appeal 
Committee. 
A bye-law relating to impounding cattle 

introduced by Ald. Gunter was thrown out. 
On motion of Ald. Guiou the miscellaneous 

license bye-law was amended so that in future 
tombstone makers may do business in the 
City for an annual license of $20. : 

Ald. Wilson's Bye Law, relating to Fire 
matters was adopted without much discus- 
sion. It fixed the scale of salaries for the 
fireman, as already indicated in the MARrI- 
TIME FARMER, and also contained a clause 
providing for a fine of $20 on persons refus- 
ing to discharge fire duties when appointed. 
Hereafter the S. F. E. companies will each 
have 15 men No. 3 Hand Engines, 20 men 
No. 4 Hand Engine 30 men and the Hook, 
Ladder and protection companies each 10 
men. 
There was next a lively discussion over 

Burial ground Byelaw, introduced by Ald. 
Wilson, which provides for the appointment 
of a caretaker, at a salary of $50 per annum, 
and the gates of the grounds to be open 
from 6 a. m. till 10 p. m., daily. The Bye- 
law was adopted. On motion of Ald. 
Wheeler, the free use of the City Hall was 
given the Sunday Schools, for their celebra- 
tion of the 15th inst. After considerable 
cross-firing, Martin Nowlin was appointed 
janitor of the City Hall, at a salary of $80 
per annum. Then Ald. Gunter kicked up 
about the Miscellaneous License matter as 
noticed elsewhere. Alds. Gunter, Smith, 
and Wheeler were appointed a committee 
to arrange for the City printing. 
Some other business was transacted when 

the Council adjourned.
