Dominion Opposition Leadership.

Last week, on Tuesday, Mr. McKenzie rose
in his place in the House of Commons, and
intimated that he had the day before deter-
mined to withdraw from the position of the
leader of the opposition. Sir John A. Mac-
Donald expressed a hope that the gentleman
who took the place would display the same
ability the same earnestness, and the same
zeal in what he considered to be for the good
of the country, as Mr. McKenzie had shown
After the House rose Sir John, Sir Leonard,
and other conservatives, shook hands with
the ex-leader of the opposition, and were ex-
ceedingly friendly and courteous. Mr. Mec-
Kenzie, who probably felt a little angry and
sore, must have been soothed by the delicate
attentions shown him by his political foes.
His stepping out of his position seemed to be
a voluntary act, but it was the result of a
strong pressure brought to bear upon him.
Able, absolutely gluttonous of work, running
mach to details, he has the opiniativeness,
harshness and dourness of an Aberdonian
Scotchman, but is perhaps wanting in the
comprehensiveness of view, the facility of |
sliding from one subject to another, the
ability to be all things to all men, the easy
good nature and geniality necessarv to con-
stitute a successful leader of government or
opposition. Yet he has in his day, done
great work in both capacities, and his career
private and political, has been very honorable
to him, and he is still very far from being
used up. It seems ungrateful in the party
to pitch him over, even for so brilliant a
statesman as the Hon. Edward Blake. The
two men are diametrically opposite, but it is
yet to be proved, that Blake will make the
better leader, and marshal his party on the
road to victory. That he is a brilliant orator
and can make a grand set speech is past
doubt. But if we are not mistaken, he is as
much wed to his own eopinions as Mr. Mc-
Kenzie is, and he is accused of being, when
the mood is on him, very unapproachable by
common men. To these who have seen him
slouching in his chair, with his sleuch hat
drawn over his eyes, or with his head resting
on his desk, he appeared like one who would
make a poor leader on either side of the
house, one who could not always be on the
alert, and follow a debate with keeness, and
be ever ready to meet objections, hurl back
charges, or put himself quickly either on the
defensive or offensive. But it is never known
what is in a man until he is placed in a dif-
ficult position, and Blake may realize all the
expectations of his warmest admirers. While
the Liberals in the Commons have been
bringing about a change in the leadership of
the opposition, the man who has always been
considered the iuspirer, the whipper in of
the party, has been lying on the lingering
bed of pain, his life almost despaired of,
struck down by a miserable wonld be assas-
sin, It is well known that Senator Brown
and Mr. Blake do not draw well together.
There is the jealousy between them of men
of the old and new ideas, one of whom has
long enjoyed an autrocratic position, and who
hatés to see the power falling away from
him, the other who is but entering upon the
great part of his political career, and is back-
ed by the younger liberal bloods who are im-
patient of the old party tyranny exercised
through the columns of the Globe. Had Mr,
Brown been up and in his full vigor, would
he have been able to keep Mr. MeKenzie in
his position, and debar Blake ? If he had
attempted it, would he have produced a split
in the party ? It is strange that at this very
critical time he should have been compelled
to lie aside. But it is evident that if he
makes a full recovery, of which we are
sorry to say there are grave doubts he will
have to change his course towards Mr. Blake
accept the new organization, if the Globe is
to continue to be the organ of the party.

The Prospects of Business.

Now that Spring has fairly opened, people
here await the rush of business, which has
been long anticipated. They are anxious no
doubt to test the reality of the prosperity
which has so long been spoken of. We sin-
cerely trust that they will not be disappoint-
ed, and that they will bask in the rays of the
prosperity with which the watchers of the
signs of the times say that, this continent is
to be gladdened. This time last year the de-
pression of business was universally deplored,
it was the standing subject of newspaper
comment, and of common conversation. In
that respect there is now a decided change
for the better, If there is net much now
said of the revival of business it arises, it
may be, from the fact, that people recognise
that is a reality, accept it thankfully, and
prefer to say little about it. We came now
and then, across speculations as to the pros-
pects of business, as, for instance, the follow-
ing from the Montreal Witness : —

A period of considerable prosperity is we
think, about to dawn on this continent
and we hope that Canada may have her
share. There is last year’s splendid harvest,
much of which has, as far as Canada is con-
cerned, yet to be moved. The ordinary
restriction which protection lays upen our
expert trade by measurably shutting out re-
turn cargoes, will be rendered 1noperative by
the great tide of emigration which the hard
times have caused to overflow from the
various thickly-peopled countries of Europe.
It is said that every available steamship will
be in requisition for moving the world’s
population westward, and thus breadstuffs,
meat, &c., will have the advantage of cheap
homeward freights. This advantage is very
necessary, seeing that our farmers have lost
so much to themselves and the country by
holding over their crops, and we hear specu-
lators held up to scorn by the pulpit for
holding back till it spoils the world's harvest
that sheuld be feeding the poer, but it is the
farmers who do most of this, and they
generally do it greatly to their own damage.
Holding over the crop has not only pestponed
the return of prosperity, but greatly de-
creased the blessing. Most of the immi-
grants will be from England, Ireland and
Germany, and with the exception of the use
less classes” whose natural tendency will be
to idle about the cities, the great majority
of all that come will be bound for the
Western prairies. Most of these will bring
enongh of money with them to take them to
their destination, and manv will bring more.
Probably the cost to the country of looking
after the pauper class will be more than
covered by the amount of money actually
brought by the well to do. Meantime the
movement of population will set money in
motion, and we shall, for a time at least,
enjoy business activity such as we have not
had for many years.
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Sugar Beets.

We learn that the Sunbury Agricultural
Society have determined to try the Sugar
Beets again this year, and have ordered a
quantity of the government seed. We are
told that ths results of last year’s experiments
by the members of this Society, are quite
encouraging, and they are beginning to think
that sugar beets will become a valuable crop
for feeding purposes, irrespective of sugar
making, and we hope to hear that many
others will give it a further trial this year,
We have not the slightest doubt but that
sugar beets will be a valuable addition to our

root crop, and as our farmers become more
accustomed to raising them, the difficuliies

the banquet was a close affair, a tribute paid
him for particular services rendered to a parti-
cular corporation or body. If it was meant
for a recognition of his services as a legisla-
tor why was it made non-political, and why
were his fellow representatives of the City
and County of St. John in the Council and
Assembly excluded from it? If it was
meant as o tribute of respect to the Legisla-
tive Council of which he is so active a part,
why of all of its members was the Hon.
Robert Robinson the only one present ? We
are reduced to the conclusion looking at the
composition of the company, which included,
besides the Honorable Councillor just named
Dr. Barker, Mr. Murray Kaye, and Mr. Tuck,
the engineer, that it was meant to be a glori-
fication over the defeat of the Grand South-
ern Railway Bill, and, in support of the St.

If so, why was
Mr. Jones specially singled out for honor in
this case. No one would grudge Mr. Jones
some recognition of his services as a public
man—and most people would think it well
deserved—that no harm could be done by
flattering the self esteem of the recipient of
the honor, but not a few will laugh at the
idea of making a demonstration in honor of
Mr. Jones, the occasion of having a slap at
the Government, of magnifying the manage-
ment of the St.John and Maine Railway,
and throwing dirt on the e poor Grand
Southern. There could hardly be a better
way of creating revulsion in favor of that
enterprise which many people think has
been hardly treated, and which is by no
means dead yet.

Afghanistan,

Afghanistan is now apparently couquered.
The Ghazies and Ghilzais and other tribes
around Ghuzni, have met several successive
defeats, and, that city, the most important
after Cabul, in the country, and, fallaciously
supposed to be & very strongly fortified
place, has been surrendered to the British,
and the surrounding chiefs have submitted.
The question will now be, what is to be
done with the country which to a great ex-
tent is an arid and rocky wilderness, inter-
sected by dangerous passes blasted by the
extremes of cold and heat, and whose in-
habitants are treacherous, warlike and in-
tensely hate the British. The Gladstone
Government are committed to the policy of
their predecessors]; though they leave the
country to be governed by its Ameer they
must hold him subject to the Imperial
autherity.

The following is the telegraphic account of
the severest engagements near Ghuzni, be-
tween the British and the wild tribes. On
the 19th of April the Afghans were ob-
served two miles off—

“The British forces were immediately
formed injo position and the artillery ad-
vanced to the attack, firing with great effact
on the enemy, who lined the crest of a hill.
But before the attack was developed a des-
perate charge by 3,000 Ghazies was made
along the face of the whole line, enveloping
both flanks. The Ghazies, of whom many
were mounted magnificently, and led by
three men with standards, charged right
into the British, and some of them succeeded
in gettng round the flank of two squadrons
of the Lancers, whu charged on the main
body. A considerable number also got
through the line of infantry in the centre,
and nearly reached General Stewart and the
headquarters of his staff. The action lasted
an hour, when the enemy retired, leaving
over 1,000 dead and removing as many
wounded. The British loss was 17 killed
and 120 wounded.”
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The poor people in the distressed districts
are still suffering. Latest accounts state
that the distress is as great as ever, and it is
feared that it will prove very severe during
the coming summer. The last noteworthy
event in the relief movement was the arrival
at Queenstown of U. S. “ Constellation,”
that gallant ship sent over by our American
cousins who are so generous and noble, as
the Prince of Wales said, speaking at the
Royal Academy dinner last Saturdav. The
Duke of Edinburgh personally overlooked
the traushipping of the provisions brought by
the ‘“Constellation on board a number of
British gun boats that flew the.American
colors, the “ Imogene,” “ Valorus,” “ Hawk,”
“ Goshawk,” and * Lively,” which were dis-
patched to thedistricts where the distress
was most severe. The commapder of the
ship, Captain Porter, was presented with the
freedom of the City of Dublin, and he and
his officers were overwhelmed with hospitali-
ties. Almost simuitaneous with the arrival
of the “ Constellation ” oceurred the de-
parture from Dublin for England of the
Lord Lieutenant and the Duchess of Marl-
borough whe so nobly identified herself
with the relief movemeat, and they received
a most enthusiastic ovation from the popu-
lace.
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Fredericton Manufacture Abroad.

The Finance Minister has more than once
stated, that the manufacturers of the Mari-
time Provinces, those of St. John and Fre-
dericton especially, would find a market in
the Northwest and British Columbia. Many
have laughed at that, as a far fetched idea.
But it may come about, forinstance our towns-
men Edgecombe & Sons, have just finished a

very handsome English dogcart, for Dr. Han-
nington, late of St. John, which will be
shortly dispatched to British Columbia,
where the purchaser now resides. Suppose
that this cart takes the fancy of some of the
British Columbians, it is quite likely that
orders will be sent to Fredericton for vehi-
cles of a similar construction. And if this
happens to Edgecombe & Sens, why should
not similar luck belall other Maritime manu-
facturers ? The dogcart in question, is very
light, elegant and chaste in appearance. The
body is grounded in blue, pinked off with
red, and with blue leather trimmings, It is
furnished with lamps and with shafts and pole
for a single horse and pair. Nothing hand-
somer in its way, could be turned out from
any of the carriage factories of the Domiaicp,
and we have no doubt but the Edgecombe
will make & name in the far West,

Life Insurance.

Previous to the last twenty or thirty years,
most of the life insurance business of this
country was done with the large English
companies ; but a gradual change took place,
until the largest share has fallen to the Ame-
rican offices. We have taken some trouble
to discover the cause of all this, and we do not
think there is much doubt as to the reason of
our people leaving the one class and taking
up with the other.

In the first place, the agents of the Ameri-
can companies have been most industrious in
pushing their business ; visiting every local-
ity and personally soliciting business, while
the agents of the great English companies |
were content to rely upon the reputatien they |
had earned and waited until applicants came
to them. The other point in favor of the
American companies was the rate of premium,
which was lower than the English charged.
This is accounted for by the rate ef interest
on investments in America being so much
higher than in Britain, which enabled the
companies to invest the premiums to better
advantage.

Had the Americau companies been as pru-
dently managed as the English, there is no
doubt but they would have continued to do
the business; but this has not been the case,
at least in many instances, as our people
know to their cost. The public as a whole
are not in & position to distinguish between
geod and bad offices, and are imposed upon
by persistent agents asserting that their com-
panies are good, while in reality they are
worthless. This has been done to such an
extent and the loss has been so heavy, that
many desire to return to the English com-
panies, satisfied that if they do pay a little
more theyget good value in the extra security.
With a view of meeting this desire, and as a
consequence of a mors intimate knowledge of
the country, one of the largest and most re-
spectable of the English companies has deter-
mined to make a SPrciAL TAsBLE or RaTes
For CANADA. We quote the following from
the published card of the North British &
Mercantile Insurance Company :

“In view of the generally recognized
healthy nature of the climate of Canada, and
of the higher rates of interest obtainable on
funds invested there, the Directors of this
Company recently resolved to give insurers
resident in that country the benefit of these
favorable conditions.

A Clerical Scandal.

Toronto, which its inhabitants delight to
call “the city of churches,” has lately been
much excited over a grave clerical scandal.
The reverend gentleman who has raised the
sensation is Mr. A. H. Handford, of the Con-
gregational Church, who a few years ago
came from England “under a cloud,” and on
first arriving in Toronto obtained employ-
ment on the Evening Telegram, in which ca-
pacity he displayed considerable power as a
writer. He lived quietly and succeeded in
winning back the favor of the denomination,
was appointed to the Bond Street Church,
and soon became one of the most popular
preachers in the city. Within the time he
has ministered there his congregation, which
is a wealthy one, built a new handsome and
costly church. But he did not long, it ap-
pears, preserve the walk and conversation
becoming a clergyman, and ugly stories got
abroad, and he became the cause of dissension
among his flock. One account states:—

Some time ago Mr. Thompson, a deacon of
the church, withdrew from the congregation,
because of some disagreement with the
pastor. Being pressed for a reason for his
withdrawal, Mr. Thompson made charges of
immoral conduct ﬁainst Mr. Handford. Ho
charges that Mr. Handford, who is a married
man, is living in improper intimacy with a
lady residing in a fashionable avenue, and
with the wife of a gentleman living en
Jarvis street. It is alleged that he visits
these ladies at unseemly hours, and that he
is often seen walking with them at night ;
that he frequents drinking places, and has
for some time past conducted himself in a
manner unbecoming a clergymen. As soon
as these charges become known a meeting of
the deacons was held, and they decided to
ask Mr. Handford for a statement. The
latter admitted that he had acted indiscreetly
in regard to one of the women but denied
the charge of immorality., The womens
names were made public at the meeting, but
are surppressed out of deference to the
congregation.  Although Mr. Handferd
denied the charges, they are adhered to by
Mr. Thompson, who claims that he can prove
what he alleges, To syppress any scandal
that might arise, several of the deacons are
in favor of asking Mr. Handford for his
resignation, and requesting his quiet with-
drawal from their mijdst, but Mr. Handferd
does not seem inelined to follow such a
course,

Angry meetings of the members of the
church have been held. But though many
resented the imputations cast on their pastor,
the Rev. gentleman has not succeeded in
making his isaccence appear. Commenting
on the case the Toronto Globe says iw-

Eloquent in the pulpit, and still better fit-
ted to shine on the platform, he has, judging
from the oceurrences and developments of
the last few days, made as yst yery little pro-
gress in the task of rehabilitating himself
after a confessed fall from rectitude. Re-
entering the ministry here after being dis-
missed from it in England on account of an
admittedly grave offence against morality,
one would naturally expect a man in his
position to be mors than ordinary circum-
spection. He has not done so, and attempts
to keep him in his position will be made in
vain.
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The Bay Pidot in a very complimentary
manner states that Julius L. Inches, Hsq.,
late Secretary for Agriculture, has been ap~
pointed Secretary to the new Provincial
Board Agriculture.

jority. But he or no one else can speak for
the people of the Dominion, or for the far-
mers of New Brunswick, and say exactly
what they would do in the event of the N.
P., being submitted there. Recent experi-
ence in elections prove that the people are
prone to take extraordinary kinks, which
neither the acutest political stratagists can
prevent, or the keenest political seers can
forsee. We do not pretend, as the said cor-
respondent insinuates, to speak for the far-
mers of New Brunswick, though we claim in
speaking of questions which effect them, we
do so in their best interests.

We would not have thought that the re-
marks of the said correspondent were worth
notice, if he had not made some absurd and
erroneous statements regarding the FARMER.
When he speaks of its political editor de-
lighting in the same initials as Sir Samuel
Leonard Tilley, he proves that he knows
nothing whatever of its management. That
remark just shows his foolishness. But when
he says that the FARMER ie controlled and
managed in the interest of Ontario manufac-
turers, that its political editor is inspired “ by
manufacturing proprieters, whose interests
and utterances are alike, hostile to the great
agricultural class in New Brunswick,” he
states what is absolutely and glaringly false.

It is certainly an original idea to publish a
paper professedly in the interests of one class
and to conduct it fer the benefit of another.
Bat its absurdity is its best refutation. The

Weights and Moasures.

Last Saturday, May lst, the Act making
compulsory the adoption of the Dominion
Standard of Measures, the Imperial gallon
and bushel came absolutely into force, the
extension of time, duirng which the old
standard—the Wine gallon and Winchester
bushel given by the Act of 1879, would be
tolerated having come then to an end. The
“Imperial ” gallon is one-fifth larger than
“the Wine,” and the * Imperial” bushel,
which contains eight gallons is three per cent
larger than “ the Winchester,” Puople in
trade, who use liquid or dry measures will be
subject to rather serious penalties if they
neglect to obey the law, as the following ex-
cerpt from the Act of 1879 shows :

Sec, 20. Every contract, bargain, sale or
dealing made or had in the Dominion of Can-
ada for any work, goods, wares or merchan-
dize, or other thing which has been or is to
be done, sold, delivered, carried or agreed for
by weight er measure, shall be deemed to be
made and had according to one of the
Dominion weights and measures ascertained
by this Aect, or to some multiple or pars
thereof, and if mot so made or had shall be
void, except only when made according to
the metric system ; and all tolls and duties
charged or collected according to weight or
measure, shall be charged and collected
according to one of the Dominion weights or
measures ascertained by this Act, or to some

multiple or'past thereof.
- »

Any person who sells by any denomination
of weight or measure other than one of the
Dominjon weights or measures, or some
maultiple or part thereof, and any public
weigher or measyrer who yses any weight or
measure, or who uses, in any certificate as to
the weight or measure of any article weighed
or measured by him, any other than one of
the Dominion weights or measures, or some
multiple or part thereof, shall be liable to a
fine not exceeding twenty dollars for any
such sale, weighing, or certificate.
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Riet in Qgebec.

There was a renewal of the riots between
the two sections of the Ship Laborers’ Society
in Quebec, on Tuesday last. A gang of la-
borers belonging to the Union Canadienne,
were forcibly prevented from unleading the
Quebec portion of the cargo of the newly
arrived ship “Lake Winnipeg,” by the other
section.
