Plague of Locusts in Russia. 

One of the old plagues of Egypt, the 
plague of locusts, appears to have lately re- 
vived around the Caucacus and along the 
Volga, and this not in mere metaphor but in 
literal fact. The scourge is still exhausting 
the country, and the Russian authorities have 
called out the military, and pressed the pea- 
sants also inte the service, inorder to destroy 
the clouds of snsects which are eating up 
every green thing which they can find. En- 
tomologists describe the pest as the true 
Kgyptian locust. It mearures about two in- 
ches long, with body of a light grey colour, 
and the wings of a dark green. It seems to 
travel in dense swarms which darken the air, 
and cover a space varying frem one square 
mile to a hundred square miles. More than 
5,000 persons are engaged in the work of 
destruction ln one place, 3,000 in another, 
and smaller numbers in some 200 or 300 other 
lccalities, each person being armed with a 
heayy bunch of twigs tied closely together, 
something like a big broom, and exterminat- 
ing about half a cwt. of the insecte daily. 
Once the locusts alight they remain station- 
ary untill nearly all are killed, no more thon 
ten or fifteen per cent. of the swarm a wy 
and thousands of tons of them have thas been 
already banished. When the process of 
pounding the insects has concluded, the 
appearance of the ground is as if it had been 
littered all over with wine lees and the re- 
fuse of gra and although the trouble of 
extermination is harrassing and tedious, 
nevertheless the ground must be greatly en- 
riched by this new and strange fertilizer 
which necessity compele the inhabitants and 
the authorities to apply to it.

Origin of the Union Jack. 

Before the crowns of England and Scto- 
land were united under James I., the flag 
carried by English ships was white, with the 
red cross of St. George emblazoned on it; 
and that hoisted on board the ships of Scot- 
land was blue with the cross of St. Andrew 
on it ; the red lies of the first being perpen- 
dicular and horizontal, those of the latter 
diagonal. Some differences have arisen be- 
tween the ships of the two countries. His 
Majesty, to prevent this in fnture, and to 
teach his people that they formed one nation, 
ordained that a new flag should be adopted 
baving the cross of St. George interlaced 
with that of St. Andrew on the blue ground 
of the flag of Scotland. All ships were to 
carry it at the main-masthead, but the Eng- 
lish ships were to display the St. George's 
red cross at their sterns, and ahe Scottish 
that of St. Andrew. On April 12, 1606, 
the Union Jack was first hoisted at sea, but 
it was not till the Parliamentary union of 
the two countries in 1707 that it was adopt- 
ed as the military flag of Great Britain, 
Both services, therefore, now use it as the 
national banner.—

The vaults of the Washington Treasury 
now contains $70,000,000 in silver coin for 
which there is no demand, and every month 
the amount is increased by an additional two 
willions, according to the law of February, 
1878. The dilemnia in which the authorities 
find themselves placed is a serious one. No 
one wants tbe silver, but they are compelled 
by law te keep on ¢iining. The payment of 
he bonds in gold, instead of partly in silver, 
which might be emplayed without violating 
the contract, is one great cause of the accu- 
mulation, It is feared that on the first un- 
favorable commercial symptoms the gold, as 
before, will leave the country, and the silver 
remain the only available coinage for the re- 
demption of the greenbaeks. 
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There are 20,160,000 acres of land in 
Ireland. Of this one londlord owns 170,000 
acres ; 202 own one-third of the island, 744 
one-half and 1,942 over two-thirds, Of the 
1,942, 1,727 are absentees ; and if it be true 
that property has its duties as well as its 
rights, they have much to answer for.
