Sir,— A number of gentlemen met 
lately at the farm of Mr. Thomas H, 
Perley, to witness the working of the 
Masson Superior Cumberland Seeder, 
Drill and Cultivator, drawn by two 
horses, and driven by W. Gi. F. Perley, 
who worked and managed it. On the 
first trial, Wheat was put in one 
hopper, Timothy and Clover mixed 
in another, and spread broadcast; 
entire satisfaction was given. The 
machine was then drivan to an ad- 
joining field and charged with Barley 
in one hopper, and Timothy and Clo- 
ver in others; at this second trial it 
also gave entire satisfaction. These 
trials were witnessed by the following 
members of the Sunbury Agricultural 
Society : Thos.

Farm Notes. 

The season for the planting and 

sowing of seeds is well advanced. 

Very many farmers will have finished 

up their Spring operations by the 

time this issue reaches our readers, 

while perhaps a few who are very 

favorably located, and whom the 
frost does not trouble until quite late 

in the Autumn, will continue sowing 
buckwheat for weeks yet. 

EARLY PLANTED POTATOES 

have received at least one hoeing, 
and in many cases have been hilled 
up. This crop is receiving more at- 

tention this year than is generally 
given to it, on accoant of the ravages 
of the bug, or farmers having had 

but little difficulty previous to this 
to grow them in any quantity desired. 

The cultivation of this crop is now so 

well understood, that large fields are 

cared for with but comparatively 

little expense by the frequent use of 
the cultivator, plough, or horse-hoe. 
Farmers as a rule practice plough- 

ing their potatoes in. They should 
be brushed down before breaking 
through the ground, this destroys the 
weeds, and leaves the soil in fine con- 
dition for the young plants to shoot 
through, causing the growth to be 
rapid and healthy. As soon as they 
are nicely to be seen in the rows, it 
will be found advantageous to run the 
plough or cultivator between the 
rows, arranging the oultivator so 
that it will carry the earth away 
from the plants. The plough may 
follow in two or three days, turning 
the soil towards the potatoes and 
quite near them; little will remain 
to be done by the hoe, and the task 
of taking care of the crops is made 
easy aad light, The hilling up pro- 
cess may be done with the horse-hoe 
or plough in six or eight days after 
the first dressing, following with the 
hoe to give them their finishing 
touch. 

CORN 
will require a little more attention, 
and should at least have three hoe- 
ings, as the crop is greatly benefitted 

weeds shomld be allowed to make 
their appearance, and by a frequent 
use of the plough or cultivator the 
task of keeping under control is made 
easy. There is not nearly the quan. 
tity of corn grown in the Province 
that might be with profit. It is eon- 
sidered a good paying crop when 
grown en good soil, and should our 
farmers be prevented from growing 
potatoes on account of the bug, they 
would probably turn their attention 
more largely to corn. 
The season thus far has been favor- 

able to the farmers so far as the 
growth of weeds is concerned ; should 
frequent showers occur, however, we 
shall likely havo the usual quantity, 
when the war upon them will have to 
be commenced in good earnest—noth- 
ing like destroying them in their 
early growth. 

THE TURNIP CROP. 

A friend who called upon us a few 
days ago made some enquiries as to 
the quantity of turnips likely to be 
sown, and recommended that a 
larger breadth than usual should be 
sown, to supply any deficiency that 
might possibly occur in the potatoe 
crop. The suggestion is worthy of 
consideration, and it is not yet too 
late to sow them. We have had good 
sweedish turnips that were sown on 
the seventeenth day of July, bat we 
would not advise the risk of sowing so 
late. The twentieth of June is 
thought to be a favorable time. They 
are a crop that furnishes a good deal 
of food to the acre, and where farm 
help is plenty, can be profitably 
grown,

The late Senator Brown. 

, There aro few men in the Domin- 
‘ion of Canada that have done more 
for the improvements of our agricul- 
ture than the late Hon. George Brown, 
whose recent death is so generally 
deplored. Stricken dawn by the 
hands of the assassin, he has passed 
away from his labors and cares all 
too soon as our finite minds are 
wont to decide. His earnest labor in 
progressive agriculture has done much 
toward placing Canada in the proud 
position she occupies to-day. His 
name will long be remembered in 
connection with the great improve- 
ments which have been made in the 
stock of the Dominion, and while 
he was widely known as a public man 
and journalist of Canada, it is ques- 
tionable if in any department of his 
life's work he took greater pleasure 
than in the production of his splendid 
herds of Short Horns, which were to 
be found at Bow Park. No pains or 
expense was spared to accomplish this 
object. Cattle wero imported from 
England at great oxpense from year 
to year, to keep up the proper crosses 
and secure the best strains of blood. 
His success was probably groater 
than he had anticipated at first. The 
The annual sales of Short Horns at 
Bow Park were an event looked for- 

ward to as something of continental 
importance, and at which could be 
found representatives of the Southern 
Western, Middle and New England 
States and from the various Provinees 
of the Dominion, all meeting to make 
selections and purchases of animals 
for their several States or Provinces. 
Not unfrequently were animals sold 
to go back to England, the home of 
the Short Horn, thus proving be- 
yond a doubt that the animals he 
bred possessed merit of high order. 
In connection with his interests in 
agriculture may be mentioned the 
establishment of the Canada Farmer, 
a semi-monthly journal devoted to 
the agricultural interests of Canada, 
and whose columns are always replete 
with interest to every farmer. We 

have thus briefly referred to the sub- 
ject of our hurried sketch as a far- 
mer, desiring to record our regrets 
that one who had labored so assiduous- 
ly in the interests of the agriculture 
of our Dominion should be stricken 
down so dastardly by a felon’s hand.

Important Meeting of the Queens 
Central Agricultural Society. 

PREPARATIONS FOR THE WnEAT HAR- 
VEST—TRIAL oF HARVESTERS TO 
BE HAD. 

At a meeting of the above Society 
held on Monday last, the question of 
harvesting machines was pretty fully 
discussed, the Society entertaining 
the opinion that in view of the in- 
creased breadth of wheat sown, one 
or more harvesting machines in the 
locality would be a neeessity to aid 
in securing the crop. Farmers with- 
in the Society’s district have sown 
fully fifty per cent more wheat than 
last year, and many are anxious to 
have the benefits-of the grain harvest. 
er in their fields at harvest time. 
An agent of the Toronto Harvesting 

Machine Company learning of the 
mesting of the Society, brought one 
of their harvesters and set it up for 
the members to examine, and fur- 
nished numerous testimonials as to 
its value in the field. 

Ir view, however, of the fact that 
their are several kinds of harvesters 
to be had, and the desire of the Society 
to secure the best, it was unanimous- 
ly decided to write the manufacturers 
cf the different deseription of harvest- 
ing machines (or their representa- 
tives) which are manufactured in the 
Dominion, to take part in a trial of 
their machines in the month of Au- 
gust, at a time to be named by the 
Society, which will be when the 
wheat is sufficiently ripe for cutting, 
A suitable field of grain will ba se- 
lected for the competitors, to enable 
them to operate their machines to the 
best advantage. 
The Society has not yet deter- 

mined to give any special award 
to the machine that proves the most 
successful, but will consider the mat- 
ter at their July meeting. We are 
informed, however, that it is their 
intention to purchase the machine 
which can carry off the honors of the 
day. We learn there is some in- 
quiries for harvesters by eur farmers, 
and many are in doubt as to the best 
machine to purchase. This will af- 
ford an excellent opportunity for a 
satisfactory field trial where all may 
Judge of the merits of each machine 
in operation. Due notice will be 
published in the MariTiME Farmer 
of the time and place when and where 
the trial will take place.

Good Farming will Pay, 

There are some men who question 
the correctness of the statement 
“ that good farming will pay. We 
have no doubts whatever on the mat- 
ter, and believe it possible to give 
proofs of our assertion. 
There is a kind of farming, how- 

ever, that does not pay, and can 
never be made to pay. We see in- 
stances of it occasionally so glaring, 
that there can be no difficulty in de- 

termining that it does not pay. You 
can see it in the hungry soil, the 
ealf-starved animals that stand shiver- 
ing in the cold in the open air and 

cheerless barn, in the crops that are 
put in the ground in the Spring in a 
careless manner, to be partially 

smothered with weeds, and finished 

by the cattle breaking in and taking 
what little of value remains, in the 

sloverly manner that the farm work 

is done, and the delapidated state of 

of the fences. In fact everything 
about the premises gives the strong- 
est evidences of want of thrift and a 
compete indifference to order or good 

taste. Such farming will not pay, nor 
will any business stand such neglect. 

To adopt the language of a writer in 
the New England Farmer, * men can 

cheat one another, but they can’t 
cheat the land. Put crops into the 

ground in a slip-shod shiftless way 
and you can count on a poor crop; 
this is as sure as taxes,” and the 

writer is quite right. Such far- 
mers are under the impression that 
no one has quite as hard a time as 

they have, while the trouble is large- 
ly in themselves. 
We have noticed that the farmer 

whose fields give evidence of careful 

cultivation, and in the bountiful crops 
produced, give the best evidence posi- 

sible that the land has been liberally 

fed ; whose stock look sleek and fleshy, 
and show points of careful breeding ; 
whose farm house and barns, although 
modest in appearance, are kept neat 
and tidy ; whose fences are laid 
straight and of the proper height to 

protect his crops; who attends to 

underdraining his wet lands ; whose 
dairy products in the form of gilt 
edge butter and rich nutritious cheese 
are eagerly sought for and command 
the best prices; who attends to his 
farm operations in proper season, and 
takes one or more good agricultural 
papers; such a man we have noticed 

makes farming pay. What we ask is 
the main spring of our success as a 

Dominion to day ? We answer, our 
agriculture. For what purpose is the 
large expenditure being made by the 
Dominion Government in building 
tae Pacific Railway? in enlarging 

the canals ? but to offer greater and 
increased facilities to transport the 
agricultural productions of our great 
North West. For what purpose have 
the splendid steam ships which now 
cross the Atlantic been fitted at great 
expense for almost a new business, 
but to accommodate the wants of the 
cattle trade, which is now assuming 
such grand proportions under the 
fostering care of our best agriculture 
ists. 

We assert that a good system of 
farming will always pay. Of course 
there are times such as we have been 
experiencing of late, when agricul- 
tural produce sold at low figures, be- 
cause of the general depression which 

exisied. At such times, all share in 

the disadvantages whick naturally 
arise from such of things, and we do 
not for a moment suppose that far- 

mers suffered more in consequence 

than any other class of our citizens. 

We feel sure that the man who 

will dilligently and skillfully attend 

to the many duties that farm life 

makes a necessity, will receive a fair 

remuneration for his labor.

The Potatoe Bug Again. 

We briefly noticed in our last issue 

that the potatoe bugs had appeared in 

many localities in the Province, and 

the farmers were doing their best to 

get rid of these unwelcome visitors. 

Daring the past week we have heard 

from many localities, the reports from 

which lead us to believe that great 

exertions are being made to prevent 

them from doing as much harm as 

they otherwise might. Daily exami- 

nations of the fields of potatoes that 

are now in leaf is the rule rather than 

the exception, and every bug found 

is at once destroyed. 

The bugs have already began to 

deposit their eggs which may be found 

upon the underside of the leaves. 

These are of a redish yellow, and re- 

sembles in appearance those deposited 

by the common blow fly. They are 

soon hatched and at once commence 
feeding upon the leaf of the potatoe. 

Great fears are expressed that they 

will prove too many for the farmers 

and take entire possession of the crop. 

Hewever, this will not be done with- 

out a most determined fight. So far 

as we have been enabled to learn, they 
are found in greater numbers on land 

that was planted in potatoes last 

year. Many extravagant reports are 

in circulation as to the large numbers 

that have made their appearance in 

some fields and that farmers are al- 
ready ploughing up their crop. While 

wo are not in'a position to deny these 

reports, we receive them with some 

doubts as to their correctness. Neither 

would we advise the ploughing up of 

the crop in this early stage of the 

attack. We do not think it best to 

raise any unnecessary alarm, or know. 

ingly publish any extravagant state- 

ment, but would be glad if our readers 

would give us a plain statement of the 

facts as they exist, so that we may 

keep our readers posted as to what 

the result may possibly be. It is a 

matter in which all are interested, 

and any information from the several 

Counties in the Province will be read 
with interest.

Hog Cholera--Cure and Preventive. 

We are informed by one whom we 
deem a good practical farmer, that 
the common poke root (Phytolaceo 
decandra) is an almost infallible cure 
for the hog cholera. His mode of 
preparation is to boil it with the feed 
or separately, and add a liberal quan- 
tity of salt to the mixture. It will 
suffice to boil it with whatever vege- 
tables can be had at this season, and 
add meal or bran to the liquor after 
the mess has been cooked. This 
gentleman noticed that his hogs, 
when taken sick with cholera, seem 
very voracious after the root of the 
poke weed, and that those which 
could get it usually recovered in a 
few days. Iere is, then, a common 
natural remedy for that scourge of 
the swine on every farm, and it is seen 
that there are other uses for the de- 
spised poke weed than those we be- 
fore knew of. We doubt not there 
are natural remedies for every disease 
of man and beast at our very doors, 
if we only knew what they were. 
But it is much better to prevent 

this malady, if possible, than to cure 
it, for it is said, with good reason we 
think, that no hog once attacked 
with cholera is ever so good a hog 
after. For prevention we believe 
in giving frequent messes of cooked 
food—vegetables with bran, &c. At 
this season a liberal use of onions for 
this purpose would be very good, and 
should form a part of every cooked 
mess. Besides being in themselves 
very nutritous, they seem possessed 
of medicinal qualities of high value 
that gives tone, strength and elasti- 
city to the system, and enables it to 
warp off disease. Every farmer 
ought to have a large boiler for cook- 
ing a quantity of stuff at a time, and 
then the corn and all other feed 
could be cooked even daily without 
great trouble or expense. Red pep- 
per, sulphur, copperas, and any 
medicines, as calomel or quinine could 
then be given the animals in their | 
feed as often as might be deemed ne- 
cesaary, and thusall diseases would be 
staved off and the farmers would have 
healthy animals and healthy pork. 
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Bee Notes. 

There are several important points 
to be observed by the novice in bee- 
keeping: 

1. Do not rush unadvisedly into the 
business like a horse into battle, and 
paw your way through blindly. 

2. Let your motto be, “ That which 
is worth doing is worth doing well.” 

3. Acquaint yourself with the 
nature and habits of the bee, by read- 
ing some good work on bees. 

4. Get two or three colonies of 
Italian bees, and manipulate them in 
accordance with the given rules. 

5. When youn have learned to handle 
these successfully,” you may take 
charge of more. 

6. Always bear in mind that the 
key of success is in strong colonies. 
Swarming.—In writing upon this 

subject we address ourselves especially 
to the inexperienced bee-keeper. 
Owing to the weak condition of 

bees, natural swarming will not com- 
mence this season as early as usual. 
Artificial swarming is now general 
among nearly all practical apiarists. 
It is urged by some, however, that 
bees know best when to swarm, and 
that natural swarms are stronger, and 
consequently more reliable. 
But when permitted to swarm ad 

libium, bees require constant watch- 
ing, else swarms may abscond, and 
leave the apiarist to sigh over his loss 
as they go glimmering. 

Artificial swarming, when properly 
done, is as reliable .and much safer 
than natural swarming, as it prevents 
the loss of swarms by absconding. 
We have not adopted the method 
usually praeticed in this country, of 
making two colonies out of one. This 
ieaves both colonies quite weak ; and 
if any calamity should. befall the for- 
age, and supplies be eut short, the 
bees will be found too weak to be self- 
sustaining. 
We would advise the making of one 

swarm from five; or if you have not 
that many from what you have. If 
five, take two or three frames contain- 
ing brood and eggs, with the bees 
adhering, from each of four hives, and 
place them in your new hive, being 
careful that you do not get the queens, 
or more than ove. Then remove the 
fifth hive (which should be the strong 
one) fifteen or twenty feet away. Do 
this about the middle of the day, when 
the bees are at work, and place the 
new colony where it stood. When 
the bees return they will be somewhat 
disconcerted by the change of domi- 
cile, but after flying around, and in 
and out a few times, they accept the 
situation and go to work. In making 
the swarm, from two to four combs 
should contain honey, and be placed 
at each end of the hive with those 
that contain brood in the middle. If 
a queen is not given them they will 
rear one from tha eggs. Now, you 
have a colony that for any emergency 
is as good as an old one, less the 
queen. As fast as the empty frames 
that replaced the full ones taken out 
are filled, swarming may be repeated. 

Mr, Frank Benton expresses the 
opinion that the next advance step in 
American agriculture will be the in- 
troduction of Cyprian bees, which are 
claiged to be superior :first, in breod- 
rearing; second, greater activity; 
third, they are more prolific, fourth, 
they winter well and suffer less from 
spring dwindling than any other 
bees. They are of the yellow type, 
and unexcelled in beauty. These 
conclusions were based on experiences 
of foreign apiarians whose only desire 
is to promote truth. 

‘“Scours ” in Calves. 

This disease, so fatal to young 
calves, is most common where cows 
and calves are housed, and among 
calves brought up artificially, Apart 
from hereditary tendency and the 
new demands on the digestive 
functions of the young thing, it is 
mainly due, especially in calves 
brought up at the pail, to long fasts 
and subsequent rapid gorging, or to 
being compelled to drink sour, stale 
milk, sometimes given too warm, 
Sometimes, even when fed naturally, 
the milk contains injurious matters, 
owing te the cow being over.driven, 
excited, or having access to foul water, 
or on account of the milk having been 
retained too long in the udder. The 
early symptoms are:—a dirty tail, 
dullness, disregard of food, abdominal 
fullness, with fluid, bad-smelling 
yellow or whitish feces discharged 
with violence or pain. As treatment, 
the patient should be removed to a 
clean, airy but warm box. If put on 
the milk of a farrow cow, it should 
have that of one that has calved more 
recently ; and if the health of the 
nurse fails or the bag cakes, the calf 
should be supplied from a more 
healthy source. If the little thing 
is given to rapid drinking, an artifi- 
cial teat in the pail for it to suck at 
will partially remedy the habit. The 
stomach should be cleared of irritat- 
ing food and acrid discharges by a 
dose of one or two ounces of castor oil 
and a teaspoonful of laudanum. If 
the skin or membranes of the mouth, 
nose or eyes, are of a yellowish tint, 
two grains of calomel and 20 grains 
of chalk may be added and repeated 
daily for some time. In the absence 
of the yellowish tinge, give with each 
meal a tablespoonful of sherry wine 
in which one-eighth of the fourth 
stomach of a calf has been steeped for 
24 hours. A tablespoonful of tincture 
of cinnamon, with 20 grains eaeh of 
chalk and gum-arabie, will be an 
excellent addition. Finally, if the 
abdomen is tense or tender to the 
touch, it should be rubbed over witha 
thin pulp made of the best ground 
mustard and tepid water, and covered 
with a bandage to prevent drying 
until it has taken effect on the skin.—
