A correspondent of the Enghsh Mechanic
writes as follows :—A great stride seems to
have been made, at the commencement of
this half year, by all our railway companies,
in the matter of speed, notably {ay the M. R.
and G. N. R.

Some of the results attained by the latter
are wonderful. The * Scotchman” will be
quite in the shade shortly.

There are no less than eight trains daily,
running from King's-cross to Grantham,
1053 miles, without a stop, and without
picking up water, in 123 and 128 minutes
each. In the case of the Deeds expresses,
the speeds further on are yet more surprising.

From Grantham to Doncaster is 502 miles,
which distance is covered several times a
day, without a stop, in 61 minutes.

From Grantham to Wakefield there are
73 miles, which are accomplished by the
6.30 P. M. down, in 77 minutes. This last
run is at a speed, therefore, of 56.88 miles

r hour.

Allowing for stoppages, this last mention-
ed train runs 1864 miles in 215 minutes, at a
speed of 52.05 miles per hour.

Compare this with some other favoriie
performances. The “ Dutchman’ rans from
London to Dexter in 43 hours, and stacds on
the road 20 minutes, thus running 193 miles
in 235 minutes, or 49.5 miles per bour.

That is broad gauge; but their fastest
parrow gauge runs from London to Birming-
ham, 127 miles, in 2 bours and 45 minutes.
Deduct 6 minutes, and we have running
speed, 48.8 miles per Lour.

Let us take a light M. R. train, The
10 A. M. from London is their best. It run
192 miles (to Leeds) in 4} hours, and stands
14 minutes. The speed, therefore, is exactly
45. Some of the runs, however, are very
good. Shefiield to Leeds, 39 miles in 49
minutes, means 48 5.

A Plaster of Paris Jacket for Spinal |
Disease. '

Dr. L. F. Humeston of Holyoke, says the
Springfield Republican, continues to have a
large measure of success in his treatment of
Pott’s disease of the spine, and his operation
of putting a plaster of paris jacket upon a
patient is quite interesting. Yesterday the
doctor, assisted by Druggist J. K. Morrill,
put one upon a little girl of 6 years belonging '
in this city. . This child fell out of bed when
she was a baby, and before her parents koew
what was the matter her spine became badly
carved, and she gradually grew worse until
she could not walk. Last winter Dr. Humes-
ton began his treatment with her, and she i8
now rapidly recovering. A tight-fitting
flannel shirt is first put upon the child, with '
thick pads under the front, and then she .is|
suspended a short distance above the floor in
a gort of harness which fits under her arms
and chin. Then bands 'of a thin material
culed barred crinoline, which have been well |
covered with pulverized plaster of paris and |
afterward soaked in water a moment until
the plaster is slaked, are quickly wound
around the body in many thicknesses. In
this operation the weight of the body
stretches the spine toward its natural shape,
and the plaster, when it hardens, holds it
just there, and acts as a suppart to the child’s
back. As soon asenough wet bands have
been put on, the child is taken down and
placed upon her back, and the padding taken
out, leaving room for the action of her lungs |
and digestive organs, but still not interfering
with the fit of the jacket in the back. In
haif an kour the plaster is dry and the child
is ready to be dressed. These jackets are
worn from a month tosix weeks each, and
ara continued until the spine is as straight a8
it can be made. If the disease is taken in
its early stages, this treatment is said to
effect a perfect cure, and is always very
helpful. Children that have been brought in
arms to the office have gone away walking
and running. One young child, who bad
been in pain for a long time, was so relieved
that he fell asleep during the operation.
The doctor has treated over 50 patients with
this method, nearly all of them children hurt
by falling or in some such way.

A correspondent writes to the London
T'imes as follows :—* Concurrently with the
forty days’ fast of the misguided American
doctor, another fast has been in progress in
our own country, for the truth of which I
myself can vouch. A friend of mine who
lives in Devonshire left home some weeks
since on a series of visits to his friends in
distant parts of the country. A few days
after he left, his servant wrote him that a
favorite Skye terrier was missing. My
friend, after every search had proved fruit-
less, considered that the dog had been stolen.
On his return home, after an absence of one
month and five days, he unlocked the library,
the deors and windows of which had been
bolted and barred during his absence, and to
his astonishment the mi-sing dog crept out
into the light, a living skeleton and totally
blind. He was well cared for, and has now
quite recovered his health and sight. But
his existence was wonderful. He had had
no food and no water, and had not gnawed
the books or obtained sustenance from any
source whatever.
