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A writer in the Providence Journal pre- 
dicts a useful future for the milkweed, which 
has heretofore been considered only a cum- 
berer of the ground. Its seeds yield a finer 
oil than linseed ; its gum can be used in place 
of India-rubber; and from its floss a fabric 
resembling Irish poplin has been made ; 
while the young shoots are used in the spring 
by some people instead of asparagus, which 
they resemble in flavour. Now, pertinently 
adds the writer, if uses can be discovered for 
the thistle and whiteweed, they may prove 
friends in disguise. 
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At the recent French military ceremony at 
Longchamps, the foreign ambassadors were 
notified that they must alight at the gate, and 
walk to the pavillion, only the Presidents of 
the Republic, of the Senate, and the Cham- 
ber being allowed to drive all the way; and 
that furthurmore they must take their places 
on the left instead of the right of the Presi- 
dents, the right being reserved for the French 
Ministers. Prince Orloff meekly obeyed in- 
structions ; but Lord Lyons said, as the 
representative of his sovereign, he was en- 
titled to different treatment, and he drove 
all the way to the pavillion, and took his 
place on the right side of President Grevy, 
and not on the left.

In consequence of the reckless and extra- 
vagant felling of timber that has prevailed 
throughout western Russia during the 
greater part of the present century, several 
of the streams feeding the Dnieper have be- 
come dried up, while others contribute so 
little water to the great river that its naviga- 
tion has already suffered serious prejudice, 
and is, in some portions of its course, threat- 
ened with absolute interruption. Racks and 
sandy islets in great number, forming sections 
of its hed, may now be seen, where a few 
vears ago from twelve to fifteen feet of water 
had hid them from view. As the Dnieper 
traverses and largely contributes to the pros- 
perity of no fewer than nine Russian pro- 
vinges, ar ““ governments,” this falling off in 
its dimensions and capacities is in reality 
little short of a national calamity.

A correspondent sends the following some- 
what incoherent account of a duel which was 
fought in his neighbourhood. Some way or 
other, we are half in the dark about the re- 
sult of the duel in question, but we shall 
leave the decision to our readers: A duel 
was lately fought in Texas, by Alexander 
Shott and John S. Nott.

The British trades unions, which have® 
just held their annual session in Dublin, claim 
to have a total membership of upwards ef 
600,000. Of these the engineers furnish 45,- 
000, the boiley-makers 20,000, the carpenters 
36,000, railway employes 15,000, miners 50,- 
000, weavers 24,000, moulders and ironwor- 
kers 28,000, tailors 13,000 and stone-masons 
36,000. It is commented upon as a singular 
fact that, while these organizations flourish 
in England, they are able to make but little 
headway on this side of the Atlantic. The 
explanation seems to be two-fold. In 
the first place, wages as a rule have been 
so much better in America, and the condi- 
tions of life so much easier, that laborers 
have not had the same ohject for combi- 
nation ; and secondly, the mixtuas 67 nation- 
alities In the great industrial centres in the 
New World has not been conducive to har- 
mony of actipn. It is probable that neither 
of these causas will operate so powerfully in 
the future as in the past. 3

The commander makes no bones whatever 
aboyt sdying wh4t he means, and bluntly 
accyses the cantyactor in question of havirg 
murdered the members of Sir John Franklin's 
arty. Irom his own experience when with 
ir James Ross's party, from the experience 

of Captain Mor’e people on the expedition of 
1848, and that of the Mediterraen fleet, 
Commander Cheyne is prepared to prove 
that the purveyor in question has habitually 
supplied Government vessels with offal and 
putrid meats, in the guise of canned beef and 
mutton, and he isa now angious that an in- 
Gest be held an the remains of Lieut. Irwin, 
and that the dishonest gontractor should be 
brought ta hook, 
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Gilbert Frederick Grace, whose death was 
announced of inflammation of the lungs on 
the 22nd ult., was the third member of the 
wonderful Grace family to distinguish him- 
self on the cricket field. He was born at 
Downend, rear Bristol, on Dec. 13th, 183 
and his name has been connected with PC 
class cricket during the past eleven seasons, 
His best scores were :—213, 200, not out ; 
192, not out; 189, not out; 180, not out; 
166, 165, not out ; 147, not out; 134, 120, 
112, and 103, making a total of 1,927 runs. 
His score of 213 was made on August 11th, 
12th, 1876, the same days that his brother

the highest innings yet recorded in a first- 
class match. His innings of 1(i§ was played 
with twenty-two 1 the field, and in playing 
165, not out, he was opposed to the best 
bowling in England. Ha bit 180, not out, 
on August 26th, 27th, 1875, and thereby 
scored more runs than did the whole Surrey 
eleven with the bat in either innings. He 
was a splendid all-round exponent of the 
game ; a fine, free bat, with plenty of hitting 
power ; a splendid fast round-arm bowler; 
and one of the best fielders in England, being 
a sure catch, anl a Jong and accurate thrower 
He bad played in many of the great matches 
since 1870, and had formed one of the 
English eleven that visited Australia in 
1873-74. His Jronely last appearance on 
the cricket-field was in the great match be- 
tween England and Australia, on September 
6th, 7th, and 8th, when he was twice retired 
without scoring,
