From Lake George, York County. 

To the Editor of th ritime Farmer : 
MR. EDITOR,-— 2% matters of interest in 

Lake George have generally lain dormant 
heretofore in referrence to publication, especi- 
ally of an educational nature, I ask the 
liberty of saying through your press that the 
semi-annual examination of the Lake Geerge 
School, took place on Friday, 29th of April, 
1881. The school has advanced exceedingly 
well during H. Crawley’s period of services, 
considering the irregular attendance of pupils, 
caused by the visitation of Diphtheria and 
other diseases. were 33 pupils pre- 
sent for examina..on, all of whom gave 
oe and correct answers in the several 
ranches, they were examined, in spelling, 

reading, writing, arithmetic, geography, Eng- 
lish history and grammar. ete. The readi 
in prose by all classes, was well done. The 
classes in English history and geography, 
passed a critical test, and answered their 
questions in a very creditable manner, both 
to themselves and all concerned. The de- 
partment ef pupils spoke volumes for the dis- 
cipline of the school, erder being observed in 
each and every exercise. The scheol room 
was nicely decorated with evergreen, which 
also gave enjeyment to the examination. At 
the conclusien, the audience was treated to a 
number of select recitations by nearly all of 
the pupils, after which addresses were 
given by Mr. George Irving, one of the lead- 
ing men of Society in this place, and Alex. 
Lawson, J. P., our genial merchant and ad- 
vance agent in educational and temperance 
matters, and Mr. Leonard Lawson, our goed 
old well behaved farmer, All three are 
school men through and through, and in fact, 
spoke with spirit of being wonderfully pleased 
with the advancement of the schools and the 
benefits of the new course eof instruction. 
The proceedings were brought to a close, and 
all parted in peace, willing to sing “ Long 
life and success to the Authors of the Com- 
mon Scheols Act of New Brunswick.” And 
well they may, when they realize they have 
an educational system, that will cultivate 
their young, (if preperly applied), and ex- 
hibit them to the world comprehensive in ac- 
quirements, fitting in resources, rich in im- 
agination, strong in reasoning and powerful 
in all the offices of life. The Ratepayers of 
this District hold their annual meeting as re- 
quired by law, and voted the liberal sum of 
two hundred dollars for school purposes, for 
the current year.

A terrible disaster happened 6 miles from 
London, Ont., at 6 p. m., on Tuesday.

One 
hundred and seventy-five lives were lost, and 
ameng the victims were some of the leading 
citizens of London, including Jas. Robertson, 
Manager of the Bank of B. N. America there. 
Nearly all the bodies were recovered. The 
steamer was overloaded, and at best was a 
miserable old craft. A gress case of negli- 
gence is chargeable against somebody, and 
an enquiry is to be held. The river on 
which the accident occurred is a little muddy 
stream, scarcely navigable, and its greatest 
depth is some twenty-five feet.
