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Opening of the Legislature. 

The ceremony of the opening of the Legis- 

lature on Tuesday afternoon, attracted a large 
attendance, among which was a considerable 

sprinkling of people from country districts. 
Of the ceremony, it may be said, that * cus- 
tom cannot stale” it; it is witnessed with ever 
fresh interest on each recurring occasion. 
The weather was all that could be desired, 

and much better than could have been rea- 
sonably expected. The 8th was like one of 
the balmiest days in early spring let down in 
the middle of winter. lu front of the Nor- 
mal School Building, a guard of honor, com- 
posed of No.5 Company, of the 71st Batta- 
lion and the Band, were drawn up. Pune- 
tually to the hour of three, the carriage with 

His Honor the Lieutenant Governor, with 

whom were seated Col. Maunsell, Capt. A. F. 
Street, A. D. C., and Private Secretary, Mr, 
Henry Wilmot, preceeded by the carriages of 
the Sheriff, with whom was S. D. McPherson, 

Fsq., and of members of the Government, 
appeared. As the Lieutenant-Governor ap- 
proached the entrance the guard saluted, 
and the band played the first part of the Na- 
tional Anthem, and a salute was fired from 

the guns under command of Brevet-Major 
A. G. Beckwith. In the upper hall, where 
“the throne” was placed, the members of 
the Legislative Council were seated, few in 
number, and in different parts of the enclosed 
space, were seated groups of ladies, whose 

colors relieved the monotony of black. Out- 
side the bar there was a promiscuous assem- 
bly, through which, children relieved from 
school made holiday. 

The Lieutenant-Governor, on entering, ac- 
companied by his Private Secretary, Cols. 
Maunsell and March, and Capt. A. T. Street, 
Major Staples, Capts. Barker and Loggie, 
and Lieuts., Pinder and Boene, was received 

with the customary honor, and on being 
seated, and the Speaker and members of As- 
sembly being present, read the following 

SPEECH : 

Myr. President, and Honorable Gentlemen of 

the Legislative Council; 

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of 
Assembly ; 

1 have convened you at this time for the 
consideration of the affairs of the Province, 
with full confidence that your labors will be 
resumed with a spirit devoted to the public 
welfare. p 

You will join me in the expression of 
gratitude to Almighty God for the many 
blessings bestowed on the people of this 
Province during the past year. The Harvest 
of the season has been abundant; and, 
although our Trade and Manufactures have 
exhibited to some degree the effects of the 
depression to which the Commerce of the 
World has been more or less subjected dur- 
ing the same period, 1 have reason to be- 
lieve they have received no permanent check, 
and that the progress of the Province in 
general prosperity has again commenced, and 
will now be relieved from those retarding n- 
fluences which have been for some time so 
seriously felt. 
You will be gratified to learn that the 

Act passed by you during the last session, |g 
relating to agriculture, has proved highly 
acceptable to the farming interest of the 
Province, and that the Board established 
under that Act has entered upon its respon- 
gible labors under very favorable circum- 
stances, and possessing the generous con- 
fidence of the agriculturists of the Proviuce. 

During the past year, the Province was 
favored in the visit of the English Agricul- 
tural Delegates. My Government felt it a 
duty to extend to thei all assistance posible 
in furtherance of 1he object of their mission, 
and to enable them to becoms personally 
acquainted with many of our rich farming 
districts. I am happy to say, the effort in 
this behalf was cordially and promptly sup- 

rted wherever the delegates went, and by 
all classes of the people. I regret the limited 
time at the disposal of the delegatesrendered 
it imposeible for them to accept the invita-- 
tion of my Government, and >f the local 
authorities, to visit other sections of the 
Province. You will be glad to know that 
very favorable impressions of the Province 
were formed by the delegates, which I think 
will not fail to lead in many respects to very 
beneficial results. 
The Exhibition of 1880 will be long re- 

membered as one of the most successful 
hitherto held in this Province. The fine 
agricultural, horticultural and stock exhibits 

evidenced the great and increasing care, 
industry, and intelligence of our farmers and 
stock raisers : while the remarkable displays 
of mechanical aod manufacturing products 
were the subjects of unanimous and unquali- 
tied admiration and were eminently fittea to 
inspire our people with the fullest confidence 
in the future of our mechanics axd manu- 
facturers. All other departments of the 
Jxhibition were also characterized by great 
excellenc :

sent Session of the Local Legislature for 
the passage of the following Acts :— 

Hl. 

1. An Act to consolidate all the Laws now 
passed relating to the City of Fredericton, 
(excepting the Assessment and License Acts) 
with provisions for facilitating the election of 
Mayor each year. 

2. An Act to authorize the issue of Deben- 
tures to the amount of $100,000.00 at not ex- 
ceeding five per cent interest per annum, to 
take up and pay off all the present City and 
School Debenture debt.
