An Important Document. 

The instructions given by the late Presi- 

dent Garfield on the modification of the 

Bulwer-Clayton Treaty, and renewed by 
the present President in a dispatch from the 
pen of Secretary Blaine to the American 
Minister at London, has bean made public. 

It is argued, therein, that the Bulwer-Clay- 
ton Treaty of 1850, in respect to an inter- 

oceanic canal across the Isthmus of Panama, 
places the United States at a great disad- 
vantage in comparison with Great Britain, 
as, while it gives the latter power free and 
unrestrained right to use its naval power, it 

binds the first not to place a single soldier 
on the Isthmus. “If no American soldier 
is to be quartered on the Isthmus to protect 

the rights of his country in the inter-oceanic 
canal, surely, by the fair logic of neutrality, 
no war vessel of Great Britain should be 
permitted to appear in the waters that con- 
trol either entrance to the canal.” A more 

comprehensive objection is taken to the 
Treaty, as it is injurious, as the. Secretary 
says, ‘ to our rightfnl and long established 
claim to priority on the American Conti- 
nent,” and the United States will not con- 

sent Lo the perpetuation of any treaty that 
impeaches that claim. He argues that it 
would be just as reasonable for the United 
States to demand the absolute neutrality of 
the ports that Great Britain maintains in 
different paats of the world for the protec- 
tion of the interests of her extended empire, 
as for Great Britain to demand the same 
neutrality, in perpetuity, from the United 
States, with respect to transit across the 
American continent. ‘For self-protection 
to her own interests, the United States, in 
the first instance, asserts her right to control 
the Isthmus transit; secondly,she,by such con- 
trol, assures that absolute neutralization of 
the canal, as respects European powers, 
which can in no other way, be certainly at- 
tained and “ lastingly assured.”. The United 
States government in these instructions, in 
brief, assert that the Americans are the domi- 
nent and mean to be the controlling nation 
on this continent. They form a most import- 
ant State paper, and the subjects discussed 
therein, are certain to lead to much, and 
probably angry controversy, and trouble if 
none of the nations, whose interests are con- 
cerned, will back down. 

Reminiscence. 

We are sorry to hear of the death of Sam- 
‘uel Lapthorn, Esq., late Surveyor to Lloyd's 
Register of British and Foreign Shipping, at 
the port of St. John and Chatham, in Glas- 
gow on the 25th ult. It is severaljyears now 
since Mr. Lapthorn left St. John, for the old 
tountry, but many will remember him with 
esteem, as a most efficient officer, and with 
mingled pleasure and respect as a most cour- 
teous and kindly gentleman, He was from 
Devonshire and a good specimen of the 
sturdy but genial Englishman. Twenty 
years ago, he was located at Miramichi with 
his residence ia Douglastown.

Province Notes. 

The St. Croix Courier urges the people of 
St. Andrews to be up and doing to prevent 
the threatened removal of the machinery 

works on the N. B. & C, Railway from that 
town to McAdam Junction. The Junction 
has the advantage of centrality of position, 

but, the town can provide cheap labor, and 
houses for the workmen, It counsels the 

people to offer a bonus to the company for 
the creation of new perpamanent works on 
the old site. 

It says, that work has been commenced on 
a short extension of the Grand Southern 
Railway, from the present terminus to Ledge 
Road ; with the exception of that the whole 
line is now ballasted and in perfect running 

order ; the trains are making good time. It 
also gives currency to a report that the omini- 

vorous railway king Jay Gould has purchased 

the road. 
The Chiynecto Post gives an encouraging 

account of “the hum” in Sackville. A re- 

porter interviewed the proprietors or man- 
agers of the “Sackville Foundry,” * Colonial 

Foundry,” “ Ayer's Larakin Factory,” and the 

“Sackville Boot and Shoe Factory,” and they 
are told the same story. In 1878-9, the de- 
pression was great, sales slow, and the 
factories were shut down for four months or 

so out of the twelve. Since 1880, the im- 

provement has been very great. Though the 
tariff has increased the cost of coal and iron,

articles that the manufacturers are enabled

fourteen head to compete at Montreal this 
week. A pair of two year old steers from 

Mr. J. L. Black, weighed 3,600 Ibs. One of 
them was pronounced by the purchaser the 
finest steer in Canada. It adds, * those 

sales, as well as the prizes offered, are a hint 
to cattle raisers that there is money in well 

formed and good conditioned cattle ! 

The Amherst Gazette rejoices that im- 

proved lamps, double in number, have been 
placed on some of the I. C. R. trains. The 
same improvement should be Introduced on 
all provincial trains, It is dismal to sit in 

darkness visible, through a long journey. 

A crowded and interested meeting was 
held, in Amherst, on Monday, to promote 

the construction of a ship railway across the 
Isthmus of Chignecto. The chairman, Sena- 

tor Dickey, contended that there was no 
great difficulty in the way of constructing 
such a work, and that it was an immediate 

necessity, Mr, Ketchum, the promoter, ex- 

plained the project, and said it was only 

proposed to carry, by the railway, vessels of 

the propeller class, of about 1000 tons burden 
with cargoes. A number of speakers ad- 

dressed the meeting in favor of a ship railway 
and the Cape Tormentine railway in connec- 

tion with it. Resolutions were passed to 

that effect, and for petitions requesting the 
Government to aid the project.

A Scene in the “Holy City.” 

A correspondent of the London Z7umes 

gives a detailed description of * Kairwan” 

“the city of Victory,” held sacred by the Ma- 
homedans, and which for twelve centuries 

had not been entered by infidels, until French 
soldiers of the Tunisian expedition marched 
through it'on the 27th of October last. He 
gives an account of the horrible rites of a 
very remarkable association of Mahomedan 
fanatics, “the Aissai” who believe in the 
saving efficacy of religious frenzy and bodily 
tortures, while their Sheiks are supposed to 
exercise a mesmeric influence over their fol- 

lowers. He attended a meeting of the 
brotherhood, and saw a number of the most 

skillful of them, before a large audience go 
through their various selfinflicted tortures.— 
A circle of musicians grouped in the centre 

of the building around the Sheik began play- 
ing a slow and monotonous tune on small 

earthenware drums and tambourines, gradu- 
ally increasing its cadence, until most of the 

devotees commenced to bow their heads and 

shout a sort of chorus. A long line of men 
and boys was soon formed across the hall, 

who swayed their bodies to and fro, keeping 
time to the music. Suddenly, one after an- 
other, they began to throw off their clothes 

and imitate the cries and movements of wild 
beasts. Then a Tunisian soldier seized a 

sword and began slashing himself across the 
stomach, the blood flowing freely. A second 

placed a long iron prong against his side, 

while one of the Sheik’s assistants forced its 
points into his flesh with blows of a mallet. 
Another pushed an iron skewer through his 

cheek ; while a fourth perforated the flesh of 
both shoulders with daggers. A large glass 
bottle was broken into pieces and devoured, 

scores of nails were greedily swallowed, 
then three branches of the thorny prickly 
pear were eaten up in as many minutes by a 
score of pretended camels. As the frenzy of 

the Aissassiwin increased, it sometimes re- 
quired four mer to hold a more than ordi- 

narily excited disciple, who only regained con- 

sciousness, after the Sheik had placed bis 
hands on his forehead, and bad said a certain 

formula in his ear. At the end of an hour a 
living sheep was thrown into the middie of 
the room. It was skinned, torn in pieces, 
and its still quivering flesh devoured in less 
than ten minutes.

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A Great Paper, 

In the last fifteen or twenty years a won- 
derful improvement has taken place in the 
size, volume, and varied contents of the great 
English written dailies. They are now, 
really, epitomes of the daily history of the 
world. No paper, now stands head and 
shoulders above the rest, as the London 
Times, did at one time in England. The multi- 
plication of able papers, has diminished its 
influence. It can no longer be called the 
“Thunderer” save out of courtesy to a past 
reputation, but still, in some ways, it is 
ahead of all the dailies. The Times of 18th 
ult., (which come by late mail) is in appear- 
ance and volume, the finest we have ever 
seen. It is printed on first rate large white 
paper, in fine clear type, and is a sixteen page 
issue, seven and a half pages are given to ad- 
vertisements, and the rest to editorials, cor- 
respondence and telegraphic dispatches from 
all parts of Europe and many parts of Asia, 
Africa and America, law reports, news of the 
day, etc., and a well executed map of Ger- 
many, showing the electoral divisions. In 

appearance the 7imes we think, is incompar- 
ably superior to any of the great U. S. dail- 
ies, but it is too solid and heavy to smt Ame- 
ricans, who are more mercurial than news- 
paper reading Englishmen, and who like 
something more spicy, personal, brief, and 
less labored than is to be found in its col- 
umns. The Times is a first rate representa- 
tive of English jsolidity, and respectability, 
and really impresses one with the sense of 
the greatness of England.

The Vienna Holocast, 
—— 

The catastrophe at Vienna was so tremen- 

dous that a more extended account than that 

given by us last week, will be, no doubt, 
acceptable to our readers who have not had 

access to fuller informution. 

“The Ring Theatre, was well adapted to 
furnish the scene for cuch a catastrophe. It 
was the most beantiful and popular place of 
amusement in Vienna, but its beauty was 
produced by the lavish use of the materials 
best suited to spread a fire, and in the ar- 
rangements for entrance and exit it was a 
veritable death-trap. It had four galleries, 
access to which was gained by narrow, tortu- 
ous staircases, dimly lighted by flickering 
gas-Jets and unless one was acquainted with 
the passages he would easily lose himself in 
an attempt to leave the theatre under ordin- 
ary circumstances. The manager was re- 
quired by law to have oil lamps in these 
passages, to be used in the event of the gas 
being cut off, but he neglected to do so, and 
the result was that the panic-stricken erowd 
struggled vainly in the darkness to escape 
from the burning building.” : 
“The theatre was pretty well filled, but hap- 

pily not entirely crowded® A considerable 
number of people were still in the foyer and 
dressing rooms, and a dense mass of carriages 
occupied the Schooten Ring. It had just 
commenced to snow, and in the auditorium 
of the theatre there was the usual bustle be- 
fore the commencement of the performance. 
People were walking up and down looking 
for their places, and the noise of turning 
down of seats was heard on. all sides. The 
boxes wera still empty, but the balcony and 
galleries were well filled. On the stage 
everything was in a state of activity and 
hustle. Workmen were removing ° the 
scenery, &c. Offenbach’s comic opera, Les 
Contes de Hoffmann,” was to’ be performed 
for the second time. How the fire commenc- 
ed cannot be deflnitely stated, and probably 
it will never be known. Director Helmes- 
berger, who stood upon the stage, was the 
first ome to notice the fire. In a moment 
after the ¢ fies ’ were wrapped in flames, and 
the net work of wood ropes and canvas was 
burning like tinder. The people on the 
stage were stupified with fear at first, and 
they speedly took to flght in most terrible 
confusion towards the ladies’ dressing rooms 
on the left of the stage, where a small stair- 
case led to the Hohenstanperg-trasse. Ina 
moment the curtain flew up, and the draught 

tongue it darted back and forth from the 
auditorium to the stage. The fire hecame 
master of Ring Theatre. ¢ Fire,” ¢ fire,’ ¢ the 
Ring Theatre is on fire, was the cry that 
went from mouth to mouth. On the Ring- 
strasse the flames were already bursting 
through the roof, and cries such as Vienna 
never heard before filled the wir. They 
seemed not like the cries of human beings, 
but such woeful accents as can be heard only 
in a death struggle. The scene was indescrib- 
able. All those inside the fated building 
were pushing their way toward the street, 
which was densely crowded at all points. 
The audience from the theatre struggled and 
crushed each other in the peristyle and foyer, 
and confusion reigned supreme. Suddenly 
cries were hoard from the windows of the 
theatre leading te the Ring. The balcony 
over the entrance was soon emptied, and the 
cries of those at the windows and of those 
within the theatre were awful and swelled 
louder and louder. The mass of the people 
in the streets was growing denser constantly. 
An account states that :—* To look at the 

dead bodies in the Morgue and at the 
Krankenhaus told more of the terrible death 
which the victims met than the report that 
any eye-witness has yet given. Some ap- 
peared to have died from suffocation alone. 
Two beautiful girls were there with their 
faces scarcely discoloured, looking as if they 
were only asleep. Another youthful female 
figure lay there, only one charred stump of 
her neck remaining, while her body and 
lower extremities were untouched. The Linen 
of her underclothing was as spotless white as 
when on the afternoon of the fatal day she 
dressed herself for the play. Most of the better 
preserved bodies show one arm uplifted as if | 

| struggling for freedom, while the other hand | 
was closely pressed to the mouth to exclude 
the destroying breath of the fire. Others | 
had the heads and upper part of the bodies 
without disfigurement while the feet and 
legs were charred off. Other victims were re~ 
presented by the trunk alone, the heads, feet, 
and legs missing entirely. The other bodies 
retain the form of the last desperate struggle, 
tho features expressing the final cramp of 
agony. Others were fair women, some with 
diamond rings still glittering on their fingers. 
The only objects by which they can possi- 
bly be recognized have been trampled to 
death and then partly consumed by the fire. 
Some had their skulls crushed in and 

limbs distorted and broken. From others 
the bowels protruded, a horrifying sight. But 
why continue the ghastly list ? 
At the burial service, the cathedral was 

entirely draped in blach and the catafalque 
erected, which was surrounded with exotic 
plants and candles. The clergy entered the 
cathedral in procession, followed by the 
Crown Prince, the Archdukes, and the mem-
