Incendiary Fires.

Bold and open incendiarism made its
ap})earance here again last week, and it was
only by the prompt and efficient work of the
firemen that prevented much loss of pro-
g‘erty from fires during the past few days.

he first attempt was made to fire a house
vext below the City Treasurer’s residence,
Charlotte street, last Wednesday night, be-
longing to Daniel Kenny, when a quantity of
paper and rags, saturated with kerosene, and
lighted, was placed against the building but
fortunately discovered before the fire had
gained much headway.

Thursday evening, about seven oclock, the
fire brigade was called out to quell a fire on
Regent Street, bat the incendaries there had
made sure work, and before the fire could be
commanded, two houses, belonging to Mrs.
O'Brien and Patrick Hurley, wers nearly de-
stroyed. Mr. Hurley was insured for $400
in the North British and Mercantile, J. L.
Inches, agent, and Mrs. ('Brien was unin-
sured.

On Saturday night about eight o'clock, fire
was discovered in Geo. Lee’s barn, West-
morland street, also clearly the work of an
incendiary, but it was put out speedily with
only nominal damage. So great was the
insecurity felt by citizens in that locality that
night, that precautions were taken for moy-
ing valuables and in one case at least, parties
were partially packed up. Again about 4
o'clock Sunday morning, P, Driscoll’s barn,
Northumberland street, was fired, Post-
master McPeake, who lives opposite, dis-
covering the flames, however, before they
had secured much of astart. Still again, on
Sunday night, just when people were at tea,
the fire alarm rang out, and hundreds of
citizens rushed to Regent street, where
Daniel Kenny’s barn was in flames, and be-
yond control. Its contents of hay, grain,
ete., were also Jost. No insurance. While
this fire was in progress the Silsby Company,
with their engine, were kept in readiness at
the Lagine House in case of an outbreak
elsewhere.
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SERIOUS RAILWAY ACCIDENT,

Two Trains Collide on the Maine
Central.

A railway collision, which might have re-
sulted in an alarming loss of life, but which
happily caused only quite serious injury to
several passengers, occurrsd on the Maine
Central Railway at Lincoln Station last
Wednesday about noon. The regular ex-
press train from Bangor to St. John had just
drawn up at the station, when a special train,
with a number of railway officials aboard,
came in the same direction around a curve at
a speed of forty miles an hour, and. almost
before proper algrm could be given, collided
with the rear of the regular, telescoping the
second-class van, which was the last car
with the first-class and smoker with the
engine of the special. Fortunarely there
were few passengers in the second-class car,
but thcse who were there, with a dozen of
the first~class passengers, were more or less
injured, among them, Mr, J. P. Tuck, Pho-
tographer, formerly of this city,
leg and arms bruised somewhat® My, Tuck-
er, Superintendent of the road, was one of
those on board the special, and he received

uite serious jnjurious. Mrs. A, F. Ran-

The Depth of the Sea.

The real depth of the sea, can now, by
means of the ingenious instruments devised
for the purpose, he ascertained with a reason-
able degree of certainty. It has thus been
shown that the Baltic, between Sweden and

*| Norway is 125 feet deep ; the Adriatic, be-

tween Venice and Trieste, 130 ; the English
Channel, 300 : the Irish Sea, in the south-
western part, 2,000 , the Mediterranean, east
of Gibraltar, 2,000; off the coast of Spain,
6,200 ; by the Cape of Good Hope, 15,500.
The basin of the southern hemisphere dip
and rise alternately from the equator towards
the poles, causing very unequal depths of
water. Capt. Ross’ famous experiment in
this way is probably familiar to all. By
throwing over a heavy weight to which a
small line was attached, he succeeded in
penetrating about 27,000 feet, when the
weight broke off without touching the bot-
tom. It is well-known, however, that great-
er oceanic depths than this have of late years
been reached, and even during the explor-
ation of the Gulf Stream, under Maury,
soundings of the ocean were made to the
depth of 34,200 feet, or more than six statute
miles—a vast depth, indeed, and greater, it
may be said, than the elevation of any
mountain above the surface.
