Pure Water for Hogs.

Swine are subject to the same laws
Ithat govern the health of other ani-
'mals. Vegetable and animal matters,
in a decaying state, when introduced
into the system, are detrimental to
bealth. Such matters are readily in-
troduced with water, being taken
directly into the stomach, soon pass

source of disease. Kxperience and
observation have convinced us that a
large per cent of swine disease is pro-
duced by the disease germs being
carried into the stomach in foul water.
It is now believed that this, aud many
(other diseases, are due to minute
organism, so low in the scale of
‘organic life, that it is diffieult to say
whether they are vegetable or animal’;
they are known by the general name
of “diseaso germs.” The vitality of
these germs is not great, except when
perserved, as it isin water containing
organic substances. In the water of
pools, ditches and ponds, their vitality
is preserved for some time. If hogs
are forced to drink such water, they
take into their bodies the seeds of
disease.

In August hogs suffer most from
'unwholesome water. During this
' month they require much. water, and
it is more essential that it be pure than
(during any other time of the year.
' The sun is hot, the air dry, and the
 earth parched ; the hog has a compact
' body, formed largely of fat, small
:Iimbs imbedded in masses of fat, and
' with its nostrils near the ground.
' It inhales dast, which in part consists

of decaying vegetables. Kverything
' conspires to produce a feverish state
of body, and a great thirst, to be al-
‘layed only by large quantities of cold
' wuter. But water frem creeks, ponds,
‘and the like, are at this season of the
'year the most heated. The greatest
fatality among swine is in September
‘and October. As the period from the
‘inception of the disease to its fatal
termination is from thirty to forty
'days, it would appear that the disease
| germs are most often taken into the
body of the animal in August.

The Origin of Wheat.

Whether any of our cereals have
ever been found in a perfectly wild or
native state, is still an unsettled point.
Some claim that wheat has been met
with in parts of Asia where it could
not have been introduced, but this is
doubted by others. Botanists have
'long discussed the question of its ori.
' gin, somo insisting that all our num-
‘erous varieties came from a single
original species, while others suppose
there were several such species, and
'that these had become extinet, or still
remained unrecognized.  Several
years ago a gardener in the south of
France, named Fabre, professed to
have discovered the real source of
wheat. He experimented with a
common wild grass of the country,
which, by successive yearly sowings
produced wheat as good as the aver-
age kinds. This announcement ex-
cited great interest, and directed the
attention of experimenters to the
grass, which acquired new distinction
as the parent of the most important
cereal. The grass, formerly known
as Agilops ovata, (it has lately been
united with the wheat genus, Zriticum)
is common all through the Mediterra-
'nean region, but o unimportant that
it does not appear to have a common
name. Though the height varies
from four to twelve inches. Some ex-
' perimenters, among whom was Dunal,
the botanist, claimed to have contirm-
ed Fabre’s results, and were strong
advocates of this as the origin of
' wheat. Godron, a man of science at
' Tontpelier, suspected that this alleged
'conversion of the grass was due to its
' hybridization by the pollen of true

wheat, and afterwards proved this to
'be so by direct experiment. The
|view that #gilops is the origin of
| wheat is now generally abandoned,
' though there are a few who still
'adhere to it. While the grass lost in-
(terest as the parent of wheat, it
acquired another distinction in afford-
ing the first instance in which hybrid-
lizing was known to have oeccured

spontaneously between species of
grass.— American Agriculturist.

| The Care of Horses.

. There is a great deal to be learned
‘about taking care of horses by our
farmers during winter months. Oaur
climate is rigid, and if the truth was
' known more horses are killed every
' year through carelessness than by old
age or hard work. At this time of
the year there are a great number of
horses dying—and it is so every
' year—and it all for want of proper
‘care. There is a great abuse of far-
mers’ horses in winter, especially
when marketing. For instance, they
are driven a long distance with heavy
'loads and on bad roads; they are
halted at wayside inns and allowed to
remain outside without any shelter
for ten or fifteen minutes, not even
blankets or anything else; then a
lot of cold water is given them, and
again the animals are driven off at
high speed, and are again drawn up
at another stopping place, heated and
sweating, and allowed to remain out
without blanket or anything to cover
them. This treatment not only
\destroys a horse’s constitution, but it
is inhuman ; and really this treatment
of horses can be seen every day of the
year. Take our markets again for
example, and here are horses standing
for hours with loads of produce on
our principal markets without blankets
oranything else to protect them. We
‘can safely say that there is more
'horseflesh sacrificed every year by
 the lack of proper attention to horse
hygiene by farmers than would pay a
'big per centage of the profits of the

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Butter Factory in Winthrop, Me.

A correspondent of the Maine Far-
mer, writes from Winthrop, Me., on
the 28th Nov., on the butter factory
recently established in that placo.
We give the article entire, so that
our readers may form their own eon-
clasions. He says:—

The good old town of Winthrop
bas long been noted for the many fine
dairies within its limits, and for the
oxcellence of its dairy products. Tt
has been heralded far and wide as the
‘ headquarters of the Jersey cow ; in-
deed to such an extent, it has become
quite fashionable to refer to the
Maine State Jersey stock, as the
“ Winthrop Jerseys.” The herds
throughout the town are largely
thoroughbred and grade Jerseys, and
bave been bred with strict reference
to the production of fine butter; and
it is this fact mainly, that has given
80 wide reputation for excellence to
both her butter and cheese.

Since the establishment of the
cheese factory, and through its sue-
cessful operations, the number of cows
in town have incrcased nearly fifty
per cent.; farmers finding more pro-
fit from their dairy stock than for-
merly, when they were making cheese
during the hot months by the old
methods. This has led directly to
the establishment of the butter fac-
tery. With the increased number of
cows it became a serious question

Improvement in Farm

| How much easier and better does
the farmer do his work now than he
did in tho days of his great-grand-
| father. To be sure, there were as good
crops raised then as now, but the
land was new and crops wounld grow
wherever planted, Bat times have
changed. Horse power takes the
place of human labor in nearly all of
the work done on the farm. I have
in my possession an old-fashioned
three-tined dung tork, with iron
-enough about it for a set of horse
shoes, and a hay fork one hundred
and twenty years old, made by a
country blacksmith of course, and a
very heavy, clumsy instrument it is.

and he would think the barn was a
meeting house, and shake his head
when told the cows made two pounds
of butter a day, and say, “I don’t
know, I don’t know.” Surely when

It was alen found
by observing farmers, that by means
of the increased herds, their farms
were being improved, better crops
raised, and money was plentier with
them. Of course, under this state of
things, no thought of receding from
this vantage ground could be enter- !
tained by progressive farmers, and |
the subject became prolific of talk,
neighbor with neighbor, every point
pro and con being discussed and in-
vestigated, until sufficient enthusiasm
had generated to take the matter
before the farmers club and the “Far-
mers’ Institute,” where a thorough
discussion of the theoretical and prac-
tical béarings of the business, was
particpated in by those having know-
ledge in relation to it. A public
meeting was called, to which all far-
mers and others interested were in-
vited, a thorough canvass made, re-
vealing a general conviction that the
establishment of a butter factory in
connection with the cheese factory
was demanded, also a willingness on
the part of dairymen to becomes pat-
rons.

At this juncture of affairs, the
“ Winthrop Dairying Association ”
took the matter in hand, called a
meeting of their association, and vot-
ed an increase of stock sufficient to
furnish funds to build a basement
under their cheese factory, and equip
it for the manufacture of butter, thus
bringing the manufacture of both
butter and cheese under one and the
same management, and securing to
the farmers a continuous factory
system through the entire year, for
working up the milk of their cows in
the best possible manner. One of the
most potent arguments in favor of the
factory, was the fact constantly pre- |
sented by the prices current, by quo-
tations and by uctual sales, that
creamery butter was pressing the very
best dairy articles out of the markets,
and bringing an advance of from five
to eight eents per pound more, The
fact also, that the product of western
creameries could be transported 1000
to 1500 miles, and sold in our mar-
kets for a larger price than our best
dairies, mede the matter g0 plain to
the intelligent farmer, that no further
argument was needed.

The association selected Mr. Rutillas
Alden, one of the largest and most
successful of Winthrop dairymen to
visit the butter factories of Massachu-

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Packing Butter in Crocks.

The partial loss of a crock of our .
own best butter the past season or,
what was about the same, the loss of
its flavor and the consequent old taste,
bas led to the looking into the matter,
and the supposed perfect glazing of
the crock was found to be pierced with
a great number of most minute holes,
the result in some way of the burning.
This let the air into the mass of but-
ter or, what was worse, the inside
material of the crock simply acted as
a sponge, and the finer aromatic oils
of the butter were absorbed through
these minute holes into the clay out-
side layer of butter was ruined, leav-
ing but a core of good butter in the
centre of the crock. No poorer article
was over invenfed in which to pack
butter than a poor crock, one either
imperfectly glazed or a “second”
that contains ecracks, * blisters’ or |
scalded off places. When the glazing
is perfeet, or glass-like, absorption
cannot take place, but uniess it is per-
fect there is a great liability of a loss
in aroma and texture, and what was
put down as yellow butter will be
taken up with edges bleached out and
the flaver gone. If a broken crock is
examined it will be found that the|
glazing at best is not thicker than a
film, and might be easily destroyed
by the action of the oil and the acids

Shoulder Lameness.

!

. Shoulder lameness of horses is not
of nearely so frequent occurrence as
15 generally imagined ; but sometimes
| the difficulty in ascertaining the real
seat of lameness, when sitnated in tho
foot, has occasioned many an ignorant
smith to refer the complaint to the
shoulder ; and the poor animal has in
consequence been doomed to undergo
the painful operations of blistering,
firing' and rowelling. It is of con-
 siderable importance, therefore, to be
‘able to distinguish sprains of the
shoulders from other ailments. Mis-
takes will seldom occur if attention
be paid to the following symptoms:
When a horse is lame in the shoulder
he drags his toe along the ground,
from inability of the muscles of the
shoulder to lift the foot from the
ground. If he lifts his foot high, the
shoulder can not be much effected.
On walking down hill, he catches up
the leg with considerable quickness.
He will frequently stumble on going
up hill, and will make a shorter step
with the lame leg than with the other.
e goes equally lame on soft or hard
ground, which is not the case when
the lameness is in the foot. In
shoulder lameness there is no dif-
ference in the temperature of the two
fore feet.— Breeder's Gazette.

To test the Health of a Cow or
Horse.

In horses the pulse at rest beats
forty times, in an ox from fifty to
fifty-five, and in sheep and pigs about
seventy to eighty beats per minute.
It may be felt wherever a big artery
crosses a bone for instance. It is
generally examined in the horse on
the cord which crosses over the bone
of the lower jaw in front of its curved
position, or in the bony ridge above
the eye, and in cattle over the middle
of the first rib, and in sheep by
placing the hand over the left side,
where the beating of the heart may
Ary material variations of

' the pulse from the figures given above

may be considered as asign of dis-
ease. If rapid, hard and full, it is an
indication of high fever or inflam-
mation ; if rapid, small and weak,
low fever, loss of blood or weakness.
If slow, the possibilities point to brain
disease, and if irregular, to heart
troubles. This is one of the principal
and sure tests of the health of an ani-
inal.—American Farmer.
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There are many things about the
kitchen or garden that could be util-
ized in one way or another for poultry
that often go into the swill tub or
gutter. If a little labor be expended
on their preparation, there is no
better food. The potato and turnip
parings boiled, and while hot
thoroughly mashed and mixed with
meal, drippings, meat scraps, soups
and stale bread crumbs, will be found
a cheap and valuable food, In cold
weather and during confinement these
articles will supply the place of in-
sect and green food, and as most of
the refuse from the table is of the
best quality, thoroughly cooked and
seasoned, it makes a very appetizing
mess for the fowls.

large cistern outside the building.
The engine is four horse power
machine, connected with a six horse
power boiler, intended to furnish all
the power for driving machinery, also
steam for heating purposes.

There are two cream tempering
vats, holding 150 gallons each, so
arranged that the temperature of the
cream can be controlled by the
operator during the tempering pro-
cess, and when in proper condition
can be drawn directly into the churn.

There is no driving of the flock of
sheep in Spain.

One or more of the dogs,
with large collars, armed with spikes,
in order to protect them from the
wolves, precede the flock ; others skirt
it on either side, and some bring up
the rear.
