The Oueen Hotel Fire. 

buildings attached to the Queen Hotel about 
four o'clock on Friday morning, the origin of 
which remains a mystery. Before the alarm 
was sounded, the fire with surprising rapidity 
had enveloped the Queen Hotel barn, car- 
riage house, ice house, wood shed, fowl 
house, and the store houses of Jos. Myshrall 
and Marshall Richey in Mpyshrall's Alley. 
Soon the firemen had five splendid streams 
playing on different points of the fire, con- 
fining it to the buildings attacked, but it was 
soon discovered that the ell of the Queen was 
in flames inside, and for a time the entire 
hotel was threatened. But the abundant 
water supply and the well directed efforts of 
the firemen speedily controlled the flames 
here, not, however, before the ell had been 
pretty thoroughly gutted and the main house 
considerably damaged by water. Very little 
of the furniture and bedding in the ell was 
destroyed, but it was much damaged, and in 
the main house most of the damage was done 
in getting the furniture out. 
The losses include the complete destruc- 

tion of the Queen Hotel barn, in which two 
cows and some poultry perished, the carriage 
house and harness room, in which several 
setts of harness were destroyed, the ice house, 
where £300 worth of butter and fowls were 
stored, the woodshed and serious damage to 
the ell, Myshrall’s storehouse, in which Mrs, 
Campbell's carriages, sleighs and harnesses 
were stored, one each of the former being 
lost, and Richev’s store house, in the upper 
flat of which Wm. S. Gones, livery stable 
keeper, lost carriages valued at $1000; John 
Orr's carriages in the lower flat were got out 
without much damage. The damage to the 
Queen buildings is the loss of Wm. Wheeler, 
and amounts to $3000. He was uninsured. 
The lesee of the hotel, John A. Edwards, 
estimates the damage to his furniture and 
the destruction of his stock at about the same 
amount. He was insured in the Etna and 
Fire Association, John Black, Agent, for 
$3000. Mr. Myghrall bad 8300 in the North 
British and Mercantile, J. L. Inches, Agent. 
Mr. Richey had $400 in the Central. Mrs. 
Campbell's loss was covered by insurance in 
the North British and Mercantile, but Mr. 
Gonce, like Mr. Wheeler, was uninsured. 
The new water system proved itself the 

saviour of a large amount of property, as the 
fire would undoubtedly have spread to ad- 
joining wooden buildings but for the fine 
streams the firemen were able to direct on 
the burning buildings. 1t is needless to add 
that the citizens present, were unanimous in 
commendation of the system. ;

Moore, Chairman of the 
Fire Committee, worked bravely and well, 
although suffering intensely from the cold. 
There was not a man in the force whose 
clothes were not as stiff as an icicle, before he 
had been to work very many minutes.
