The Duty on Agricultural Implements

The oppositien papers have raised, without
reason, & hue and cry, regarding the contem=
plated advancs of the duty upon agricultursl
implements, and endeavor to make it appear
that the advance will be a burden to the far-
mers of the Maritime Provinces. That this
:annot be the result, all intelligent farmers
‘tnow, for since the opening up of trade with
the upper Provinces by the construction of
the Intercelonial Railway, the Western Cana-
lian Manufacturers have secured all the
t'ade, beyond the ability of local manufac-
rurers to control, and which before was con-
‘rolled by Americans, They did this under
v 173 per cent. tariff, and they would have
done it at a free rate, since the prices for the
«ame implements are as low, and in some
instances lower, in Canada, than in the United
States, either at wholesale or retail. The
eason for this, lies in the fact, that the num-
rer engaged in agricultural implement manu-
facturing in Canada, is very much greater
oroportionately than in the United States.
and competition thus being keen, prices
are kept down, This is proved by the fact
that although, in almost all branches of manu-
facture, prices have advanced during the
past few years in keeping with the general
prosperity of the country, mowing machines,
horse rakes, reapers, and the better qualities
of ploughs and harrows, we are assured by
the largest importing firm in this line in the
Maritime Provirces, Messrs. Johnston & Co.,
are sold to-day, throughout the Province, at
no advance over prices ruling five and eight
vears ago, mowing machines and rakes being
actually cheaper now, than at that time while
the quality of both articles, have materially
improved,

The Toronto Globe in a recent issue, ac-
knowledges that agricultural implements in
quantities worthy of notice have not been im-
ported into Ontario from the United States
for a number of years, and that if farmers suf-
fer at all by the advance in the duty, it can
possibly be only those of Manitoba and the
Northwest. Instead of our farmers feeling
the effects of the advance, as opposition jour-
nals would try to make them believe, it is
more than likely that the sharp competition
among Western manufacturers to supply the
demand that has sprung up by the develop-
ment of the great North-West will reduce
the price in all the Provinces.

As in all new countries, those first in the
field, prepared to do business with a good
stock of materials, will reap rich rewards,
but the demand in such countries being al-
ways greater than the supply, the impetus
to the trade, will bring other manufacturers
into the business. Sharper competition must
follow, and the natural result of that, reduc-
tion of prices; and thus the aim of the

National Policy, to encourage our own indus-

tries, will be realized, and the country will

be benefited directly and indirectly.

A Mistaken Policy.

It is to be regretted, that Mr. Blair's party
in the recent election, intreduced into the
contest, Dominion issues, with which oar
local politics can possibly have no affinity.
The fact cannot be disguised that through
this means the Attorney-General secured the
active support of our large lumber operators,
wbko were induced to throw the weight of
thelr influence for Mr. Blair, because of his
announced antipathy to the present Domi-
nion Government. Mr. Blair on the hust-
ing, Nomination Day, sounded the key note,
and his friends throughout the constituency
took it up. The personal influence of the
Dominion M. P. for York, and of those re=-
presenting adjoining counties, belonging to
the same party, was strongly exerted in Mr.
Blair's bebalf, and told heavily in the result
of the election. It was a charge against the
late Government, that they imported into the
local arena, questions with which the federal
parliament alone have to deal, but so far as
this County is concerned, at least, such a
charge was entirely groundless. It remained
for Mr. Blair, of whose Government four
gentlemen—two of them holding important
portfolios—are staunch Liberal Conserva-
tives, to introduce a change which neither
party in Dominion politics in York will
justify. If in Oantario, they fight loeal
battles on Dominion questions, and if in
Quebec and Nova Scotia and P. E. Island,
the example is followed, that is no reason
why in New Brunswick, the matters with
which our Legislators have to deal, should
not be considered simply on their merite, and
without regard to what the individual mem-
bers, Dominion bearing may be. We believe
the attempt of the Attorney-General will
fail, as it ought to fail, and that future elec-
tions in this constituency, will turn alone on
questions with which the Local Legislature

bas authority, notwithstanding some poli-
tician in dire distress, may seek to introduce
foreign elements into the contest.

Mr. Wm. Lawlor, who has the contract
for the erection of the proposed new Pres.
byterian Church in this city, will resume
work thereon, about the 20th May, and will
bave the whole work finished by the close of
the year. The contract price is $18,500 ts
include a complete building except the in-
terior furnishings, During the winter at South
Bay, St. John Co., Mr. Lawlor has had eight
or ten men employed dressing the lime stone
of which the church will be built and which is

quarried there. Already two schooner loads
are ready for shipment and will be forwarded
here as soon as the River opens. Mr. Law-
lor has also made arracgements with the
Dobson Quarrying Co., Dorchester, for the
freestone to be used in trimming, which will
be shipped direct by schooners as soon as
possible. This material is from the same
quarry as that used in the construction of the
Parliament Buildings, Twenty men will be
employed at the outset on the chureh, and
the work possibly will be done under Mr.
Lawlor’s direct personal supervision. The
foundation and basement are already pre-
pared, and the work will be forwarded with
all despatch, Mr. Lawlor having a reputation
for promptness and reliability in everything
he undertakes. At present he is rushing
along the erection of the Marine Iogspital at
St. John, which he contracted for last au-
tuma for the sum of $25,000. The building
is now being plastered, and will be finished
by the last of June. The Parliament Build-
ings, the new wings on the Dorchester Peni-
tentiary and Lunatic Asylum, and numerous
other of our most elegant public and private
ouildings throughout the Province, are monu-
ments to Mr. Lawlor’s ability as a eontractor,
and St. Paul's Church, his latest undertaking,
when completed will further testify to that
ability.

Prof. Foster in Parliament.

New Brunswickers, regardless of party alli-
ance, feel proud of the prominent position
already taken by Prof. Foster, M. P. for
Kings, in the debates of the House of Com-
mons. In the budget debate, the Professor
made a most eloguent and argumentative
speech, which has placed him in the front
rank of Parliamentary orators. At its close,
says an Ottawa telegram, “ he was warmly
cheered, and many members, including Sir
Leonard Tilley and other Ministers, con-
gratulated him. It is regarded by many, as
the finest speech delivered during the present
sassion of Parliament.”

Mr. Thos. White, the leading journalist
of Canada and himself a prominent member
of Parliament, says in the Montreal Gazette
of Mr. Foster's speech :—

“ This evening will be long remembered by
those who attended the house, as that in
which a man, young in years and destitute
of parliamentry experiences, by a single
speech, earned for himself the distinction of
the first orator in the Canadian House of
Commons. Such an honor, without exagger-
ation, was earned to-night by Mr. Foster, of
King’s, N. B. The Parliament of Canada,
sinee the death of Mr. Howe, has known no
orater in the true sense of the term. Able de-
baters have held, and still hold, a place in it
—men of logical mind, of legal acumen, with
great reasoning powers, fully developed,
thoroughlv acquainted with the political his-
tory of the country, and versed in the state-
craft—but no man since Mr. Howe’s death,
until the entrance of Prof. Foster into
political life, could lay claims to the posses-
sion of true oratorical powers, ripened by long
practice in public speaking, aided and de-
veloped by classical education and matured
scholarship. With his mastery of language,
Mr. Foster bas a thorough knowledge of the
subjects of which he treats, a deep and earn-
est conviction of the righteousness of his
cause, and is singularly fair in his considera-
tion of party policy. His treatment of the
tinancial question this evening was a revela-
tion ; figures of arithmetic were invested with
a charm such as no man in the House has ever
before succeeded in giving dry statistics. The
speech will make a deep impression on the
country, and, if I mistake not, it will form the
text of many a hustings speech 1n the future,
and the model set to-night by Mr. Foster will
be emulated through the country in the
treatment of of fiscal and financial subjects.
