And then again I 
hear there will be no Band at the opening of 
the House.

Cropley and the Band, but I would suggest 
the want of the band may not be felt, if the 
Captain can be induced to sing his favorite 
song. [et the Captain dress up, as usual,

and just as His Honor arrives, let him strike 
up, * Good Bye, Sweet Heart Good Bye,” or 
some such popular air, and the disappoint- 
ment of the public will not be so great. Only 
let us have the Captain present, even if the 
“ Zouaves” are not there, and * you bet” the 
affair will go off all right.

THE PROVINGIAL LEGISLATURE 
To-morrow, at 3 p. »., the faithful Lords 

and Commons of New Brunswick, will be 
convened in Parliament with all the pomp, 
selemnity, and circumstance of the olden 
times, There will be the “ blare of trumpet 
and beat of drum,” the tramp of the military 
and the strains of music, (This was written 
before it was positively known there would 
not be a band present, but is considered too 
original to be left out?) when His Honor 
the Lieut. Governor attended by private 
secretary, and A, D. C. will arrive at the Par- 
liament Building to open the first session of 
the new Legislature, the popular branch of 
which was elected on the 22nd of June last. 
On the flvors of the Assembly will be gather- 
ed the youth and beauty, fashion and merit 
of the political metropolis to witness the 
opening. The ceremony will not be differen 
from the sterotyped custom, bat a greater 
interest will attach to the proceedings from 
the fact that His Honor will meet a new 
House, fresh from the constituencies. In 
the assembly will be seen many familiar 
faces of the last Legislature, but almost as 
many, new entirely to political life, and pre- 
sumably new to the arts and wiles the 
machinations and somersaults of the arena, 
into which they are about to be introduced. 
Of the assembly whose life ran out with the 
prorogation of 1882, we find again return d 
with a new trust, Hon. Messrs. Hanington, 
Landry, Perley. Adams, and Colter ; Messrs. 
Barbarie, Elder, McLellan, Blair, Leighton, 
Vail, Morton, Ryan, McManus, Gillespie, 
Lewis, Turner, Ritchie, Lynott, Thompson 
and White, (Carleton) twenty-one gentlemen 
trom whose number is missed the Hon. 
Mr. Crawford, whose sad death occurred not 
many weeks after his re-election. Turning 
to the new members, the list reads: Hon. 
Mr. McLeod, Messrs. Park, LeBlanc, Hum- 
phrey, Quinton, McAdam, Hetherington, 
Sterling, Tibbits, LaBillois, Burchill, W heten 
Black, Ellis, Mitchell, Palmer, Wetmore, 
Nadeau, Flewelling and Hibbard, twenty; 
—of whom, however, Messrs. McAdam, 
and Humphrey previously to 1878, held seats 
in the Assembly. Of the entire forty-one 
members composing the new assembly, only 
five, Messrs. Elder, Humphrey, Leighton, 
Ryan, and Hon. Mr. Perley, sat in the House 
between 1874 and 1878, so the change in its 
complexion since that time is most remark- 
able, and only eight Hon. Messrs. Landry, 
Hanington, Perley, Adams, White, Me- 
Adam, Gillespie and Vail, sat in the House 
previous to 1874. 
The position of members seats in some in- 

stances, is an interesting study, and excites 
considerable comment when compared with 
their positions last session. The most pro- 
minent change perhaps is that of Mr. Elder, 
who has crossed the floor and will sit to the 
left, and next to Mr. Blair, taking Mr. Willis 
old seat. Last winter Mr. Elder was within 
easy hailing distance of the Premier, and 
now he forms the chief support to the opposi- 
tion leader. The seats in the front row to 
the right of the Speaker occupied by Hon. 
Messrs, Fraser Wedderburn and Davidson, 
will be taken by Hons. Messrs. Hannington, 
Landry and McLeod ; Mr. Quinton succeeds 
to Hon. Mr. Marshall's seat beside Hon. Mr. 
Adams; Mr. Wetmore, will sit immediately 
behind Mr. Adams, and Hon. Mr. Colter be- 
hind Mr. Quinton; Mr. Ellis of the Globe, 
with becoming modesty, retires to the ex- 
treme rear corner of the Speakers left, where 
Mr. Hutchinson formerly sat. Mr. Park 
takes Mr. Landry's old seat and Mr. Burchill 
is out in the cold till Mr, Lynott walks into 
the Speaker's chair. 
Our limited space will permit only a brief 

glance at the changes in the Council since its 
last meeting. It now numbers sixteen mem- 
bers, leaving two vacancies caused by the 
death of the respected President, Hon. Mr. 
Seely, and the resignation of Hon. Mr, Lind- 
say. The new faces are those of Hon, 
Messrs, Davidson, Richard, Woods, Ran- 
dolph, and Hill, but on their appointment 
we paid our tribute to those gentlemen, and 
it is annecessary to add anything now. A 
leading figure in the Council, is Hon. Daniel 
Hanington, who has nearly completed a half 
century in public life, a gentleman of ripe 
experience and vast parliamentary knowledge. 
The Opposition will put up Dr. Vail for 

the Speakership, and the Government will 
put nn Mr. Lynott. 
The names of Hon. Messrs. Young, Han- 

nigton and Hamilton are mentioned in con- 
nection with the Presidency of the Legisla- 
tive Council. At the beginning of the last 
House, the same position was vacant, Hon. 
Mr. Saunders having died during the recess. 

It is understood that the Address in reply 
to the Governor's Speech will be moved by 
Mr. Wheten of Kent and seconded by Mr. 
Hibbard of Charlotte. 
Hon. Mr. Landry has summarily contra- 

dicted the report telegraphed from Ottawa, 
that he was there urging Judge Weldon's 
superannuation to make room for himself on 
the Bench. In a letter to the Globe last 
night, Mr. Landry says: “1 never at any 
time, directly or indirectly, asked for, talked 
about, hinted at, or intimated to the Ottawa 
Ministry or to any of its members the super- 
annuation of Judge Weldon.

A Survivor’s Story. 

Some of the New York paper reporters got 

hold of some of the survivors of the Cimbria 

wreck when they arrived at that port last 

week in one of tne steamers of the Hamburg- 

American Line, and the following is the 

story one cf them, Franc Pliska, a sturdy, 

good looking young fellow from Trischan, 

Bohemita, told :— 
I was asleep in the steerage of the Cum- 

bria when she was run into by the English 
vessel. The shock threw us out of our beds, 
and we found the water pouring in upon us, 
In the darkness and confusion our terror 
when the water came in was awful. I rush- 
ed up on deck and held on by the mast. 
There was a boat there hanging by its hooks, 
and I, with a number of others, got in it un- 
til it was crowded full. There was a poor 
woman beside me with two children, one un- 
der each arm, and she was all the time 
screaming to me to save her children and 
clutching me with her nands. What conld 
Ido? I could not swim, and I had very lit- 
tle hope of saving myself. We could(see the 
English vessel, the Sultan, a little way off, 
pointed right at us, for I saw both her red 
and green light. Suddenly she backed away. 
As the water rushed into our vessel through 
the big hole in the side, she settled over on 
the side where we were until the boat that 
we had got into floated and was raised up so 
that the hooks came loose, and we drifted off. 
We had no way of controlling its course, and 
the big waves pitched us about frightfully. 
A lot of people had got on the deck, and 
when the vessel settled down on her side, a 
big wave came and washed them all off into 
the water. They screamed for help, and we 
all bad made a great noise crying out for aid. 
The English vessel was close by, and those 
aboard of her must have heard our cries, but 
they turned about and went of, leaving us to 
drown. The waves carried our boat nearer 
and nearer to a great yardarm that was lean- 
ing over in the water and beating up and 
down. I saw it was likely to smash our boat 
if we were driven under it, and I threw my- 
self out into the sea. The next moment the 
beam struck the boat. turned it bottom side 
up, and all were thrown out. I, with several 
others, got hold of a rope and I climbed upon 
the beam. Saw a Frenchman climb up with 
his hands all along that rope that goes to the 
top of the mainmast. A little after the water 
got all through the vessel, and she began to 
settle back straight again, and then she sank, 
resting as evenly as if she wns sailing. Only 
the topgallant yard was out of water. As 
many as could sat upon and hung to that. As 
the time went by some of them got numbed 
with cold and weak with fatigue, and let go 
their hold or were washed loose. We clung 
there from 4.30 o'clock until 11.45 o'clock. 
Then a small sailing ship came and took off 
17 of us to Bremen, and there the steamship 
company gave us clothes and food. The 
woman with the two children I did not see 
after the boat turned over.
