The New Provinctal Secretary.

Hon. David McLellan, M. P, P, for St.
John City and County, has been selected to
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fill the positiéna of Provincial Secretary,
President of the Board of Agriculture, and
Ohairman of the Centennial Exhibition Com-
mission, vacated by Mr. Elder's death.

While everybody regards Mr, McLellan
with favor personally, there are very few
pe.ople who consider him qualified for the
responsible position of Provincial Secretary.
He has good busiress qualifications, and
generally takes a common sense view of mat-
ters that come up in the Legislature, but as
a statesman we have yet to find him capable
of grasping with any great degree of intelli-
gence questions of public importance. The
Government, however, had to take the only
material at hand, and the best evidence of
the lack of ability in their ranks is in the
choice of Mr, McLellan to succeed the late
Provincial Secretary.

Mr. Ellis’ name was prominently mentioned
as a likely candidate for the position, but
Mr. Blair would scarcely risk introducing
such a troublesome element into his already
weak combination. Mr, Ellis gives the party
enough trouble outside the administration,
but once in, his presence would likely add to
the difficulties of the situation, while Mr.
Turner would scarcely consent to sit at the
Council with Mr. Ellis who has belabored
him for exercising his influence on behalf of
Mr. Wallace in the recent Albert election.

We have not a word to say against Mr.
McLellan other than politically, but he him-
gelf will probably admit that he had no aspi-
rations to the Provincial Secretaryship, know-
ing he did net possess the qualifications, and
that his presence in the office is demanded
by party, and not Provincial exigencies. We
fear though that Mr. McLellan is not that
pure minded patriot he led people to believe
he was, for we have read somewhere that
Mr. McLellan said on the St. John hustings
that he would not accept office under any
government.

The inevitable conclusion in considering
the new appointment must be, as a contem-
porary remarks, that the material out of
which Provincial Secretaries are made is
eminently scarce in Mr, Blair's party. Mr,
McLellan can scarcely be regarded as a
worthy successqg to Saunders, and Tilley,
and Hatheway, and Beckwith, and Wed-
derburn, and Fraser, and Landry, and
Elder. The Local Government is now
weaker than ever—weaker in executive abil-
ity, and weaker in that kind of intelligence
that is demanded in men who fill high posi-
tions in the Councils of the country, Truly,
“ mediocrity elbows its way to high places
and throws its pall over the halls of the Jeg-
islatire and the administration of public
affairs.”
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The Future of New Brunswick.

Mr. John L. Harris, Ex-Mayor of Moncton
and probably the wealthiest citizen of that
town, when in Halifax recently, was inter-
viewed by the ubiquitous reporter on various
matters of public interest, and we reproduce
gome of his ‘views on questions of general
importance. Mr. Harris struck the nail on
the head pretty often, while on other points
he spoke only from a Westmorland,and there-
fore a local yiew. With regard to the Mili-
tary School for instance, Mr, Harris ought to
know, that Fredericton’s facilities in every
regard are superior to Moncton. He should
bave known too that the settlement of the
location of the School, was long ago beyond
dispute. But perhaps the Editor of the Times
is to blame for raising a tempest on the ques-
tson, perhaps to shield his neglect ia not agi-
tating at the proper time, when he must know
he is engaged in a vain effort to secure the
school for Moncton.

Mr. Harris discussed with the reporter the
National Policy and its beneficial effects, and
the conversation naturally turned to Mr. Gib-
son’s great Cotton Mill project, which is
making York a centre of attraction.

“ You will remember,” said Mr. Harris,
“that Alex. Gibson is just commencing a
$1,000,000 Cotton Mill in York ceunty. He
can’t afford to go anti N. P,  All unite
in admitting the decline of New Bruns-
wick's staple industry—lumber. The days
of wooden ship-building are rapidly passing
away. We cannot think of competing with
the Northwest in agriculture. There is one
thing left—manufacturing. The people re-
cognize this, and how deeply will it be appreri
ated when a far seeing money maker like Mr.
Gibson invests $1,000,000 in a cotton factory
in spite of the cry of “ over production,” and
against the pleadings of Montreal manufac-
turers. There is no doubt in my mind, there-
fore, but that the people of York will see it
to their interest, as I have seen it to be mine,
to forsake Mr, Blake and his party, and look
at things hereafter from a dollar and cents
point of view, and by providing work for the
people, increase the general prosperity. New
Brunswick is falling ioto line on the tariff
question. The late election in Albert was
most significant. Wallace was personally a
very weak man, but the importance of the
tariff question over-shadowed all others, The
fact is, a wonderful change of feeling is tak-
ing place throughout New Brunrwick. Party
politics are being ignored. It is purely a
question of “ New Brunswick first.”

“We are working” continued Mr. Harris,
“ on these three points :—

1. We must go into manufacturing.

2. We must have the Short Air Line.

3. Then we shall make a big strike for
the Northwest trade. Other communities
and other Provinces may do as they please,
but that is our programme. And we are go-
ing to succeed. Why, it was only this week
that I heard that three men, hitherto profes-
sing to be bitterly opposed to the N. P. in-
vested largely in New Brunswick manufac-
turing enterprizes. They were C. W. Wel-
don, M. P., for St. John, Jehn Tucker, Mr,
Weldon’s father-in-law, and Sir William J.
Ritchie, Chief Justice of the Dominion. Sir
William Ritchie publicly admits that manu-
factories are the only salvation of the Mari-
time Provinces. Isaac Burpee is of the same
opinion. He is not nearly so strong a grit as
he was, and I should not be at all surprised
to find him boldly supporting the N. P, in s
very short time. The fact is, no political
party can count on intelligent men voting
and speaking against their own and their
country’s interest, Halifax did a remarkably
sensible thing in returning Stairs without a
| contest. Jones is o more Liely to oppose
| Lis own interests than Burpag is.”

Mr. Harris, ke gost Westmorland men,
ardent advocate of Maritime Union.
‘uritime Provinces should be united,”

. Harris, “Union only is strength.
.anpot afford to be divided. Maritiric

' _aion is the great question of the future.
It must be dealt with, and at ounce. The
quicker this is accompliehed, the sooner we
shall obtain permanent prosperity. It is per-
fectly ridiculous to bave three governors and

1 three legislatures for these three little Pro-

vinces. We are the laughing stock of the
two great Provinces, and being divided, we
have neither weight nor influence among
them. Maritime Union is the onmly thing
that will enable us successfully to compete
with Ontario and Quebec. I would like to
see the Governor-General issue a proclama-
tion dissoiving the present insignificant and

9 ridiculous legislatures, and ask the people

to decide the question of Maritime Union at
once. Then, with one people, one interest,
and one government, and rapidly growing
manufactures, we should compel the respect,
at least, of the Montreal and Toronto manu-
facturers and capitalists,”

On the last point we fear Mr. Harris is
too enthusiastic. It will be a long time in-
deed before any considerable number of New
Brunswickers will favor Maritime Union for

obvious reasons.
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A Heavy Windfall.

We mentioned last week that Mr, Charles
C. Gregory, of Antigonish, formerly of this
city, bad secured a satisfactory settlement of
his claims on account of the Eastern Exten-
sion Railway construction in Nova Scotia,
for which he had got verdicts in the Supreme
Court of Nova Scotia, and in the Superior
Oourt of Quebec at Montreal, and since then
we have learned that the basis of setilement
was the payment in full to Mr. Gregory of
the amount of the verdict, $80,000, and
accrued interest, amounting in all to $101,-
200, The first suit, it will be remembered,
was brought in May, 1882, at Halifax, Mr.
Gregory’s counsel being Mr. E. L. Wetmore,
Q. 0., of this city, and the second action was
only reached at Montreal in June last. We
bave to congratulate Mr. Gregory on the
manner in which the justice of his claim has
been recognized before two tribunals, and it
must be gratifying to Mr. Wetmore to have
been engaged in & case in which his client
has been so entirely successful.

The case of Gregory vs. the Eastern Ex-
tension Railway Company of Nova Scotis,
was an action brought for the recovery of
$80,000, under the following circumstances.
The plaiotiff, Mr. Charles C. Gregory,
claimed the above amount a3 due him under
certain articles of agreement entered into be-
tween himself and the defendant Company,
and the Canada Improvement Company, by
which agreement the eaid Companies bound
themselved to pay him as balance of com-
pensation for building the Fastern Exten-
sion Railway, the sum of $80,000 in bonds
of the Railway Company, the companies
also agreeing that they would use reasonable
efforts to place themselves in a position to
issue the bonds in accordacce with their
charter, and that those bonds delivered to
Mr. Gregory should form a first lien on the
road. Mr, Gregory claimed that subsequent-
ly to the making of this agreement the two
companies rendered it impossible to carry
out this contract, by entering into an agree-
ment with the present local government, by
which said government, in consideration of
certain concessions made to the companies,
was given a first claim or lien on the whole
of the said road. The action was then
brought,and the breach of the first mentioned
agreement and the original sum of $80,000
was claimed as the measure of damages,

The Miramichi Valley Railway
£ Wrangle.

Tke Chatham promoters of the Miramichi
Valley Railway, and those of Newcastle, are
at war. Both advertised meetings for to-
morrow, the former to be held in this city,
and the latter at Newcastle. Yesterday, the
Chatham people, applied to Judge Weldon,
for an injuncton to stop the Newcastle meet-
ing, and the matter is now being argued.
Messrs. G. F, Gregory, 0. W. Weldon, Q. C.,
C. A. Palmer, and L. J. Tweedie, for the in-
junction, and Messrs. E. L. Wetmore, Q. 0.,
Hon. A, A. Davidson, Q. C., and Dr. Barker,
Q. C. contra. The difference between the
rival factions of the company is, whethar the
Road chall run to Wilson’s Point, between
the N. and S. W. Miramichi, as the New-
castle people desire, opening up the best por-
tion of the county as they claim, or whether
it shall tap the I. C. R., so as to connect di-
rectly with the Chatham Branch, to Cha-
tham. Fredericton and York, will look on
disinterestedly.
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The Mitlttary School and Force.

Lt. Col. Bacon of the Militia Department,
Ottawa, has been here this week making ar-
rangements for the location of the Military
School and permanent infantry force of one
bundred men. All tenants in the Stone,
Officers’ and Park Barracks, have beea noti-
fied to hold themselves in readinees to evacu-
ate at the shortest notice, and Col. Bacen will
report to the Department, what repairs and
additions are necessary, so that these may be
commenced at once. The quarters will be
ready for the reception of the school and
force about the 1lst of November, when
the Commadaut, Lt. Col. Maunsell, returns
from England. Is it not about time the
Moncton people bad ceased hugging the delu-
sion, that they have any chance of securing
the military establishment there ?
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The Telegraphers’ Strike.

The position of matters between the strike
ing telegraphers, and the companies, has
changed bnt little in the past week, although
both parties claim accessions. But the strik-
ers uodoubtedly have bean gaining further
public sympathy, while the companies by
the work they perform, have given evidence
of the difficulties under which they are labor-
ing, with their offices manned by green hands.

Oa the latter point, the Pittsburg Commer-
cial gives some amusing examples of how
messages are mangled by the “ plugs” who
now have charge of the “ keys.” It says:—

¢ Telegraphic blunders are the rule up
stairs now,” said a Brotherhood man to a
Commercial Gazette reporter last eyening.
In fact there is scarcely a message sent out
that is not bulled. Here are blunders which
have been made by the ¢plugs’ up stairs.
For ¢ Eclipse’ Baseball Club one of the men
received it E. C. Lippe B. B. Club. Another
one got a message reading ‘Ella has come,
Spencer’s menagerie.” This was addressed to
a business man and referred to a niece. He
could not imagine what his niece was going
to do with a menagerie. Judge his surprise
when he learned that the message should
bave read, Ella has cerebro-spinal meningitis.’
A wife received a message from her spouse,
who was away, reading ‘I will be hog to-
morrow.” This startling information caused
ber a great deal of uneasiness until she ascer-
tained that it should have read, ‘1 will be
home to-morrow.” This blunder was made
by writing the telegraphic letters m and ¢
and making them g. The telegraphic letters
ere two dashes — — for m and @, for the
letter ¢ ; when run together thus — — — —,
they make the letter g. For J. B. Lippin-
cott & Co., they got it J. B. Lipp, Scott, &
Co., and E. L. Bacon & Bolt Co. The word
co-operative was received ‘ Cooper alive,” and
for ¢ First day of rac s, uue of the artists got
* Frost Boy won race.” Send me three cow
ears,’ should have been ¢ Send me three coal
cars,’” ¢‘Send me check for Dr. Paich,’ should
have read ‘Send me check for dispatch.’
¢ Mr. J. Gitt and pie,’ ought to have been *J.
Gillespie.” ¢Send me half a dozen pair plain
stove buttons’ puzzled a local jeweller until
he feund out that sleeve buttons were wanted
by & country correspondent. ¢ Graphic
Branch of Knights of Labour,” should bave
read ¢ Telegraphic Branch,” etc. A message
relating to kinds of glass and reading ‘8. P.
one of M. P.’ was received ‘ Spone ofmp,’
and was signed ‘ M. S. C. Lapp,’ instead of
‘M. S. Clapp.” The crowning bull was the
following, The original dispatch read : * The
lumbermen in this section are skidding their
logs preparatory to hauling them to their
wills,’ and when it had passed through the
nands of one of the receiving operators up
stairs it read : * The lumbermen in this sec-
tion are skinping their dogs preparatory to

bauling thew to their megls.’ "’

It is reported from St. John, that Mz, Geo,
Stewart, Jr., editor of the Quebec Chronicle,
will be offered the editorship of the St. Jobn
Telegraph. Another report says, that Mr.
McCready, of the Moncton Transeript, will
succeed Mr. Elder in the editorial chair, and
still another, and the most likely report is,
that Mr. C. H. Lugrin at present filling the
position, will remain in it.

A London cable despatch announces the
death of Sir W. Fenwick Williams, the hero
of Kars. He was a native of Nova Scotia,
entered the British service in 1820, and is
best known for his defence of Kars during
the Crimean war, when under his lead, the
Turkish garrison had been devastated by
cholera, and food had utterly failed, nothing
was left but to capitulate. For this heroic
defence he was knighted.

The St. John Board of Trade, are about to
issue a guide book of the Maritime Province,
and the Sun in noting the fact,says it sincere-
ly hopes,that the new publication will be free
from such uncourteous and injurious attempts
at retaliatory description, as has appearedin a
certain small guidebook circulated in the
Maritime Provinces, and in which the city of
Fredericton was most unjustly treated. No
good ever results from such, and no patriotic
feeling lies at the bottom of any such essays.”

The Sun had its mind in Hamilton’s Guide
Book, the untruthfulness of which the FAr-
MER exposed at the time it was issued.

Col. Snow, Ohief Engineer and Genera]
Manager of the Short Line Railway, called a

If
answers are received thev are to be submitted
to a committee composed of three married
wen and their wives, who are ewpowered to
arrange a match ; and if the gentleman re-
fuses the young lady he is to be liable to the
law.

The Vice-Regal carriage, with its cavalry
escort, the officer riding by the door with his
drawn sword, and the car of detectives follow-
ing, is a familiar sight in Dublin.
