The land is 
the property of the University authorities, 
and 1t is thought, there will be no difficulty 
in securing a lease of it, but the matter is in 
suspense till Dr. Jack returns home. 
On Thursday last the mutilated body of an 

unknown man, apparently about seventy vears 
of age, was found on the Intercolonial Rail- 
way track, near Riverside Station. An in- 
quest was held on the remains but all efforts 
at identifying the unfortunate victim, failed, 
and he was buried there.

It is supposed the deceased accidentally fell 
off the train. His name was Charles Ful- 
ton, and he was a respectable farmer. living 
at Debert, Colchester Co., N.S. Capt. Ful- 
ton had his father’s remains exhumed, and 
taken home for interment.

«ff-ct, so that the company ig now operating 
420 miles of road.

tory character, and that the operations of 
the road have been very successful.

The Frontispiece, 
by Jessie McDermott, illustrates a charming 
poem by Margaret Johnson, entitled, * The 
Beautiful Day ; ” Bessie Hill has some illus- 
trated verses, * In Summer-time,” and Celia 
Thaxter writes “ The Story of a Castle.”

In keeping with its midsummer’ holiday 
character, the August Century contains an 
unusual number of short stories and striking 
illustrations, as well as poems and articles 
adapted to summer reading. The number 
offers, in addition to the most entertaining 
part yet given of Mr. Howells's “ A Woman's 
Reason,” the first part of a stirring romance 
called “The DBread-winners,” which will 
run through six numbers of the magazine. 
Humor is the characteristic of the short 
stories, which comprise * The New Silk 
Dress story,” by James D. Hague ; “The 
New Minister's Great Opportunity,” by the 
author of “ Eli ” and “ The Village Convict ;” 
and another group of Joel Chandler Harris's 
“ Nights with Uncle Remus.” The frontis- 
piece, and an admirable essay by Henry 
James, have to do with the leadin2z French 
oovelist of the day,—.\lphonse Daudet,— 
whom Mr. James places at the head of living 
writers of fiction. G. W. Prothero con- 
tributes an art essay, richly illustrated by 
engravings of ideal pictures and portraits, 
upon the works of *“ Mr. Watts at the Gros- 
venor Gallery.”” **Bob White, the Game 
Bird of America,” is the subject of the first 
illustrated article.

A Man who is said to be 118 
years old. 

Thera is a man at present living at 
Waugh's River, three miles from Tatama- 
gouche Village in the county of Colchester, 
N. 8., who is probably older than any other 
man in Nova Scotia. His name is John 
Smith. He was born in the Shetland Is- 
lands, Scotland in the year 1765, and is there- 
fore 118 years of age, having outlived by 
nearly half a century the period allotted to 
man. [is father was a Scotchman, but his 
mother was of foreign extraction, 
The principal events of the early part of 

the present century are quite fresh in his 
memory. He was in Halifax during the war 
of 1812, and joined the cheering of the citi- 
zens to congratulate Capt. Blake for his gal- 
lant capture of the “ Chesapeake,” while that 
relic of the spoils of war was being towed up 
the harbor in front of the town. He was in 
Halifax in the year 1815 when the news ar- 
rived that the “ Hero of a hundred fights” 
had crushed * the tyrant of the world 7 at 
Waterloo, and “ made his country great and 
glorious,” He enjoyed few educational 
privileges, having spent his early years as a 
shepherd boy in the Highlands of Scotland. 
He was in London with his father at the 
commencement of the American War of Iu- 
dependence, and remembers yet some of the 
harsh utterances of several English capitalists 
when the word arrived that the Colonies 
were determined on separation from Britain. 
Also the excitement caused by the distribu- 
tion in London of some of the most formid- 
able clauses of that remarkable edict which 
history styles ““ The Declaration of Indepen- 
dence of the American Colonies.” Personally 
Mr. Smith if of medium height, but is very 
much stooped and greatly emaciated. Those 
who remember seeing him about 35 or 40 
years ago say that he is much smaller every 
way now than at that time, and greatly re- 
duced both in bone and muscle. His eye- 
sight is tolerably good ; he can see distinctly 
at a great distance, and can distinguish ob- 
jects on a mountain 6 or 7 miles distant with 
greater ease than most young persons. In 
fact ha can see better at that distance than 
very much nearer. He is, of course, very 
dull of hearing, as might be expected, but 
his other senses are comparatively good. His 
teeth are all gone 40 years ago.
