Their business is to weigh the gold 
and silver after it has been rolled, annealed, 
cut, and washed, and they are known as ad- 
justers. Each piece should weigh 4121 grains 
for a silver dollar to be up to the standard, a 
slight discrepancy being allowed on either 
gide. If a coin is found to be outside the 
limit, it is returned by the adjuster; if too 
light, it is condemned, and must be remelted ; 
if too heavy, it is filed to its proper weight.
