The Self-Nominated Candidate. 
Mr. George F. Gregory's attempt to 

fasten himself upon the County of York, 
is one of the boldest strokes of the 
modern politician. Who invited this 
gentleman to come forward anyway? 
There was no expressed desire that he 
should present himself as the candidate 
of the so-called Liberal party, but on the 
contrary, very many of that party re- 
belled against Mr. Gregory's unsolicited 
assumption of their championship. They 
condemned the indecent haste with 
which this gentleman rushed into the 
long coveted breach. They remonstrat- 
ed, but Mr. Gregory was too shrewd for 
even his own party. He knew that if 
he got out his card and published him- 
self as the candidate of the party, it 
would not be likely the party would im- 
peril its chances for success by nomi- 
nating another candidate, and so Mr. 
Gregory forced himself upon the party 
and he constituency, With Mr. Gre- 
gory in the field, it was resolved to make 
the best of a bad bargain, and the heavy 
burden of running him in the present 
contest was reluctantly shouldered. 
Now, will the electors of York counte- 

nance and support any candidate thrust 
upon them in this way. Can they not 
see how the whole plan was conceived 
and perfected in the office of Messrs. 
Gregory & Blair? Can they not picture 
to themselves the smile of satisfaction 
that would envelope the faces of these 
two grasping lawyers, when they formu- 
lated this device for capturing entire 
control of this constituency? How 
easily it can be fancied, Mr. Gregory pre- 
paring his card to the electors, carefully 
worded to catch the friends of the late 
representative, while the Attorney 
General stood over him with his paper 
bridge project to be launched simultane- 
ously with Mr, Gregory’s announcement. 
Mr. Gregory attempts to deceive the 
electors of York when he impresses on 
them his natural succession to Mr. Pick- 
ard’s position. Why, Mr. Pickard knew 
too well, the predominating desire of 
this aspiring man, and in his life, he 
more than once snubbed his overpower- 
ing arrogance. When Mr. Blake came 
to Fredericton, Mr. George F. Gregory 
pushed himself forward as the chief re- 
cipient of that gentleman, very much to 
Mr. Pickard’s disgust, for he knew the 
man, and that he was animated solely by 
selfish desires. Mr. Gregory was severe- 
ly snubbed on this occasion, not only by 
Mr. Pickard, but by his whole party. 
Mr. Gregory had laid his plans to be 
the chief spokesman at Mr. Blakes pub- 
lic meeting here, but he was thrust aside 
and only permitted to occupy the most 
wenial positions in the reception ar- 
rangements. Who does not remember 
Mr. Gregory's stupid and impolitic at- 
tempt to advance in the opposition 
leaders favor, to the exclusion of Mr. 
Pickard, at the Blake dinner on the same 
occasion. At that affair, Mr. Gregory 
'in a wearisome speech, had the bad taste 
to introduce party politics, where men 
of both parties sat down, and in the 
course of his remarks, he more than in- 
sinuated that he would succeed Mr. 
Pickard as the Liberal candidate, in the 
general election then pending. Mr. 
Gregory however had scarcely resumed 
his seat, when Mr. Pickard arose, and 
in language unmistakeable, sat on Mr. 
Gregory's aspirations, when he announc- 
ed amid applause, that he himself would 
contest that election. 
We have shown then that it is through 

no desire of the late Pickard party, that 
Mr. Gregory is in the field, but rather 
that his candidature is distasteful to the 
great majority of that party. He there- 
fore has no claims upon them, and de- 
serves nothing at their hands. He is 
simply the candidate of Messrs. Gregory 
& Blair, and his ambition is not for the 
welfare of York, but for the personal 
aggrandizement of himself and his part- 
ner. We appeal to the electors of York 
strongly, on this point. Are they will- 
ing to committ their entire political in- 
terest into the hands of this law firm! 
Are they willing to sacrifice the true in- 
terests of this constituency, to satisfy 
the ambition of these two men. One 
now occupies the position of Attorney 
General, and the other seeks to repre- 
sent this County in the Dominion Par- 
liament, and eventually a seat on the 
Bench! !| Will the intelligent electors 
of York cast their ballots to fasten upon 
us the machine rule of this firm, whose 
methods in professional and political life 
are so distasteful to our people? We 
impress with all the warmth we can 
command, these considerations upon the 
people, and we feel satisfied, that when 
they calmly contemplate the position in 
which they would be placed were Mr. 
Gregory elected, they will declare them- 
selves on the side of Mr. Temple, who 
as we have before pointed out, has no 
desire to serve, other than that this con- 
stituency should be placed in a position 
where it will have a right to expect the 
assistance and support of honest effort 
in its behalf, and the co-operation of the 
Government.
