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A Terrible Story. 

Murder and Cannibalism, 

The Arctic Explorers Accused of 
Shooting a Comrade, whose 

Body, with others, they 
afterwards Devoured. 

The New York Z%mes, on the 12th inst., 
says, that, documents in the possession of the 
Navy Department add to the record of miser- 
able human suffering already published in 
connection with the finding of the Greely 
expedition. Most shocking stories of inhu- 
manity and cannibalism sare told. It has 
been stated that after the game gave out in 
February, the members of the party lived 
rincipally on seelshins, lichens, and shrimps. 
As a matter of fact they were kept alive on 
human flesh. When the rescuing party dis- 
covered the half-starved survivors, their first 
duty was to look to two men who were in- 
sensible from cold and privation. One of 
hem shrieked, as the sailors took hold of 
him, * Don’t let them shoot me, as they did 
oor Henry. Must I be killed and eaten as 
rok was?” Don’t let them do it. Don’t, 
don’t. After brief investigation, Schley felt 
that the man was speaking the truth, and 
that some of the men who perished had been 
stripped of their flesh to keep their comrades 
alive. Schley instructed two or three gen- 
tlemen, among them the doctors and surgeons 
of the Bear, to make a careful examination 
and put their conclusions in writing. This 
was done. The bodies were dug from their 
graves back of the permanent camp establish- 
ed in October, 1883, but it was found that 
most of the blankets contained nothing but 
heaps of white bones, many of them picked 
clean. Schley discovered that many of the 
seventeen men who were said to haye perish- 
ed from starvation were eaten by their 
famishing comrades. It is reported that the 
only men who escaped the knife were three 
or four who died of scurvy. The amputated 
limbs of the men who afterwards perished 
were eagerly devoured as food. Charles B. 
Henry was shot for stealing rations. When 
kis body was found, the hands and face 
though shrunken were intact, but nearly 
everywhere else the skin had been stripped 
from him and the flesh picked from his bones. 
Even the heart and lungs were eaten. Frag- 
ments of human flesh were also used as bait 
for shrimps. : 
The Times, two days later, reiterated the 

story, and added, that the remains of Chas, 
B. Henry, who was shot at Greely camp on 
Smith’s Sound on June 6, at the time the 
urvivors were reduced to the direst extremity 
or food, w+re found by a rescuing party from 
n eighth to a quarter of a mile beyond the 
ent of the starving men. There was scarce- 
y anything left but a pile of glistening bones 
tripped of nearly every trace of flesh except 
ome of the lower part of the trunk, The 
head was missing and could not bs found. 
The bones were deposited in a box about two 
feet long, which was placed aft on the Bear 
and covered with the Stars and Stripes. A 
day or two after the squadron began the 
homeward trip, the box was removed from 
the deck and the officers determined to re- 
move all suspicion of the terrible scenes of 
cannibalism. They prepared the bones for 
burial, sticks of wood were procured, and to 
these, fitted to the proper length, the bones 
were tied until all were as nearly in place as 
it was possible to get them.

ts place. Then this framework in the shape 
f a man was tied to a plank and wound with 
otton cloth as the other bodies had been. 

t was then surreptitiously placed jo one ef 
he alcobolic filled tanks with some of the 
he others. It was this skillfully made pack- 
ge, resembling a human body, that was 

ifted into the coffin at St. John’s and marked 
¢ Private Charles B. Henry.” 
Lieut. Greely has been interviewed and 

while admitting that Henry had been shot 

because he had stolen provisions, indignantly 

denied that his body had been devoured by 

his comrades. Greely says that about Nov, 
1, the party began to be served with one- 

quarter rations, and debilitated health soon 
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up to his present position. He has scarcely 
yet reached the prime of life.

Much complaint 

was made by the men and threats against the 

thief were loud, On January 24, the party 

was near perishing from asphyxia, and 

several of its members were unconscious. 

Henry, during this te;rible experience, was 
seen by one of the Esquimaux to steal some 
of the bacon from the stores. He soon after 

wards was taken ill, from overloading his 
stomach and vomited up the bacon, undi- 
gested, An investigation was held and 

Henry was proved to have been guilty not 
only of, this but of several previous thefts, 

It was a terrible state of affairs. The fast- 
weakening, wearied men found in their 
midst, one who, to save himself, would allow 
the rest to die of starvation. Henry's indig- 
nant comrades demanded his death. Over 
and again Henry promised reformation but 
this did not still the clamor for his life. 
Lieut. Greely remonstrated with his men 
and all was quieted. Taking Henry in hand 
Lieut. Greely represented to him the enor- 
mity of his offense and pointed out to him 
the nepessity for concerted action in the 
party if all would be saved. Henry was 
then placed under guard foy several weeks 
until the increasing feebleness of the other 
members of the party rendered it necessary 
for them to avail themselves of Henry's 
personal services. Shortly afterward he 
stole liquor from the stores and became in- 
toxicated. Again his comrades

and again Lieut. Greely restrained them. 
On June J, he again stole and carried away 
some of the provisions. Lieut. Greely spoke 
firmly to Henry and told him it would be 
policy for ~~ 1to stop. Said the lieutenant: 
For God's «: 1e, Henry, as you seem to have 
no moral ser @, remember that our lives de- 
pend on our holding together. 
With great earnestness Henry promised 

solemnly not to be guilty of theft again. 
Lieut, Greely felt that he could not trust 
Henry. After revolving in his mind the 
circumstances, the lieutenant, on his own 
responsibility, issued a written order, now in 
the possession of one of the survivors, com- 
manding that Henry be shot on sight of 
commission of any more thefts of food. At 
this time the party had left, as a last resort, 
only pieces of sealskin, and such shrimp as 
they could procure. About June 6, Henry 
went to the old winter quarters at Camp 
Clay, near Cape Sabine, and stole some of 
the last sealskin, which was the only food 
left. He also took the last pair of boots in 
the stores. On being closely questioned by 
Lieut. Greely he admitted his guilt.

Of his own knowledge he knows of nothing 
of the kind, and the survivors all indignantly 
deny it. 

he story was also circulated that the body 
of Lieut. Kislingbury, another of the explor- 
ing party who had died of starvation, had 
been devoured, and from the evidences that 
have been given in confirmation thereof, there 
seems no doubt but that it is true. When 
third officer Kelly of the Relief expedition 
was interviewed as to his knowledge of the 
affair, he told the reporters that the reports 
that the bodies of Henry and Kislingbury 
were devoured, were true. He eaid that 
when the survivors came on board the Bear, 
one of the relief vessels, they were all but 
delirious and told everything. They ad- 
mitted they had to eat bodies to preserve 
their own lives. The cook of the same vessel 

confirmed Kelly's statements. At Rochester 
New York, the body of Kislingbury was dis- 
interred, and the body, or such of it as re- 
mained, was found wrapped in cotton waste 
and blankets. The entire remains probably 
weighed not more than fifty pounds. The 
flesh had been cut from the lege, arms, 
breast, back, and nearly all the other portions 
of the body except the face, hands and feet. 
When the lid of the coffin was removed a 
strong odor of alcohol, but no very pronounced 
suggestions of decay, emanated from the cas- 
ket. The casket was next placed upon the 
floor and the enshrouded form taken from it 
and placed upon the table. Oa the bottem 
of the now tenantless receptacle were no- 
ticed two large epots of blood, but they were 
pronounced a common occurrence at burials ; 
the sheet was taken away ; the tarred rope 
entwining the blanket was cut, and the work 
of taking off the last covering began. Slow- 
ly and reverentially the blanket was removed 
and then there was

upon the lips of those present, for the remains 
now [lay outstretched in all their ghastly 
terror. The blackened fleshless face bearing 
the marks of Arctic toil bore no semblance to 
the dead man. The skin was dried to the 
gkull. The sightless sockets and the half- 
opened mouth gave the dead man a look of 
mute appealing agony. The skeleton was 
shrunken, so there was little, if any, flesh on 
the arms or legs, and the body from the 
throat down was denuded of its skin. The 
feet were encased in bluish, woollen socks, 
and were emaciated, but almost intact. Upon 
he right side of the breast, between the ribs, —

 

fail to inspire those present with the moment- 
ary suspicion that poor Kislingbury might 
have been foully dealt with. When doctors 
touched the moustache of the dead man it 
came off partially, The nose was found, as 
described by the officers of the Relief expedi- 
ion, partially missing and bent to the right. 
When the remains wero turned over on one 
side the skinless back and bare shoulder 
blades presented the same sickening spectacle 
as the front. The physicians did not find 
any evidence of violence, and placed the body 
n the original position. From the large in- 
testine, a ball of dark hair-like substance was 
taken, showing that the last thing eaten by 
the deceased in his starving condition was 
probably portions of clothing or sealekin strips 
As it had been reported by the survivors that 
Lieut Kislinghnry had last fall sustained a 
rupture by falling off an iceberg an examin- 
ation was made of the lower portien of the 
body, but no evidence whatever was found 
that anything of the kind had occurred. The 
conclusion reached was, that the wounds be- 
tween the ribs on the right side of the breast 
were caused by the knives of those who 
stripped the body of its flesh and skin to still 
the the terrible cravings of aggravated hun- 
ger. Lieut. Kislingbury had died of starva- 
tion and disease, and his comrades had eaten 
his body like those of others, who died before 
and after him. The physician's certificate is 
in substance what is related above. 

Engineer Melville of the Thetis, another 
of the rescuing vessels said, after this dis- 
covery that the relatives of Kislingbury 
might have known that after what has been 
said and written of late, they would find a 
mutilated body. Greeley and bis com- 
anions could not have lived as long as they 
id unless they ate the flesh of the men that 
ied. It was only natural that they should 
o this. They did not kill their companions 

in order to eat them ; they only ate them 
after they were dead. Lieut. Powell, of the 
U. 8. signal service, representing General 
Hazen, has admitted the truth of the story 
that the survivors of the Greely expedition 
ustained life by eating the bedies of their 
dead comrades, but he asserts that Lieut. 
Greeley was ignorant of cannibilism. When 
Lieut. Greeley became weak and delirious, he 
was fed on human flesh and kept alive with- 
out knowing the means by which his life 
was saved. 
The whole story is bloodcurdling and terri- 

ble, and the matter is to be fully investigated 
by Congress.

SOME INTERESTING STATISTICS, 

Mr, D. W. Hoegg, of the well known firm 
of Hoegg & Co., lobster, and vegetable pack- 
ers, has furnished the Zelegraph with an in- 
teresting budget of information relative to 
the canning business in New Brunswick, and 
tbe statistics of this industry will surprise 
most people who were quite unaware of the 
importance this interest has reached in this 
Province. 
“We have five canning factories in the 

North Shore section,” said Mr. Hoege, * lo- 
cated at New Mills, N. B., and Bonaventure, 
East Cove, Port Daniels, and Bsllause, in the 
Province of Quebec. These factories have 
been running singe the 1st of April last and 
will close down about the 20th of August 
when the Jobster catching season closes. 
Over 150 hands are employed in the fisher- 
ies and at the factories. We make all our 
own cans in the Provinces. This season 
about 6,000 cases of lobsters have been turn- 
ed out. The fishery promised well, but was 
somewhat injured by rough weather in July, 
which broke up the traps. Salmon canning 
has been done, not so much as in former years, 
Fresh salmon can be purchased in British 
Columbia and Washington Territory at one- 
fourth the figures they bring at the North 
Shore ; consequently we cannon compete with 
the canning factories on the Oregon, Colum- 
bia and Fraser rivers, and they practically 
monopolize the trade. It would not pay us 
to can salmon, and all we do in that line is 
to pack betweo.. GOO and 80Q cages of spiced 
salmon for the New York market. This sea- 
son, however, Hoegg & Co. have packed in 
ice and shipped to the American market via 
St. John upwards of 100,000 lbs., of fresh 
salmon, a trade that has grown to immense 
proportions at the North the past few years. 
There are other extensive operators at the 
North Shore and in Quebec, At Dalhousie, 
George Haddow, M. P., packed this season 
perhaps 500 cases af spiced salmon and a con- 
siderable quantity of lobsters. At New Mills 
Mr. Bain, who started up four years ago, is 
turning out 200 or 300 cases of lobsters a 
year. Charles McAllister, who was formerly 
connected with our concern, started a can- 
ning factory at Jacquet River, 10 miles this 
side of New Mills, this season, and is prob- 
ably putting up 1,000 cases of lobsters. John 
Wilson & Company have two factories at 
Miscou, two below Port Daniels, one at New 
port and one at Elm Tree, chiefly engaged in 
lobster packing. I suppose they would turn 
out this season between 4,000 and 5,000 cases 
of lobsters. Among those doing a small 
business are :—Simeon Macgregor, at Miscou 
Joseph Windsor, at Shippegan, and Mann 
Bros., at Bathurst, whose operations in lob- 
sters, added to other small packers, would 
aggregate perhaps 4,000 or 5,000 cases. 
Henry O'Leary is located at Richibucto, and 
when I saw Mr, O'Leary early in the season 
he estimated that he would turn out between 
8,000 and 10,000 cases, aad 1 have no doubt 
he has done so. Ile has a dozen or more 
lobster canning factories in the vicinity of 
Richibucto and carries on an immense busi- 
ness,

packers mentioned chiefly supply the Euro- 
pean trade. The trade is increasing in every 
direction, lobsters bring better prices this 
year than for several years previous. They 
were smaller this year than usual, but the 
supply is seemingly inexaustible, as they are 
very prolific. The lobster is the scavenger 
of the sea, and being well armed to carry on 
his piratical expeditions, all other fish give 
him a wide berth, and he multiplies very 
rapidly on that account,” The average 
weight of a lobster is about 5} pounds. In 
former years I have seen lobsters caught 
weighing 16 and 16} pounds. This year we 
took a lobster that kicked the beam at 144 
pounds. There are plenty of lobsters that 
heavy, but the traps are rigged in such a way 
that these ¢ old stagers’ cannot get in, They 
are to ripe for good eating, and we do not 
want them, Small lobsters are the best, 
There is far more waste in Jobater packing 
than most people imagine. We only nse the 
tail and claws of the fish and throw away the 
body, as it is slow work extracting the meat. 
Not more than one-fourth of the lobster is 
available for canning. The total lobster ton- 
nage canned in thie Province this year will 
be 2,450 tons. Reduce that to lobsters at 
five pounds per head, and you have 82,000 
as the total lobster mortality during this 
year. Allowing 15 inches as the length of 
the average lobster, you have a funeral pro- 
cession of lobsters 213 miles in length. One 
night we had in our Port Daniels factory 
alone, a pile of lobsters weighing 11 tons.” 
We also pack vegetables and fruit on a 

large scale at the Fredericton and Sheffield 
factories. We can corn, tomatoes, berries 
and meats. This is the fourth season for us 
in Fredericton. Last season we put up 5, 
000 cases of corns and expect to put up 6,000 
cases this year. We will also handle in the 
neighborhood of 1,000 cases of tomatoes and 
1,000 of blueberries, which is considerably 
more than packed last season. During the 
winter we will also put up a large quantity 
of beef and mutton, The corn and tomatoes 
will all be placed in the local and western 
markets ; meats we send to England ; berries 
are principally sold in Boston and New York. 
There has been a very limited demand in 
New York and Boston for berries in the past, 
but the United States crop is a failure this 
year, so the outlook at present is good. I 
forgot to say that we pack the inevitable 
ork and beans at Fredericton and Sheffield, 
his branch of business was a very small 

affair a few years ago, but the trade is rapid- 
ly increasing and we have orders from as far 
west as Winnipeg. They can be packed 
summer or winter. We employ at Frederic- 
ton during the height of the canning season 
50 hands, and at Sheffield, where we estab- 
lished a factory this year, 25 hands are em- 
ployed.”
