Then it is given a bath in 
some bleaching solution, which removes 
nearly all the properties of which the weed 
is possessed when it comes from the planta- 
tion. Then it is dried, after which it is 
passed under an atomizer, and dampened by 
means of a preparation of glycerine and some 
flavouring extract. Then it is ready for the 
cigarette. Before it reaches the consumer. 
you see, there is little, if any, of the original 
tobacco left.”
