other boys. He could not swim, and wading 
out beyoud his depth, went down. The body 
was recovered a few minutes afterwards by 
Richard Carr, and an inquest held before 
Coroner Brown, M. D., the jury rendering a 
verdict of “ accidental drowning.” 

And now the lawyers say, that Mr. Blair's 
Law Stamp Act passed at the last session of 
he Legislature 1s wulire vwes, and G. G. 
Gilbert of St. John, has obtained in the 
Supreme Court, a rule, calling upon the 
Clerk of the Pleas, to show cause why he 
should not be committed fer contempt, for 
refusing to file legal papers, unless bearing 
the stamps required by the new Law Stamp 
Act. One of the grounds Mr. Gilbert relies 
on, is that the Local Legislature has no 
power to impose a tax on the people. 
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The St. John Sun announces, that the 
general editorial management of that paper, 
1s under the control of Mr. R, A. Payne, and 
that the services of Prof, Foster, M. I., have 
been secured as editorial contributor. Mr. 
Payne, who is a Fredericton boy, has had a 
lengthy and valuable journalistic experience, 
first on a Fredericton paper, and then on 
then Zelegraph and Sun, having been con- 
nected with the latter since it was established. 
Prof. Foster is a pungent writer, and through 
the joint efforts of these two gentlemen, the 
Sun ought to prosper. 

Quite a serious accident happened to Dr. 
Brown, this morning while he was parading 
in his place as Surgeon Major of the Infantry 
School Corps. It occurred on the “ Flats,” 
where the Corps, while discharging blank 
mmunition, frightened the Doctor's horse, 
which threw him heavily to the ground. He 
was badly shaken up and received a pain- 
ul wrench in the lower part of the spine, 
but we hope to see him out again very 
shortly. He was conveyed to his residence 
in the Barker House coach, and was attended 
by Dr. Coburn and his son, Mr. Frank M. 
Brown, an embryo medico. 

Matilda MacDonald, a child about twelve 
years old, was found on the bank of the 
river opposite Risteen’s factory in an uncon- 
cious condition from intoxication, by Robt. 
Belyea, last Sunday afternoon, Policeman 
Wright was notified, and Ds. Currie, by 
whose orders she was removed to Ler home 
on King Street, where after several hours, 
the Doctor succeeded in bringing her back to 
consciousness. The Doctor said if she had 
lain there half an hour longer, her life could 
not have been saved. A few minutes before 
the occurrence, she was seen to pass Belyea's 
with a Mrs. Collins, who also appeared intoxi- 
cated. 

Jesse Pickard, who died at Mountain Sta- 
tion, New Jersey, was a native of Douglas in 
this County. Ile wasa half brother of James 
Pickard of Gibson, and was born on the 
second farm above the late Alex. Thompsen’s, 
now owned and occupied by Samuel Gunter. 
Mr. Pickard did a general business in part- 
nership with Richard listey, Sr., on Queen 
Street, just above Westmorland. He subse- 
quently removed to New York, and in 1859, 
founded the firm of Pickard & Anderson, 
who for the past twenty-five years have been 
the principal bide and leather brokers in that 
city. Mrs, Pickard died five years ago. His 
son F. W. Pickard, who is a partner in the 
firm, and two daughters survive him, one of 
whom is married to Col. Belknap of St, An- 
tonio, Texas, Tle dec:ased visited his 
friends here two years azo. He was about 
sixty-eight years of age, and was popular 
and respected by those who had the pleasure 
of his acquaintarce.
