Mr. Hull,
by close application to business and manu-
facturing & good quality of leather, is acquir-
ing a large trade.

A Shock orf Earthquake.

‘ork and Brooklyn Panic
Stricken.

New

A distinct shock of earthquake was felt
throughout the cities of New York and
Brooklyn early Sunday evening, lasting
only ten or twelve seconds, and accom-
panied by subterranean rumblings, which
were clearly audible, The earth’s motion
was a quick, trembling movement, without
any lateral vibration, though some people in
various localities seem to think they felt
undulations. In New York the motion was
most yiolent in the northerly districts to-
ward Harlem. Every house in the city
trembled, chinaware, setting on shelves,
slipped out of place, chandeliers and pic-
tures trembled, bells rung, glass pendants
jangled, people started from the chairs where
they ware seated and ran excitedly into the
streets, and in several instances walls and
ceilings were cracked. At Everett’s Hotel
on Chatham street, the floor of the dining
hall is of marble tiles, and tremors of the
shock were very distinct. The waiters ran
from the hotel under the impression that the
great steam boiler in the basement was
about to explode. The watchman at 17
Broadway, said some ladies who were on
the elsvator became greatly frightened lest
the boiler had burst. Residents of Harlem
were thrown into a state of intense excite-
ment in consequeecs of the shock. It was
so great that men, women and children
rushed pell mell and screaming from their
homes, coatless, hatless and shoeless, fearing
that the walls would fall on them. All of
the streets were literally swarmed with tke
excited multitude.

Probably the greatest excitement was
occasioned at 27 and 29 Frankfort street.
These buildings are tenement houses, thickly
populated. When the noise was heard
Intense excitement prevailed, and the in-
mates flocked to the stairways in a mad rush
for the street. Windows were broken,
crockery smashed, and policemen were called
to preserve order among the affrighted crowd.
A policeman who was standing on the
corner of Vanderwater and Frandfort streets
said that he felt the pavements shaking under
his feet and he beat a hasty retreat. The
greatest excitement prevailed in the Jewish
and Bohemian quarter on the East side. The
houses, which are mostly high and lightly
constrycted tenements, were violently shaken
and the terrifiad inmates rushed out into the
streets carrying with them whatever of their
household effects they could move. Chil-
dren, screaming with fright, were berne out
by their parents who were no less panic
stricken, and the whole population massed
itself in the center of the streets. In Ludlow
street, between Hester and Canal, the panic
was at its height. The streets were swarm-
ing with people, men, women and children,
huddled together, expecting every moment
to see the walls of their dwellings fall on
them. Women and children were shrieking
and men either swearing or praying. This
was kept up nearly half an hour, when the
commotion finally subsided, and the police
persuaded the people to return to their
houses.

In Central Park the shock was more se-
vere, it is said, than in the surrounding re-
gion. Large crowds wern in the mall who
were at once thrown into a state of violent
excitement by the shaking and strange
rumbling in the grounds, which was dis-
tinctly heard. Operator Hoffman, of the
arsenal, was thrown from his chair, and
globes of lamps in his office were cracked.
The ceilings of the ten precinct station
house were badly cracked, and a frame house
on Lewis street was cracked in several places
and one of the women who lived in the house
became uncenscious from fright.

The street-car on Avenue B was lifted
from the track several times and several
horses were reported to have been thrown
down. The great towers at either end of
Brooklyn bridge oscillated visibly while the
bridge rocked as if struck with a hurricane.
The shock of the earthquake was felt gener-
ally along the river front. Piers were shaken
ag if by heavy loaded trucks passing over
em.

At Philadelphia large ships loading pet-
roleum in the Schuylkill river snapped their
hawsers and were only prevented from going
ashore by the efforts of their crews, and
several large steamers were thrown strongly
against the wharves in the lower part of the
city and the crews thrown out of their bunks.
At Boston no less than six distinct shocks
were felt. Prof. Pickering, of Harvard
Observatory, says he first noted a tremulous
movement of the earth, followed by the
swaying of the building and the creaking of
timbers.

At Wilmington, N, C., the shock was
generally felt and buildings shaken all over
the city.

Despatches from a hundred different points
indicate that the earthquake extended as
far west as the Alleghanies and as far east as
Portland, Me., the States of New York,
New Jersey, Rhode Island, Connecticut,
Penveylvania, Maryland, De¢laware, Massa-
chusetts, part of Maine and District of Col-
umbia included.

Further particulars of the Wim-
bledon Shooting.

A London letter of the 24th ult., says:—
The success of the Canadian team in winning
the Kolapore Cup yesterday was unexpected,
but it well-merited the congratulations which
the Canadians have now raceived upon it,
for the contest was as tough a one as has
been fonght out between any international
teams on Wimbledon Common this year. The
Dominion representatives had not particularly
distinguished themselves this year in the
other competitions, and this fact had not
escaped the notice of the Englishmen, so
much so that on Tuesday eveniag the captain
of the English eight, I believe, was ready to
back his own team against your riflemen at
2 to 1. Luckily for him, the bet did not
come off. The match was fired, as is now
usual, early yesterday morning. The weather
was tolerably fine, the light dull but fairly
good, and the wind not bad as it frequently
is at Wimbledon, which is negative praise at
the best. The home team was a very strong
one, made up of some of the most trustworthy
and best trained shots in the country. The
Indian eight was purely a scratch one, with
really no chance of wresting the laurels from
their oppounents, Another expected competi-
tion was a Guernsey eight, but owning to
some mistake in the entries they were dis-
qualified. At first when the firing began the
outlook for your representatives was not very
cheering for at 200 yards they were 10 points
behind. But there was plenty of pluck still
left, the Britishers’ lead was reduced by three
points at 500 yards, and then at the final
range, amid some little excitement, the tables
were turned, the adverse balance of seven
points was wiped off and victory secured by
five points. Uapt. Bosse was in command of
the eight, and did much to encourage them
at the critical range. Captain Hood, who
kindly acted as coach, proved a most eflicient
helper in that capacity, and the marksmen
were most ready to profit by his advice. Of
course the losers cheered and congratulated
the winners heartily, and the Canadians were
not slow to show their appreciation of the
keenness of the struggle. But while ready
to acknowledge themselves fairly and square-
ly beaten, the English eight were confessedly
much disappointed with the result. They
had regarded victory as practically certain,
and it was a painful blow to see the Cup
won by the Colonials for the fourth time.

In the afternoon the Duke of Cambridge
aid his annual visit to the Canadian camp.
{e was received by Col. Gzowski and Sir
Charles Tupper, and after Col. White and
and Capt. se had been presented, His
Royal "Highness proceeded to make his in-
spection of the team, speaking to several of
the men, and especially congratulating Pri-
vate Armstrong, who made the highest score
in the eight for the Kolopore Cup. Address-
ing the team the Duke expressed his plea-
sure at again meeting some representatives
of the Canadian volunteers and congratu-
lated them on the success they had that day
achieved. He thought that the more they
would assimilate home and colonial matters
the better it would be, and he hoped that
every year a similarily good team would be
found at Wimbledon, and would carry back
to Canada trophies such as these, which had
rewarded their efforts on this and former
occasions, The handsome cup given by the
Canadian Club was then presented by Sir
Charles Tupper to Private Mitchell, who
had made,the highest aggregate score of any
member of the team in the competitions in
which they had taken part. Col. White
thanked the Duke and Sir Charles for their.
presence and their remarks, and naturally
declared, on the part of the team, that the
sole desire at Wimbledon was to upbold the
credit of the country.

When Captain Stone arrived at Cleveland
from Cincinnati, Saturday morning, he was
feeling a little blue. The track looked slow
and his last day of grace with Maud S. had
come. He was shown a despatchffrom the
Jay-Eye-See camp at Providence, giving the
record of that horse, and winding up, * Tell
Stone we are not to proud to trot him a race,”
when he replied with some warmth, * Mr,
Busbey, you hold $5,000 of Mr. Case’s money
as forfeit, I am not at liberty to cover it,
but you can say to all concerned that if Mr.
Vanderbilt will give me full control of Maud
S for thirty days I will match her for $10,-
000 or $20,000 a side, against Jay-Eye-See,
or I will bet from $10,000 to $20,000, that I
will beat his record with her.”

As the day wore on and the track improv-
ed it was decided by Captain Stone and Bair
to drive the great chestnut a heat, or, as they
called it, a stiff mile, as Maud S. bhad not had
fast work for nearly ten days, They were
not confident, and they kept their plans secret
from all but a few trusty friends. They did
not want to have it said in case of failure
that they had really tried to regain the
crown from Jane-Eye-See and had failed.
Maud S. was given a warming of a mile and
Blair weighed in.

Capt. Stone stepped across to the judges’
stand and quietly notitied the officials that he
had bet 100 with Mr. D. H. Lauderback,
of Chicago, that Maud S could beat 2.11},
and that he had decided to start her in the
interest tof that wager. DBlair scored and
nodded for the word, and President Edwards
said ** Go !” The horse was rapid and smooth
from the start and when the turn was safely
rounded and the hands of the watches split
at 32§ of the first quarter, the people realized
that the mare was really going for fresh
laurels.

Like a piece of well oiled machinery she
moved along the brckstretch, and when the
watches rocorded 1.04} at the half a mur-
mur ran through the crowded grand stand
that the record would probably be broken.
She had rated right to that point, and the
critical part of the journey was over. She
was left with reserve power to finish, and
she kept up the steady flight to the third
quarter, which was reached in 1.36}., Every
body was now excited, and ladies even climb-
ed on the tops of chairs. Down the home-
stretch Bair kept touching the mare with the
whip and she responded gamely. She tired
badly as she reached the wire, and was skil-
fully lifted by the bit, It was a great strain
and she had put sll her strength into the
effort.

The judges did not hang out the time un-
til Bair had weighed, but the cheering was
great, beaause the watches in the grand stand
showed that 2,10 had been beaten. When
the weight was found correct President 1d-
wards leaned forward snd said :—* Ladies
and gentlemen, I am gratified to state that
Maud S is still Queen of the Turf. Her
time is 2.09%, and it is a record.”

The announcement wae greeted with the
wildest applau.e. Hats were swung high in
the air and throats grew husky with shout-
ing. Congratulajory despatches were sent
to Mr. Vanderbilt at Saratoga, and hundreds
crowded around Stone and Blair to shake
their hands. A great crowd followed the
mare to her stable and stood around her
while she was being cooled out.

The slowest watch was 2.095, but the fast-
est 2.004.

The day was perfect for fast time, the sun
being warm but not oppressive, and there
was no wind. The track was springy, but a
litt'e holding from the moisture in it.

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Laying in their Grasshoppers.

The Piute Indians of Nebraska, have been
busy for some time harvesting grasshoppers.
There are great numbers of these insects,
and this coupled with the Indians’ fondness
for them, has resulted in brisk work. The
savages get together in the vicinity of a lake
or pond, and form a ring around it. When
everything is ready they beat tom toms and
sticks, and begin to closs in. The hoppers,
startled by the noise, jamp towards the
water, and finally fiy into it. When the
Indians have the surface of the pond well
covered, they dip the insects out in buckets,
and, going to the shore, spread them out to
dry. Some of them come to life and hop
away, but the great mass of them die and
wither up. After the hoppers are well dried,
the savages roll them gently so as to break
off the wings and legs, aud the bodies are
then thrown into a pile by themselves. At
the close of the day’s work the hoppers, dried
and asesorted are stowed away in caches for
winter. The Indians of the coast very highly

rize the dishes made from these insects.

hey make soup of them first and finally,
when they will answer for no more soup,
they are eaten. A bushel of grasshoppers
will make soup enough to last ten or fifteen
persons a week. The hoppers are left in the/
kettle after the first meal, and the next day
another snpply of water is added, together
with any game that may have been taken
that day, and the men is then boiled again.
When the hop?ers haye lost their flavor they
are eaten. Reports from California and
Nevada are to the effect that the Indians
never before had so large a crop, and that
they are overjoyed at the prospect of a winter
without starvation.

To Eiuvrobe- m Three ﬁ;ys.

Iron, the London organ of the hardware
trade says:—It has of late been practically
demonstrated that the run from New York
to our shores can be made in about six days:
but we are now promised that it shall be
effected in just half that time, or, in other
words, that the trip to New York and back
shall be made in six days, and the Channel
passage in twenty minutes. This wonderful
change is to be brought about by the new
aqua-aerial or wave ship, which has been
invented by Mr. James Dickie, of Leeds, and
of which we have just received photographs.
According to the inventor, this sgip has been
designed to attain a higher speed at sea com-
bined with greater safety and steadiness than
has hitherto been achieved. It is intended
for express, mail, and passenger service, also
for unarmoured war-ships, torpedo-boats, and
all purposes for which great speed and quick
manceuvring and stoppiog qualities are desir-
able. The wave ship is of shallow draught
when at rest, and when set in motion its
draught is to decrease with the increase of
speed. Instead of ploughing its way through
the water, it is to skim along or over the
surface, thereby aveiding the chief cause of
resistance to the progress of the ordinary
ghips, viz, wave-making. The resistance
offered by the water to its onward course is
thus to be reduced to 2 wminimum, and the
power uselessly expended in wave-making
and displacement of water by vessels of the
ordinary type, is to be wholly utilized in the
increase of speed. This is to be accomplished
by making the bottom of the vessel a series
of inclined planes, placed one after the other.
Each plane throughout the length of the
vessel is to contribute, as well as the first
one of the series, to the lifting of the vessel
to the surface as it progresses, as each plane
after the first is, by a peculiar arrangement
of atmospheric ducts, rendercd independent
of the preceding plane, or of the effects of
its action upon the water, The atmospheric
ducts referred to communicate between the
atmosphere and the bottom of the vessel,
and the passage of the air through them is to
be regulated by self-acting valves. The
bows curve downward from ahout the deck
level, and merge into the front of the first
plane of the hottom. The water-ticht com-
partments of the sides of the vessel merge
into a kind or a platform at the stern, by
which eddy-making is to he ayoided, Wh
not arrange to haye the yessel tg Jift herself
fairly out of the water with the exception of
the heel or her rudder post, and let her skim
along on that? The voyage then, perhaps,
might be accomplished in a few hours.
