Globe, Grand Master, a speech of welcome by
by Mayor Grant, spoken in his broadest
Scotch accent, a splendid oratorical offort by
Dr. Macrge, who generalized the principles
of the craft and combatted the attacks re-
'e.o‘nﬂy made on Free Masonry from the
'Vatican, and a vigorous and pleasing speech
from Major-General Laurie, Grand Master of
‘Nova Scotia, .all making up a most interesting
and attractive programume.

The Masons of Fredericton were well rep-
resented by about fifty members of « Hiram™
Lodge and a few from * Alexandria” Lodge,
8t.-Mary’s, marched under the same banner.
The officers of Hiram Lodge were there in
force, and were proud, and properly so, of
the rank and file. Led off by the Frederic-
ton- Brass Band, which seemed to excel all
its former efforts, they formed a striking por-
tion of the procession. The Knight Temp-
Jars of St. John, St. Stephen, Calais, and St.
Andrews, in their plumed cocked hats, gaunt-
lets and swords, looked the embodiment of
valor. ' Iu the ranks of the Knights, the com-
manding fizure of Hon. B. R. Stevenson,
rose strikingly to view, and it was noticeable
that the St. Stephen contingent was led by a
Frederictonian, Mr. G. F. Pinder. Mr., D.
Jordan also had a prominent position with
the St. John Commandery. The Demolay
Encampment in which Hon. James Holly, is
Euminent Preceptor, wore a unique dress.

It would be unjost to pass over the efforts
of the Fredericton Band. From the time
they struck the first note at Chubb’s corner
in the morning till they left for home, they
were objects of interest and compliment
from the people. By special invitation of
Mayor Grant, between seven and eight in
the evening they performed a fine programme
to possibly two thousand spectators on King
Square, and were heartily applauded. Un-
prejudiced judges of music yesterday, pro-
nounced the Fredericton Band the best on
the ground, and that in competition with the
St. John, St. Stephen and Sussex Bands.

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Hard Hitting.

Dr. Harrison, of the University, evidently
has the courage of his convictions. He de-
livered an address at the University Encce-
nia on Thursday, in which he hit straight
out from the shoulder on past educational
abuses. We were glad to hear the Doctor
speak o plainly, and on the same line that
the FARMER has taken, We would have
welcomed his valuable assistance sooner how-
ever. A year or two ago, such an address
would have been more timely, but possibly
Dr. Harrisou did not have an opportunity-
Some people criticize his address, on the
ground of its having come too late. They
say he discharged his cannon after the enemy
was routed, and driven from our borders, but
however tenable such criticism may be, it is
a matter of congratulation, that one gentle-
man connected with the educational machin-
ery of the country, has been brave enough to
speak his mind on educational subjects, and
at an educational gathering. The fulsome
flattery which we have been so used to hear-
ing, became nauseating; and Dr. Harrison’s
address may be the advent of honest criti-
cism.

There is one matter to be regretted, how-
ever, and it is that Dr. Harrison failed to ex-
press his opinion on the reduction of the
teacher’s salaries, and some other objection-
able chinges made in the School law recent-
ly, but it may be possible that he had some
veason for this, These are abuses and might
properly have been condemned on that oc-
casion, However, Dr. Harrison, did fair
work for one day, and we commend bim for
his manly outspokexs opinions.

We give below, the extracts from his ad-
dress, bearing more particularly on the
Schools. He said :—

* No errors therefore should be more un-
sparing criticised than the errors in educa-
tion. Errors in education are most unspar-
ingly criticised in other communities, Other
communities have discovered by bitter ex-
perience that the world is yet very far in-
deed from anything like a perfect science of
education. From Iogland, from Scetland,
from the United States, and from Ontario is
heard the voice of dissatisfaction with exist-
ing methods. “ We attempt too much in
education,” says one of Her Majesty’s Inspec-
tors of DBritish schools, * we have not time
or strength to deal with half of the matters
which are thrown upon our minds, and they
prove a useless load to us. There is a fatal
want of proportion between what we put
into our minds and their real needs and
powers. This want of proportion is the
great obstacle to progress. The moment we
pass beyond the acquisition of reading, of
writing, and of calculating, there is no clear
well-grounded consent as to what is to be
taught, how much, and how.” In the couse
of a lecture in the Philosophical Iustitute of
Edinburgh in 1882, a commonsense medical
man told his intellectual audience the follow-
ing practical home-truths: “Too many
things are taoght at the same time. Think
of an undeveloped brain getting up book
knowledge on ten different subjects. The
ctamming up of the dry facts of these many
subjacts is in most cases a weariness and pain
while the .intelligent study of ove-third of
them might be a pleasure and a lasting pro-
fit. Let parents occasionally take their child-
ren’s night tasks and do them themselves. It
is enough to make one despair of the inher-
ent ressonableness of human nature to think
of the amount of time and toil that are given
in Edinburgh to the learning of things for
which there is no inherent capacity in the
learner.” 2

How has it been in our own New Bruns-
wick community ? If I were to characterize
the last decade of our educational history
and literature, I should say it was a period
of exaggerated laudation. Wise men have
discoverad long ago that in the search after
gruth, “ the first thing is to invent a system

and the second thing is to be disgusted with
it.” The facts of experience are the true
test of educational theories. and tried by this
test let the disappointment of parents who
have in their children given the system a
faithful trial, let the mental vacuity, hatred
of books, and habats of idle reverie that have
too often resulted from going through the
four highest grades of our common schools,
be set over against the exaggerated lauda-
tions of our school system, which have been
constantly sounded in our ears by men who
have testedjthe system by watching for years
its effects on r own children. So far
have we been from anything like a rational
criticism of educational affairs that in an
opening addeess before the Teuchers’ Pro-
vincial Institute we were gravely told that
no man was competent te express an opinion
about the prescribed course of study in the
common schools, unless he had studied psy-
chology ;and physiology and what not. All
parents have a much simpler and surer test
in their children, and tried by this test much
of the criticism which I have quoted as hav-
ing been expressed in other communities 18
applicable to our own. An educational sys-
tem may look well on paper, and so do the
garden shrubs and trees with tempting fruit
pictured in the books of those nurserymen
who vearly invade New Brunswick and carry
off our money, leaving trees, the fruit of
which is scantity and utterly disappointing
to our bopes. Time, which discovers all
things, has discovered that a great mistake
was made in abolishing the superior schools
of this Province, Time has discovered that
the ranking of the schools on the basis hither-
to prescribed has tended to emcourage me-
chanical work rather than intelligent teach-
ing, and there is a sense of relief since it has
become a thing of the past. Time will dis-
cover to all observers what lengthened and
pains-taking personal observation has already
made painfully obvious to a few, that some-
where in the two years which are spent in
grades five and six of our common schools,
one year of the precious life-time of the
school children of New Brunswick is abso-
lutely lost and worse than wasted. If we
are to march prosperously up agninst the
Ramoth-Gilead of ignorance we must aban-
don the vogue which has hitherto prevailed
in educational matters and substitute rational
criticism for exaggerated laudation,
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The Election in Victoria.

Mr. Baird was elected in Victoria, Satur-
day, by a good majority over Mr. Porter.
He was early in the field, and the fact of his
being a warm friend and supporter of Mr.
Costigan, no doubt influenced a large number
of the electors to vote for him. Mr. Porter
on the other hand, is a Liberal, and there-
fore, though personally respected, failed to
secure the necessary support to elect him.
On local political grounds, as we have before
said, the election of either of the candidates,
makes little difference, both havirg declared
themselves independent.

The Victorwa Star, however, calls attention
to what it alleges in effect, is political erooked-
ness in Mr, Baird, but whether he is open to
the charge, we do not know. The Star says:

¢ Mr, George T. Baird, one of the Candi-
dates, aspiring to fill the vacant seat in the
Legislature for Victoria County ; is the re-
cognised Government Candidate, by Press
and People : aud, if “silence gives consent”’
—Mr. Baird has tacitly given anuncontradict-
ed approval to his alleged political position.

Admitting the fact ; how can it be possi-
ble that, the Government Candidate, on his
canvassing tour through the County, de-
nounces that Government ?

In all sincerity we ask the question. Not
only does Mr. Baird denounce the Blair gov-
ernment ; but, produces in confirmation, the
Auditor General's statistical Reports !

Precedents, are sometimes accepted in lien
of law; and Custom ratifies it—but in all
the tergiversations, thejtwistings, the wind-
ings, the inexplicable labyrinthian harlequin-
isms of political [aspirants, we believe the
present exhibiiien is unparaleld and unprece-
dental !

If Mr. Baird, in the political integrity of
his heart, feels it his Duty to himself, to his
County, and his Country, to denounce the
corruption of any existing Administration—
then, all honor to the Man who does it; but,
to denounce a Government, and yet remain a
a supporter of that Government, is to us, a
political anemaly superlatively incompren-
sible ; but, perchance, the ¢ Government
Candidate’ can explain.

If what the Star says is true, Mr, Baird
must be a very wicked man, but he will cer-
tainly have his punishment, if one-half of our
contemporary’s big words hit him. Just
think of ‘ tergiversations twistings, winding
inexplicable labyrinthian harlequinisms un-
para]lel:a and unprecedented,” being hurled
at a gentleman of Mr. Baird’s slender phy-
sique this hot weather, not to mention the
effect of a * political anomaly superlatively
incomprehensible,” shied in the same direc-
tion, similarly.
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The Russell Verdict.

The:case of Furlong vs. Russell, tried in
the Circuit Court before the Chief Justice
last week, resulted in a verdict for the de-
fendant, Russell. This was an action brought
by Thomas Furlong, liquor dealer of St. John
to recover five hundred dollars, alleged to
be due from J. Alfred Russell, of tbis city,
for liquors sold and delivered to the said
Russell. The defence set up, was that Fur-
long, knowing the Scott Act to be in force in
Fredericton, sold the liquors to Russull with
the knowledge that he (Russell) intended to
sell the same within the City of Fredericton
contrary to law—the rule being that a per-
son who contributes to the performance of an
illegal act, by supplying a thing with the
knowledge that it is to be used for that pur-
pose, is precluded from receiving the price of
the thing so supplied. His Honor the Chief
Justice charged strongly for the defence, and
the Jury returned a verdict for the defendant,
as stated above. H. B, Rainsford for plaiatiff,
J. A. Vanwart, for defendant. .

This verdict brings up a new point in the
law, and will likely have the effect of mak-
ing St, John liquor dealers do their business
on a cash basis. It ought to assist also in
the administration of the law hereafter.
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The earnings of the Northern Pacific Rail-
way for the fiscal year just ended, fell short
of the estimate, $2,600,000, and the stock
dropped to 41%.

The Liberals want Mr, Anglin in Parlia-
ment, and have induced Wheeler, M P. for
West Ontario, to resign, to make room for
the rejected of Gloucester.

This
is the second seat in Nova Scotia carried for
the Government by acclamation within a
year, no Grit appearing to face Mr, Stairs in
Halifax last summer. The election in Cape
Breton occurs to-morrow, the candidates
baing H. F. McDougall, government, and N .
L. McKay, opposition.

A Fredericton paper churlishly refers to
the firing of cannon by the students at the
University, Thursday night, and threatens
them with the lockup, if the like occurs
again. We fancy that very few people have
any objection to the * beys,” celebrating in
that way, the end of a successful course
through College, and therefore will take no
heed to this journalistic growl. The editor
was & University student himself once, and
in those days. possibly helped to discharge the
identical cannon, that so disturbed his ears
Thursday night. For our part, we can see
no objection to this harmless celebration
once a year.

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A School of Whales.

The schooner M. B. Mullen, Capt. Young,
from Savannah, reports: “ On June 20, in
lat. 34 deg. 30 min., long. 74 deg. 14 min.,
while in a dead calm and smooth sea, was
surrounded by a school of whales as far as
the eye could reach. They were seen com-
ing to the surface and blowing: they came
