Meeting of Island and Intervale 
Proprietors. 

At a meeting held in the school house at 
McKeen's Corner in the Parish of Bright, 
by the proprietors of the Islands and Inter- 
vales in the Parishes of Kingsclear, Douglas, 
and Bright, on Saturday, the 28th day of 
June, to frame Bye Laws for the prevention 
of trespasses by cattle on the said Islands 
and Iatervales, and for regulating the num- 
ber that should be allowed to run at large on 
the same. 
The following gentlemen were present, 

viz: Thos. H. Colter, Esq., Warden, Doug- 
las, Councillors Coburn and Jewett, Bright, 
and Councillor Murray, Kingsclear, Samuel 
Colter, John McKeen, Ludlow McGibbon, 
George Dunphy, James Colter, George 
A. Dunphy, Henry Sloot, Samuel Pickard, 
James Clark, Wynott Williams, C. A. Estey, 
Herbert Estey, George Ross, Amos Pickard, 
Nehemiah Estey, Edmond Dunphy, Zopher 
B. Dunphy, Murray Scott, Charles Pickard, 
C. E. Williams, David McGibb>n, Joseph B. 
Williams, Robert Sloot, John Pickard, Wm, 
Colter, Alex. M. Ross, and others. 
The Warden, Thos. H. Colter, Esq., was 

ap pointed Chairman of the meeting, when 
the following resolutions were passed :— 

1st. That every owner, proprietor, or occu- 
pier of any of the above mentioned Islands 
or Intervales, should be allowed to turn om 
horses, cattle or sheep, from the first day of 
October to the fifteanth day of December in 
each and every year, at the rate of one head 
to every two acres owned or occupied by each 
owner or occupier, and that every owner or 
occupier should mark his horses or cattle by 
branding them with his private mark on the 
left shoulder or hip, which mark must be 
handed in to the field driver before the first 
day of October. 
That a tax of five cents a head, for every 

horse or head ef neat cattle be paid to the 
Field Driver at the time of handing in the 
marks for his services. 
The Islands and Intervales were divided 

into the following Pound Districts : — 
District No. 1—To take in and include all 

the Islands from Grand Pass down to the 
lower end of the Parish of Kingsclear. 

District No. 2—To take in and include 
Sugar Island and Shore Island. 

District Ng. 3—Te take in and include 
Keswick Island, Merithew’s Island, and the 
Intervales mentioned in the Act passed at 
the last meeting of the Legislature, intitled 
“An Act relating to the Islands and Inter- 
vales in the County of York.” 

It was moved by Mr. Sloot, seconded and 
carried— 
That the Bye Law bs so worded, that no 

proprietor or owner of any Island or Inter- 
vale shuald not be allowed to turn his cattle 
or drive them to any particular Island, but 
that they should turn them out on their own 
property where they might wo where they 
liked, subject to the provisions of the Dye 
aw. 
A Pound was ordered to be erected in 

Districts Nos. 3 and 1, 
A Pound being already erected in Pound 

District No. 2, there was no occasion for an- 
other one being erected in that District, 

Fraser Dunphy and Robert Sloot were 
appointed to receive the fee of five cents a 
ead in District No. 3. 
Charles Murray and Wynott Williams for 

District No. 2. 
George Dunphy and Jamss Camber for 

District No. 1. 
Very good order prevailed at the meeting, 

and every proprietor seemed anxious to do all 
in his power to have such a law passed, as 
would not only protect his own interest, but 
that of his fellow owners, and no one seemed 
the least inclined to take advantage of the 
other, There was a general feeling to put 
a stop to the wholesale depasturing of the 
Islands, by horses and cattle belonging to 
persons residing in Fredericton, and on the 
highlands on both sides of the river in the 
county.
