It seems per- 
fectly clear that the gun must always con- 
quer the armor. There is a practical limit 
to the thickness of armor which any vessel 
can bs mads to carry, while there is no such 
limit to the size of guns. No matter how 
thick the armor that may ba placed on it.

will be abandoned as useless, and the navies 
of the world will consist of unarmored ves- 
gels, any of which ean bs destroyed by a 
single shell from the enormous guns that 
will be in uso by all nations. When that day 
comes no man-of-war will fight a naval battl- 
if it can be avoided, for ths only chance of 
safety in such a battle will ba to plant a shct 
in the enemy’s hull before he is ready to fire.

A Telegraphic Wondcr. 

(New York Herald.) 

“ Now, if you'd like to have a few minutes’ 
social chat with folks in London, here’s your 
opportunity,” said General Manager George 
G. Ward on Friday afternoon at the office of 
the Commercial Cable Company, in the very 
heart of the business life of the metropolis. 
By a final splice at Coney Island, direct 

communication had just been opened through 
the Mackay-Bennett cables between Wall 
street and Royal Exchange, London. The 
story has already been told of the laying of 
the two cables. After the shore end of the 
second one had been brought in near the Ori- 
ental Hotel, at Coney Island, the work of lay- 
ing the land connection underground went on 
quietly but expeditiously. Along the six 
mile drive of Ocean Parkway the slender 
thread was laid through Vanderbilt Park 
and Hudson avenues, in Brooklyn, and along 
Front street to the Bridge anchorage, up the 
side of the anchorage in iron pipes and sus- 
pended under the Bridge roadway to Water 
street on this side, to Wall street, and thence 
to the main office here. A few minutesafter 
the last splice was made at Coney Island 
there was a tapping of the keys in Wall 
street, a responsive tapping in London, and 
then this message was forwarded by Director 
Hector de Castro to Mr. J. W. Mackay, Pre- 
sident of the Commercial Cable Company, in 
Paris :— 
“Iam now in our office, No. 21 Wall street, 

sending you the first message direct from New 
York over our underground and the Coney 
Island cable. Allow me to congratulate you 
upon the occasion, in which all the staff join ” 
When Manager Ward made the remark 

with which this chapter opens he told the 
reporter to keep his eyes fastened on an un- 
important looking little glass siphon that was 
suspended on a vertical parallel to and with 
its curved point touching a narrow strip of 
paper wound on a revolving reel. The 
siphon, the manager explained, was filled 
with electrified ink that was supplied to it 
from a small well above. The reporter kept 
his eye on the siphon and the strip of paper 
and awaited developments. 
“I'l just call up Canso,” said Mr. Ward, 

and as he puffed his cigar he touched a little 
brass key, Canso isin Nova Scotia, a matter 
of a thousand miles away from New York. 
Two seconds after the touching of the key, 
the point of the siphon danced from side to 
side of the strip of paper and stopped. The 
ink had left a hieroglyphic that looked like 
Mayor Edison's recent course. 
“Ob,” said Mr. Ward, laying down his 

cigar, “ ha says, ‘ Go ahead.” Now, I'll—" 
and he tapped the key azain. He was ex- 
plaining that he had asked, ¢ are you ready ?”

paper, which the manager interpreted to be 
“ Always ready.” 

* Now, what would vou like to know from 
London ?”” he next briskly inquired; but, 
without giving the reporter a chance to ex- 
press his preference in the matter of news, 
he went on :—* Well, the weather is as good 
a topic as anything else, so we'll ask them ;” 
and the “click, click, click” of the key 
nickly spelled out, * Ask London ¢ What 

weather have you to-day ?'” The last tap 
had no more than sounded when the siphon 
point began travelling over tha paper tape

Bismarck’s Dream. 

Prince Bismarck’s project for the creation 
of subsidized lines of steamers for the devel- 
opment of German commerce is a tolerably 
wide one, and reaches to the uttermost ends 
of the earth. The lines are divided into 
four categories. There are to bs regular sar- 
vices with the extreme ast, with the British 
Indies, with Anstralia and with Eastern and 
Western Africa. Under the first head there 
will be a principal line from Germany to 
Hong Kong, with stopping places at Rotter- 
dam or Antwerp, Lisbon, Suez, Colombo and 
Singapore ; a ccnaecting line from Venice or 
Trieste to Alexandria, calling at Brindisi: 
and another secondary line batween Hong 
Cong and Yokohama, calling at Shanghai, 
Nagasaki and ore of the Corean ports, Under 
he beading of British India there is to be a 
ine from Aden to Bombay. In the Austra- 
ian category a principal line will run from 
Germany to Sydney, by way of Suez, Ade- 
laide and Melbourne, while a secondary line 
will ran from Sydney to Auckland and from 
Sydney to Brisbane. The provision from 
Africa is a service to Delagoa Bay, with call- 
ing places at llavre or Cherbourg, the Corea, 
Angra-Pequei a, Cape Town, Natal, Mozam- 
bique and Zanzibar. This extensive pro- 
gramme will for a while be very costly to 
carry out, but Germany's need of new mar- 
kets for her manufactures is pressing, and 
the markets mast be found.
