gives the Canadian team, who recently
defeated the United States eleven, as an
example in support of Mr. Newall's con-
tention. Of the members of that team
Ogden, Gillespie and Vickers, were edu-
cated in cricket at Upper Canada col-
lege ; Allan and D. O. R. Jones at Port
Hope school and at Trinity college;
Luard, Boyd, Ferrie and G. W. Jones,
at the English High school, and Badgley
at the Montreal High school.

Mr. J. L. Stewart, the eccentric editor
of the Chatham World, is an out and
out champion of the colored race, and
from his latest utterance on the abuses
that have crowded down the Ethiopians,
it would seem that his admiration for
the colored folks warrants the opinion,
that he intends carrying out the sugges-
tion made by the St. Croix Courier, that
he should show his practical sympathby
by wedding one of the race. Mr. Stew-
art says, “‘he believes in judging our
fellows by their personal character and
habits, not by the color of their eyes or
skin, and has never failed to act up to
that belief, and that a cleanly honest
and intelligent colored person is as far
above a large percentage of polished and
well dressed society people as humanity,
is above the brute creation.”

We have received from Mr. J. T. Bulmer,
Librarian, a copy of the Inanzural Addresses,
etc,, delivered at the opening of the Da'-
housie Law School at Halifax, N. S. The
founders of this School have placed the legal
profession of the Dominion and Newfound-
land under great obligations, by the praisc-
worthy efforts they have made to provide at
a cost never before attempted legal education
and training equal to that obtained at the
Inns of Court, or the famous law schools of
the United States, There are in Canada
several law schools, but none of them except
that of Dalhousie have regularly endowed
chairs. The lack of suitable endowments
<lways creates a feeling of insecurity, and
students know well the difference between a
professor or lecturer paid to do his work, and
one who has no reward but the fees, The
yearly revenue of this schoo!l is quite equal
to the interest of $100,000, and if to this
amount we add the other endowments of
Dalhousie, and the $10.000 given away year-
ly in bursaries and scholarships to assist poor
but worthy voung wmen, it will be seen that
Dalhousie is far ahead of any institution of
learning in Canada. But the endewments
of the law sckool are not the respect in
~hich it is the most famous, except in so far
as it enables the faculty to provide legal
education at a cost hitherto unapproached in
Canada. Board, books, fees, and lodgings
can be provided at a cost of $150 per vear.
\ttandance at any American law school
would cost twice or three times this amount.
l'o most men seeking a legal education, ex-
pense is always the great question. From
the examination papers of the school, it is
»asy to perceive that the training is of the
most accurate and rigorous description, indeed
frvw lawyers at the bar could pass the examin-
ation,

With a library, of some 5,000 volumes

He was then about twenty-five
years of age, and for many years after-
wards resided at Douglastown, where
another uncle, the late Hon. Alex. Ran-
kin did an immense lumbering and mer-
cantile business.  Subsequently, Mr.
Rankin removed to St. John, where he
continued to reside until the St. John
fire, by which he lost his home. He
then came to Fredericton and lived here
until about two years ago, when he went
to Halifax, where he died. Mr. Ran-
kin was married to Miss McKenzie of
Miramichi, a cousin of Judge Fraser.

The new Cathedral of St. Saviour at Mos-
cow is a remarkable structure. It was built
to commemorate the departure of the French
army from Moscow. Thres montbs after the
retreat of the French a decree ordering the
building of a memorial temple was issued by
Alexander I. Plans were promptly prepared
but little progress was made for ten years.
aithough the architect and building commit-
tee during that period succeeded in expend-
ing four millions of roubles, for which they
were banished and their estates confiscated.
The Emperor Nicholas adopted new plans
and selected the present site, which cost up-
wards of £180,000. At the outset a nun-
nery and 70,000 cubic feet of earth had to be
removed. On the 27th July, 1838, the found-
ation stone was laid, and for twenty vears
the building slowly proceeded. In 1858 the
scaffolding, which cost £40,000, was removed
Yet a quarter of a century more was required
to complete the fittings and decoration.” The
style is ancient Russian. The five copper cu-
polas, for the gilding of which was required
900 pounds of gold, cost £170,000. The
domes are surmounted by crosses, the centre
one being 30 feet high and 340 feet from the
ground. The largest bell weighs 26 tons,
The whole edifice is faced with marble, the
doors are of bronze, ornamented with bibli-
cal subjects and lined with oak. The"princi-
pal entrance is 30 feet high and 18 feet
broad, Two of the doors weigh 13 tons, and
the total cost of all the doors was £62,000.
The building is erected in the form of a
Greek cross. The walls are adorned with
frescoes illustrating the chief events in the
history of the Russian Church. The total
cost of the marble in the building exceeded
£300,000. The galleries contain 36 win-
dows, and the cupolas 16, all double with
frames of bronze. Round the cupola is one
row of 640 candelabra, which cost £27,000
and a second row of GCO, costing £12,000.
There are four lustres weighing four tons
each. The total number of candles to be
lighted throughout the building is upwards
of 3,000, The cost of materials and work-
manship, aside from the altar space, was
£36,000. Throughout the building are manv
of the most remarkable paintings produced
by Russian artists. The whole cost of the
structure is placed at two and a quarter mil-
lions of pounds sterling, and it is said to be
capable of containing 10,000 worshippers.

The cause of this inferiority of modern
cream of tartar is explained by the Massa-
chusetts State Board of Health, and also by
theNew York State Board of Health, which
in a recent examination of 27 samples of
cream of tartar, claimed by dealers to be of
the best quality, found them adulterated with
alum, terra alba, phosphate of calcium, ete.,
from 3 to 93 per cent, Five samples were
really terra alba with a little cream of tartar
added. In the soda examined, from 17 per
cent of carbonate of lime to 25 per cent of
ground gypsum were found. Of course it is
impossible to produce light or wholesome
bread with such stuff as this for a leavening
material, and the best cooks, if relving upon
its use, must frequently fzil in their work.
The old formula, therefore, no longer to be
relied upon, must give way to new methods.
