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THE BACKWOODS OF YORK.

A Flying Visit through King, Bird,
and Stone Settlements.

The Recent Keswick Valley Floods--
Notes bg the Wayside.

and the stranger who drives through any
considerabls portion of this charming valley
cannot fail to observe that the average Kes-
wicker is satisfied with his lot. We ascer-
tained that the crops were generally good this
vear, though hay was only a medium yield.
Twenty years ago ago a heavy lumbering
business was done on the Keswick ; uow the
annual output does not exceed 3,000.000 feet
of spruce. The Keswick river has changed
its course counsiderably of late years, as im-
mense sand-bars on one side and overhang-
ing banks fully testify.

On the drive down, traces of the recent
deluge in the Keswick valley and vicinity
were perceptible. Iixtensive tracts of land
been inundated by the river; public roads
and bridges undermined: the N. B. Railway
track in many places, three large bridges and
several culverts washed away; hundreds of
rocks, including heavy boulders, displaced in
the streams; blocks of granite, some of
them weighing weighing a ton, washed from
the summit to the base of Currie’s mountain.
Strange to say the rainfall, which was the
heaviest on record in York Couaty, was not
remarkable any distance from the Keswick
valley

The scenery among the islands in the St.
John River from the mouth of the Keswick
down cannot be surpassed when the weather
18 colder. The river is then like a sheet of
glass and every object on the surface is mir-
rored with striking fidelity in its clear depths.
Somewhat tired in body, but jubilant in
spirit and mentally refreshed, we reached
home pleased beyond measure with our two
days’ cruise among three of the back settle-
ments of York.

Those of our people who have lived long in
New Brunswick, yet have never had inclina-
tion and epportunity combined to visit the
backwoods of the inner country, can form
only a theoretical idea of the interior of the
province. They will find much to amuse
and instruct them as to the modes of_ living
of the sturdy yeomanry who battle with the
forest for their sustenance or who, occupying
districts of country settled half a century or
more ago, retain many of the antique and in
a measure grotesque customs of their ances-
tors, the pioneers of an industrial age 1(3ng
since gathered to its fathers, They will find
also much of innovation, of slow but certain
progress, and signs of the influences of educa-
tion on every hand. Oa the whole, should
he possess no bilious troubles, a man’s ideas
of the geographical extent, present prosperity
and futare promise of our province will be
materially enlarged, and he will not regret
the thorough shaking-up he receives as the
penalty of experience. The fall of the year
is obviously the best season in which to make
the proposed excursion. T
