: The Charlotte County Jail. !
- Hon. Robert Robinson, Lt.~Col. John
Robinson, Henry Osburn, and John Wren,
four prominent residents of St, Andrews, re-
cently visited the Charlotte County Jail, and
evidently from their report, they were any-
thing but pleased with the condition of that
Institution, As the subject is interesting to
our Charlotte County readers, we publish
in full, the observations of these gentleman,
as follows : —-

“ We the following inhabitants of St. An-
drews, met on Monday, Noy. 17th last, when
the current reports that Waddell, during his
confinement in the County Jail, and suffered
great hardships, were mentioned. The fore-
man of the Grand Jury at the last Supreme
Court (who happened to be present) there-
upon stated that upon the invitation of the
Sheriff, the Jury had proceeded to inspect
the Jail: but, upon asking to see the cells
where the prisoners were confined, the Jailer
came forward and refused to admit them.
This statement [coupled with the current re-
ports determined the undersigned to see the
Warden, and if possible, discover if these re-
ports were true. o

The Warden stated that the Municipal
Council were responsible for the additions,
repairs, etc., to the Jail Buildings ; the regu-
lating and supplying of the prisoners’ daily
food, the bedding, etc., for the use of the
prisoners, but the Sheriff was solely re-
sponsible for the discipline inside the Jail,
and all rules and instructions for the govern-
went of the prison, and that the Jailer acted
solely under the Sherift’s orders. :

The Sheriff happened to pass at the time :
the Warden mentioned to him the object of
our visit, when he at once proposed that we
ehould accompany bim to the Jail. This we
did, the Warden going with us.

We found that portion of the Jail used for
prisoners, consisted of an upper and lower
story. The lower one, on the ground floor
beinz the only one ‘“ now in use,’” it consist-
ed of a Jong corridor, about 30 feet long, and
O feet wide, and 7 feet G inches to 8 feet

The
only light was a window about 3 feet 6
inches by 3 feet at the other end, double
barred with large bars of round and flat iron.
The light was so obstructed it was impossible
to distinguish the face of a person about the
middle of the room, and at the entrance it
was quite dark. At the dark end was aclose
stove burning, and around it the four or five
prisoners were sitting or standing, smoking,
Oa each side of this corridor are four small
cells. These cells were ceiled, and the walls
were plastered : but iu nearly all of them the
plaster was much broken and in a very dil-
apidated state, several of them were not used
in consequence, and in one instance two pri-
soners occupied the one cell. The floors of
these cells were in a filthy state. Each cell
contained an iron bedstead; (in one there
were two bedsteads.) The only light wasa
narrow slit in the outer wall, not glazed, but
we were told the occupants were allowed a
block of wood to stop the slit up when cold.
A little squars hole in the cell door opening
into the corridor in which the prisoners spent
the whole of the day was the only ventila-
tion when this outside slit was closed.

There are no Latrines or Urinals in the
prison of any desecription, but instead, in each
cell was a zinc pail with a cover, for the pri-
soners use. These pails of excrement and
urine, the prisoners stated most distinctly
and positively, were *only emptied when
full ;" some of them stated these pails re-
mained a week and a fortnight before being
emptied. The whole place had a close, un-
healthy smell ; but it was so reeking with
tobacco smoke that the foul odor from ail
tkese stink-pots was not very perceptible.

From the time a prisoner
enters the Jail until he leaves it (and one is
new in for twelye months, he hes no chance
f washing any part of his body, except his
hands and face in these emall basine , and no
haoge of clothes of any description are pro-
ided by the jail authorities; we were told
hat very few, if any, of the prisoners had
sven a change of shirt.
The Sheriff stated that the food of the pri-
soners consisted of a loaf of bread per day,
and tea or coffee ; but the prisoners stated
they had only tea once a week. Their day’s
ration of one loaf of bread is given them at
noon, and they have to keep the portion for
the next days breakfast in their cells or in
the corridor. After bread has been in these
noisome cells twelve to twenty hours it can
scarcely be fit for human food.
On this food question, we think some radi-
cal change absolutely necessary. The bread
is the gole solid food supplied the prisouers
of any sort or description; no vegetables,
broth, or meat. This must undermine the
prisoners health, and seems little less than
torture, when it is considered that prisoners
can be confined on this fare for any term less |
than two years. The food supply seems to
