The employes of Mr. Gibson, and other 
residents of Marysville, on Friday evening 
are to be entertained by that gentlemen to a 
monster dinner, which will be cpread on a 
continuous table erected on the ground floor 

on the Dominion Government's appeal from 
the Supreme Court of Canada as to the con- 
stitutionality of the Dominion License Act, 
was published to-day. It confirms the judg- 
ment of tha Supreme Court to the effect that 
the power to issue tavern and shop licenses 
rests exclusively with the provinces. It re- 
verses the decision of the Supreme Court as 
to the powers to issue wholesale and vessel 
licenses, The Supreme Court had decided 
that the power oyer wholesale and vessel lic- 
enses rested in the Dominion Government. 
The Privy Council, however, decided the 
other way, and holds that this power also is 
vested in the provinces. The case was 
argued on the 11th and 12th of November 
last. 
Herschell, Mr. G. W., Burbidge, Q. C., and 
Mr. Jeune, for the Dominion; Mr. Horace 
Davey, Q. C., Ion. C. F. Fraser, . C., and 
Mr, Haldane, for Ontario; the Hon. Mr. 
Church for Quebec, and Mr. W. W. Tyr- 
whitt Drake, Q. C., for British Columbia. 
Oa the decision being made known, E. F. 

Clarke, one of the Toronto Commissioners 
appointed by the Dominion Government, was 
asked what effect the decision of the Privy 
Council would have. He said : — 

I don’t know, 
Will this decision of the Privy Council 

finally dispose of the whole matter in dispute 
between the Federal and Provincial authori- 
ties P 

Mr. Clarke—I don’t think it will, Tt is 
held by some that the Scott Act, is a permis- 
sive Act and not a probibitory Act inas- 
much as it permits druggists to sell liquor. 
Now, if the Privy Council's decision sustains 
the right of all the Provinces of the Con- 
federation to exclusively control the issue of 
licenses, as I see by the papers, will not the 
constitutionality of the Scott Act be inter- 
fered with? Again, supposing the Domi- 
nion Government was to amend the Scott 
Act by inserting a clause permitting the sale 
of light wine and beer under it, how could 
the Dominion authorities issue licenses to sell 
light wine and beer ? If the Privy Council 
has decided that the Provinces have the ex- 
clusive right to issue licenses, and the Scott 
Act was amended as proposed, would the 
Provincial authorities issue the necessary lic- 
enses in counties, where & Dominion Act was 
in force ? The law, I think, is not yet clear 
on all these points.
