The deceased gen- | 
tleman has been a sufferer for several years, | 
but up to a period of less than two years ago, 
he discharged the duties of his office with 
fidelity and zeal. Mr. Carman was the old- 
est Barrister in the Province, havivg been 
admitted Oct. 15th 1825. [Ile represented 
the County of Northumberland, in the Local 
Assembly, for a term of years until appoint- 
ed to the office of Clerk of the Pleas, which 
he held until the spring of 1833, when fail- 
ing health compelled him to resign, Mr. T. 
Carleton Allen, succeeding to the position. 
Among the members of his profession as 

well as in the social circle, Mr. Carman was 
universally esteemed. He was of a quiet 
unobtrusive manner, a thorough gentleman, 
and deservedly respected by all classes, Ile 
was twice married, his first wife being a Miss 
Dean, by whom he had several sons, now 
dead, and two daughters one of whom is the 
wife of Mr. Joshua Adams, Barrister of Oa- 
tario, and the other, the wife of Mr. Clowes 

Of Musquash, and his second wife 

son and daughter, survive him. 
Oa the opening of the liquity court at St. 

John on Monday says the Globe, C. W. Wel- 
don, Q. C., said that, as the €enior counsel 
present, he wished, on behalf of the mem- 
bers of the bar, to pay a tribute of respect to 
the memory of the late Wm. Carman, who 
had passed away at the ripe old age of four 
score years. For upwards of 30 years the 
deceased has been a clerk of the Supreme 
Court, and at the fusion of the Court of 
Chancery and Common Law in this province 
had become clerk of the former. His Honor 
and others who had at that time been active- 
ly engaged in practice, could bear testimony 
to the attention he had displayed in the dis- 
charge of his duties, and the consideration he 
had ever shown the members of the bar. 
With him passed away one of those men 
who have memories of byegone days in the 
history of this province, and one who will be 
missed not less in the legal than he will be 
in the social circle. 

His Honor Judge Palmer said ho felt 
obliged to the council for affording him, as | 
the representative of the court, an opportun- 
ity of paying a sincere tribute to the worth 
of Mr, Carman. That gentleman was, in his 
capacity, the first creation of the court, and 
during the long years in which he honor- 
ably filled his position, he was not only an 
efficient officer but a kind and considerate 
friend to the profession. Courteous and 
affable to all, he would be particularly re- 
membered by the bench of the province as an 
officer who had always done his duty faith- 
fully, while his character as a Christian gen- 
tleman made him worthy of admiration and 
deserving that his memory be kept green, 

Mr. Carman was bora at Weymouth, Digby 
County, Nova Scotia, on the 26th of Septem- 
1804, and had thus passed his eightieth birth- 
day. Ile was educated at the St, John 
Grammar School, where he was a school-
