The Best Honey Plant. 

A prominent bee keeper writes on | 
this subject : I would place buckwheat | notes 

‘at the head of this class for value, it 
| being one of our best paying crops | {h 
for its grain, wherever it can be suc- 
cesfully grown, and whatever honey 
it yields is so much clear gain; but 

very uncertain. A few years ago I 
‘reported at one of our conventions 
that I had obtained about six thous. 
and pounds of honey from some twenty 
five acres of buckwheat. As I esti. 
mated the area of the crop grown 
within two and one-half miles of my 
place, and later observations have 
convinced me that bees profitably 
gather from much greater distance 
than that, therefore, the number of 
acres from which the crop was gather. 
ed was greater than I stated. This 
was the largest amount of buckwheat 
honey 1 have ever obtained in one 
season, while the smallest has been 
some loss than two thousand pcunds 
with at least one hundred acres of 
buckwheat within three miles of me. 
It is a mistake that this plant can be 
sown 80 as to make a succession of 
boney crops. No matter how fully it 
may be in bloom, it usually com- 
mences to yield honey about Aug. 10th 
or 25th, the earlier and latest it has 
ever commenced to yield with me 
having been the 5th snd 30th of that 
month respectively. Prof. Cook re- 
ports baving seen it yielding honey 
much earlier in the season, but this 
single instance makes no rule. Al-

Kill the Weeds. 

~ Now comes the battle with the) 
' weeds. Clean culture should be the 
rule with every one growing crops 
from the soil. No one can afford, 
after having prepared the land, and 

| made it rich with valuable manures, 
to then neglect it to an extent that 
shall allow the worthless weeds to 
appropriate to their support any con- 
siderable part of the outlay which 
has been made. Itshould at all times 
be held in mind that whatever the 
weeds are allowed to appropriate to 
‘their growth may just as well be 
the production of desirable plants if 
the weeds are kept out of the way. 
We know from experience that it is 

easier to talk about clean culture than 
it is to practice it. There are times 
when the weather will not admit of 
‘working the land, or if stirred the 
weeds would not die; and there are | 
times when other matters must have | 
attention as well as the weeds. Yet 
the rule of action must be clean cal- 
ture, and it must be closely lived up 
to. It is a certainty that the weeds 
would absorb the profits if allowed to | 
grow. 

Early and often should be the] 
watch-word in weeding. It is far less | 
work to stir the soil and kill the 
weeds when they have just started | 
into growth, than it is if the work is | 
delayed till the weeds have become | 
well rooted. In the field this work | 
‘can nearly all be done with the team. | 
With the rcws straight and equidist- | 
ant, as they always should be, the 
cultivator properly adjusted can be 
run close to the row of corn or po- 
tatoes, and leave very little else to be 
done. Ifonce ina row does notdo the 
work as is wanted, then repeat till it 
is done. It is vastly cheaper to do it 
in this way than by the hard process | 
of the hand hoe. 
The cultivator does not need to ran 

deep, if the land was properly prepar- 
ed before planting. Surface working 
is what is now called for. Killing

Save the Pigs. 

There is probably not a breeder of 
pigs who has not at some time or 
other lost pigs, owing to their being 
crushed by the sow. This seems to 
be more frequent with the heavier 
sows, as is natural, and for a man who 
raises woll-bred swine, the loss is a 
very serious one. A common mode 
of prevention is to arrange a shelf 
around the pen, under which the 
young pigs will run when threatened 
to be crushed by their mother's lying 
down on them. A great abundance 
of straw litter is liked by some, and 
regarded as a help, as the deep, soft 
bed will mitigate the squeezing, und 
give piggy a chance to breathe. On 
the other hand, those who prefer the 
shelf plan regard the abundance of 
straw, unless it be cut, as an impedi- 
ment to the pigs in getting out of the 
mothers’s way. The plan said to be

Look for the Borers now. 

Tho time to kill appletrees borers is 
when they are first discovered. [It is 
a very simple matter, if they are at- 
tacked when first hatched, and while 
they are at work in the bark of the 
tree. Their presence may be known 
by the sawdust-like particles always | 
found at the opening of their holes, 
usually near the surface. Nothing 
is better for digging them out during 
the first season of their existence, 
than a pocket knife, and if they are 
taken out early the tree will be bat 
slightly injured but if left till the 
second summer, and they are at all 
numerous, they will prove very de- 
struotive, as they virtually cut off the 
connection between the top of the 
tree and its roots. No one should 

his pocket, to be used as occasion may 
require. If the borers haye entered 
the wood of the tree, a piece of whale 
bone is excellent for following up the 
track and piercing the insect. Some 
orchardists always carry such an in- 
strument with thom when working 
among their trees. We Lave often 
found a small, timber twig sharpened 
at one end and forced up the hole 
quite as effectual.

Keepout of debt and clear of security 

By the census of 1884, there were in 
e United States 12.443,120 cow, 

which produced 806.662 071 poends 
of butter and 243,157,850 pounds of 
' cheese. 
| Sprinkle finely powdered dirt in the 
| heads of young cabbages and it wil 
| keep the cabbage worms from destroy- 
'ing the heart of the plants, and you 
will secure a erop. 

Corn and potatoes may often be top 
dressed to advantage after planting, 
providing fine manures are used. The 
cultivatien of these crops during the 
season will mix the manure with the 
80il much more perfectly than it could 
be if ploughed under. 

In places where there is danger of 
dogs attacking sheep, the latter may 
be enclosed at night in hurdle fences, 
which the dogs cannot get over or 
through. Placing these hurdles on 
the poorest and driest spots in the 
fields is a good way to increase their 
fertility. 
The potato loves cool, moist soil and 

is an exception to the general rule 
that shallow planting is best. Late 
in the season especially deeper plant- 
ling is desirable. Tho tubers will be 
jdown far enough so that they will not 
be greened by the sun, nor will it be 
necessary to earth up the hills as is 
often done. 
A plough to run easily for either 

man or team should be set so that the 
bottom of the plough will rest flat, the 
point neither turning up or down. 
Some farmers never get the bang of 
adjusting their ploughs, and we have 
known them to throw aside valuable 
implements as worthless for lack of a 
little skill in adjusting thom to ran 
easily. 

Some kind of forage should be sown 
now, so that stock may be kept on the 
new seeding of grass and clover after 
the grain is harvested. The damage 
from cropping clover when it is only 
three or four menths old from the 
seed is 80 great that a farmer had bet- 
ter purchase the most expensive 
'grains as feed rather than turn his 
‘stock on it. 

In the general uncertainty about 
potato seed most, farmers are likely to 
plant more than will give the best re- 
sults. Some good farmers make a 
practice of planting liberally and then 
thinning to one or two shoots in each 

(hill. With the less vigorous varieties 
one sirong shoot will farnish more 
potatoes of marketable size than would 
be got by leaving more. 

The pruning knife should be used 
very sparingly oa trees after they are 
in fall leaf, as cutting at this time 
seriously checks their vigor. Pinch- 
ing back with thumb and fingers will 
accomplish all that is needed unless 
the tree has been badly neglected. If 
this is the case heavy pruning should 
be deferred until after growth ceases 
and the leaves fall in autumn. 

Excepting for two or three days 
when first hatched, even little echick- 
ens should never have an exclusive 
diet of ground and moistened food. 
Whole grain of wheat or oats is better

The remedy is 
to apply cold wator bandages with a 
pressure pad upon the swelling. When 
the inflammation is removed some 
strong liniment should be applied and 
the horse rested for a time.
