At the Coroneer’s Inquest, the proprietor
of the hotel testified as follows :

Deceased put up at my house on Friday
afternoon and seemed perfectly well. [ was
taking supper when he fell. When called 1
found bim lying at the foot of the stairs; I
was called up by Professor Tuck; deceased
had taken his tea on Saturday night. When
we picked him up he was lying at the foot of
the upper stairs ; the only cut I saw was on
the chin ; he did not speak after I saw bim ;
did not hear him complaining ; he died at
10.30 Monday morning.

PROF. TUCK, TESTIFIED.

I was not personally acquainted with the
deceased till he came here ; formed his ac-
quaintance on Friday afternoon ; on Saturday
evening I was sitting in the parlour and saw
deceased pass up stairs; I came out into the
ball ; noticed he was walking slowly : when
I got to the hall I heard him fall and heard
a sound as if some one was falling down
stairs, also a peculiar cry; saw him on the
floor at foot of stairs, his body was bent up:
he was motionless when I first got to him, in
a moment there was a slight quake or shiver ;
he did not speak : I thought he was severely
injured and called for belp; from the sound
and the position and the position he was in
when I went to his assistance, I think bis
head struck on the stairs, and the thrashing
sound was caused by his feet striking on the
steps as he fell; his necktie was lying on the
steps half way up ; there is no railing on the
upper stairs; ecannot say that he would not

stairs ; have not seen him since half an hour
after he fell ; I noticed a bruise on each side
of his forehead and a cut under his chin that
bled a little ; his head was turned vers much
to the side ; we straightened bim out and put
some cold water on his head ; I consider the
the stairs safe to one acquainted with them.

THE CORONER,

in charging the jury, stated that when called
in he found the deceased as already stated ;
he was unconscious, and apparently suffering
from concussion of the brain or spinal column,
and took it for granted that he had fallen
while in a fit; the peculiar cry referred to
precedes a fit of epilepsy ; from the state in
which I found him, would not say positively
hat the blow caused by fallinz was the cause
of death, but it may have brought about a
tate that resulted in death; peopls often die
while in fits without there having been a
concussion.

The jury retyrned a verdict that death was
caused by falling down stairs, receiving in-
juries to the head, causing concussion of the
brain, and supposed to have been in a fit at
the time of falling The remains of the
deceased were interred in this city on Wed-
nesday.
