In fact all wells shogld be
cleancd as often as once in three or
four years, Now while the water is
low is the best time to do this work
When done many will be surprised at
the amount of filth removed from wells
the wuter of which they have perhaps
been drinking for years.

It is quite possible we may have a
visitation of the Asiatic cholera the
coming season.

There is no need for a panic on ac-
count of its approach, The cholera
comes where the conditions are mos;

In faet,
if farmers will take even ordinary san-
itary precaations the coming season it
is probable that their health and that
of their families will be generally bet-
ter than is usaal.—American Cultivator.
