Loxpox, July 23.—The marriage of Prin-
cess Beatrice, the youngest daughter of Queen
Victoria, to Prince Henry of Battenburg,
took place to-day at St. Mildred’s Church,
Whippingham, six miles from Osborne. At
suorise thousands of flags were run up on
Venetian masts that lined the route taken
by the marriage procession. Flags of all
pations floated from the house tops.

The Manitoban publishes an interview with
General Middleton, from which we take the
following : — .

*“ When I first took command, I found I
had a body of raw men to handle who were
without any experience of military matters,
so far as actual warefare was concerned, and
I must confess I had misgivings as to their
ability to stand the hardships of a campaign.
You will thus see mv position was o envi-
able one, for I had always to bear in mind,
that they were volunteers and not regular
troops, and therefore had to be verv carefu!
not to expose them unnecessarily, However
when I saw the manner in which they bore
fatigue and bardships during the march from
Qu'Appelle to Clarke’s Crossing, I felt re-
assured. and their admirable conduct at Fish
Creek completely satisfied me that the men
had the right stuff in them. I cannot speak
too highly of their bebaviour throughout the
whole campaign, and as I stated in the gene-
ral orders issued at Fort Pitt prior to our de-
parture for home, their ready cheerfulness
under hardsbip, their brayery and soldiery
qualities, have made me feel that it was an
honor to command such men.”
