CAPT. LOGGIE'S RESIDENCE ENTERED AND

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Distress at Rogersville.

At a public meeting in St. John last week,
called by Mayor Deveber to raise funds for
the relief of the settlers at Rogeryille, North-
umberland County, Solicitor (General Ritchie
explained that he recently visited the settle-
ment, and had thus ascertained the truth of
the case. The result of his visit was to satisfy
him that the statements which had been put
forward as to the settlers being in an actual
state of starvation were only too true. QOae
of the municipal councillors told him he had
visited three houses in succession and in
neither one was there any food. People were
reduced to such dire necessity that to keep
life together they had boiled oats and then
drunk the water. Ilev. Father Richard said
the settlers were nearly all French, and in all
numbered about three hundred families, but
they were not all in a destitute condition.
To partially alleviate the distress, Rev. Fr.
Richard had to draw on two bauks to the ex-
tent of $1,800, and had purchased food which
had been distributed among the settlers.
From inquiries he (Mr. Ritchie) had made
he did not believe there were 100 bbls of
potatoes in the settlement. Ile had seen 120
of the settlers and they bore unmistakable
evidences of want and suffering, This was
especially noticeable in the older people for
their faces had on them the indelible stamp
of starvation, Anether case which was
brought under his notice was where a family
had been compelled to subsist on wheat which
was broken up with a hammer, and that was
the only food the had. He felt that all the
Government grants for road purposes in the
district should be immediately utilized so as
to give employment to some of the men. Mr.
Ritchie explained the cause of the distress as
previously given in the papers,—the people
having neglected their farms to work in the
bark business and other occupations, from
which they did not receive their pav. Mr.
Geo. Robertson corroborated Mr. Ritchie’s
statements.

DEPUTY SHERIFF HAWTHORNE CAPTURES A
CULPRIT AFTER AN EXCITING SFARCH,

An important arrest took place in camp
Sussex Tuesday last, the prisoner being Wm.
Johuston, a private 1 the G67th company.
Most people will remember the exciting
steries which came from Debec Junction a
year ago respecting the doings of Johnston
who, it was alleged, had severely beaten a
conductor of the New Brunswick Railway
and had set the authorities at defiance and or-
ganized a reign of terror in the vicinity of
Debec Junction. None of the local consta-
bles appeared,either able or yet very willing
to attempt the arrest of a man the reputation
of whose prowess had gone far and wide
through the county of Carleton and adjoining
portions of York. It was stated that he dis-
appeared from the locality when he found the
pursuit getting too hot and took refuge in the
United States, By others equally well in-
formed, it is said that he never left the
place till he found his pursuers too numer-
ous to be easily eluded. He then took refuge
across the line in United States territory,
until the neighborhood was clear of police
officers and constables when he returned,
Detective Ring was employed on the ecase
last summer, but without success. For
several days bhe followed up different clues
but was not able to run down his man. A
month or two ago it was reported that Joha-
sten had returned to Debec, and had been
guilty of several acts of lawlessness. Some
of these ac s were subsequently denied, but
how far these denials were in accordance with
the real facts of the case will probably come
out on the trial. The chief of polics St.
John was informed of the re-appearance of
Johaston at Debec, both through their pub-
lication in the Telegraph and by private cor-
respondence, but took no action in the case.
Ever since the pulication of a few weeks ago,
Johnston had been reported in or about Da-
bec, and a reward of $150 was offered by the
county, but none of the local constables ap-
pearing anxious to secure the money the war-
rant was sent to Sheriff Sterling of York,
who placed it in the hands of Deputy-Sheriff
Hawthorne on Friday last.

On Saturday the Deputy with police officer
Paul Phillips of Fredericton, left for Debec,
where they made inquiries for Johnston, but
hearing nothing of him went on to Houlton.
After roaming about for two days, following
one clue after another, they learned definitely
that Johnston had enlisted in the 67th com-
pany and had proceeded to Sussex. Taking
the next train for there, the officers immed-
iately after arrival placed themselves in com-
munication with the Commandant who, after
be had fully considered the case, determined
the man should be handed over to the civil
power to be dealt with. Accordingly they
went to the lines of the 67th Batt. and very
soon indentified their man in one of the tents.
Tapping Johnston on the shoulder Haw-
thorne said “I want you,’” and as Johnston
rose to his feet he added, “ No tricks now
Johnston,” and te prevent anything of the
kind occurring the deputy sheriff placed a
pair of patent handcuffs on his wrists, first
removing his uniform coat. He was then
taken to the depot house and detained until
the arrival of the express for St. John.

The warrant on which he was arrested
charges that on April 10, 1884, Wm. John-
ston did grievous bodily harm to Edward
Atridge at Debec, in Carleton County. The
warrent was issued by Police Magistrate
Dibblee and backed by Stipendary Wallace
of Sussex.

Johnston is a short but stoutly built fellow
of about 25 or 27 years of age.  He appears
to take his arrest very quickly under the im-
pression that he could not be arrested while
he wore a uniform, and says, he never would
have been caught had he known that a sol-
dier could be arrested. While waiting in
the station he started up a tune, but did not
sing from his heart. He was evidently badly
taken back by his arrest.

The prisoner is now confined in the Carle-
ton Country jail awaiting his trial.
