city service, and keep it in a proper state of
efficiency. The charges taken up by him, to
show to the pybec that there hasmot been a
careful superv of the pwﬂles’ money, are
expenses that have yearly taken place under
the old system of fire protection, and not
the present one. If he had taken that inter-
est in the affairs of the city. that he should
have done, particularly the Fire Department,

he would have known that the change, under
the present system, did not fully come into
effect until the 1st of May last,and that the
Fire Committee had to purchase a number of

articles for the change, that they will not be
called upon to get for some tims again, and
which has belged to swell up the expendi-
ture for the year.

For the future, no expenditures will ap-
pear for hay, oats and harness, or for salaries
for engineers and repair of steamers. The
care of hose which formerly cost $100, is
now done for one-half that amount. The
number of men in the department has been
reduced, consequently this charge will be
smaller, and the gas and wood bills will not be
worth referring to. Taking these facts into
consideration, “Jay Kay” and the citizens
will be agreeably surprised on reading the
accounts in the sext blue book at the small
amount the actual cost of the Fire Depart-
ment is to the city.
