In that connection it might
be a notorious matter to refer to where that
money goes. We have a large amount going
the Queen’s Printer, which it seems to me
ought to be cut down in some way. I believe
it was the policy of the late government when
publishing reports of departments to call for

.tenders. Doeg not the present government
give the pa! g to whom they please and
whatever price they choose to agree. Again,
while we have $6953 paid to the Queen’s
Printer, we also find Mr. James H. Crockett,
who runs a paper on the interest of the Govern-
ment, without a chance of competition draw-
ing out of the treasury of the Province for
printing $2582 10.
